The Makuleke Contractual Park, in the northern
reaches of Kruger National Park, is a vibrant and
diverse naturalareateemingwithwildlife.The area
Is characterised by high densities of permanent
and temporary wetlands, which play host to a
wide variety of waterbirds, fish, invertebrates and
frogs. While often overlooked, frogs are a critical
component of most foodwebs as they contribute
to both the terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems as
both predator and prey. There are approximately
30 species of frog found within the Makuleke
Contractual Park, and although small, and very
loud, they are a critical component of what makes
this region so special.
