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PREAMBULA

Mocvare su, kao jedan od najugrozenijih prirodnih
ekosustava, veliki potencijal ekoloskih, kulturnih,
gospodarskih, znanstvenih i rekreacijskih vrijedno-
sti. Sabor Republike Hrvatske donio je Konvenciju
o vlaznim stanistima (Ramsar, Iran, 1971.) i odredio
da treba:

- uklju€iti moc¢varna stanista u nacionalni plan kori-
Stenja zemljista

- utvrditi podrucja prirodnih vlaznih stanista i promi-
cati njihovo razumno koristenje u cijeloj Hrvatskoj

- izabrati najmanje jedno podrucje koje ¢e ispunja-
vati ramsarske kriterije za uvrstenje u Popis mo-
¢varnih stanista od medunarodne vaznosti

- osigurati odrzivost ekoloskog znaCaja svakoga
ramsarskog podrucja.

Sabor je takoder donio Konvenciju o zastiti Duna-
va i odredio smjernice odrzivoga koriStenja voda
za to podrucje. U Strategiji i akcijskom planu za-
Stite bioloske i krajobrazne raznolikosti Republike
Hrvatske uoCeno je da nestaju mocvarni i Sumski
ekosustavi i tradicionalno stoCarstvo, a i potencijali
genske raznolikosti zavi€ajnih i ugrozenih pasmina
i kultiviranih biljaka. Stoga su Strategijom odredeni
strateski ciljevi i utvrdeni prioritetni akcijski planovi.
Kao jedan od kratkoroCnih ciljeva, Strategija pred-
vida pripremu i izradu Plana upravljanja Parkom
prirode Lonjsko polje, ponajprije zbog njegove vaz-
nosti za opstanak stanista te prirodnih i kulturnih
vrijednosti.

Temeljem ¢lanka 389. Ustava, 6. oZzujka 1990. Lonj-
sko polje proglaseno je parkom prirode, a 1993.
uvrsteno na Ramsarski popis. U okviru Paneurop-
ske strategije o bioraznolikosti i krajobrazu iz 1995.
godine, IUCN je proglasio Lonjsko polje najboljim
primjerom prakti¢nog planiranja zastite ruralne sre-
dine u zemljama srednje Europe.

Izglasavajuci Zakon o ustroju Javne ustanove, Sa-
bor je osigurao zaStitu, odrzivost i promoviranje
Parka prirode Lonjsko polje. Najbolji mogudi put
$to vodi uspjeSnom svladavanju te zadaée naden
je u primjeni pristupa ramsarskoga razumnog ko-
riStenja na izvanredni kulturni krajobraz i poplavni
ekosustav Srednje Posavine.

PREAMBLE

Being aware of the fact that wetlands as one of the
most endangered ecosystems worldwide constitute
a resource of great ecological, cultural, economic,
scientific and recreational value, the Parliament
of the Republic of Croatia passed the Convention
on Wetlands (Ramsar, Iran, 1971). The Parliament
committed

- to include wetland conservation within the nation-
al land-use planning,

- to establish nature reserves on wetlands so as to
promote wise use of all wetlands within the territory
of the Republic of Croatia,

- to designate at least one site that meets the Ram-
sar criteria for inclusion in the List of Wetlands of
International Importance (the Ramsar list) and

- to ensure the maintenance of the ecological char-
acter of each Ramsar site.

The Parliament of the Republic of Croatia also
passed the Convention on the protection of the
Danube river and committed to sustainable water-
use within its catchment area.

The loss of wetlands, forest-ecosystems, natu-
ral and extensively managed grassland as well
as animal and plant genetic resources have been
recognized by the National Biodiversity Strategy.
Therefore, adequate measurements are provided
by defining strategic goals and priorities of action.
The Strategy provides as a short-term objective the
preparation and implementation of a management
plan for Lonjsko Polje Nature Park, because of its
importance of for the above mentioned habitats
and resources.

Proclaimed in 1990 by a special Nature Conserva-
tion Act, the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park has been
included in the Ramsar list since 1993. Within the
frame of Action-theme 6 of the Pan-European Bio-
diversity and Landscape Strategy (Sofia, 1995), the
World Conservation Union (IUCN) identified Lonjsko
polje as a showcase of best practice of conserva-

tion planning in rural areas in CEE-countries.

The Parliament has given to us the task to protect,
maintain and promote Lonjsko Polje Nature Park.
The most appropriate way to fulfill this assignment
is to establish Ramsar’s wise use approach on the
outstanding cultural landscape and floodplain eco-
system of the Central Sava River Basin.
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1 OPIS PODRUCJA

1 DESCRIPTION

1.1 Summary description

Area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park belongs to the
rural area of the central part of the continental
Croatia and to the central course of the Sava River.
It is situated between the county centre Sisak and
the municipality centre Nova gradiSka (Picutre 1).
On the both side of the Sava River the traditional
rural settlements have been well preserved with its
vernicular architecture and cultural landscape.

Mocvare su, kao jedan od najugrozenijin prirodnih
ekosustava, velik potencijal u o€uvanju ekoloskih,
kulturnih, gospodarskih, znanstvenih i rekreacijskih
vrijednosti. Park prirode Lonjsko polje jedno je od po-
drucja koje je zbog svojih prirodnih i kulturnih vrijed-
nosti tipicnih poplavnih rije¢nih dolina prepoznato kao
podrucje vrijedno oCuvanja za buduce narastaje.

Wetlands, one of the most endangered natural eco-
systems, represent a great potential for the preser-
vation of ecological, cultural, economic, scientific
and recreational values. Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
is one of those areas that because of its natural and
cultural values typical of the floodplains of rivers
have been identified as locations worth preserving
for future generations.

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is located geographically
in the area of the central course of the Sava River,
about 75 km south east of Zagreb (Picture 2). Most
of it is located in the SisaCko-moslavacka County,
but a small part of it lies in the Brodsko-posavska
County. The whole area of the Park is a very low-
land area, with an above-sea level height of 90-110
m, and in character is an exclusively rural area.
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Mokro i Poganovo polje dio su Parka prirode i pri-
rodne poplavne retencije koje imaju vaznu ulogu u
sustavu obrane od poplave.

Temeljem ¢lanka 389. Ustava Socijalisticke Repu-
blike Hrvatske donesen je 1990. Zakon o proglase-
nju Parka prirode “Lonjsko polje” (Narodne novine
br. 11/90), kojim je podrucje Lonjskog i Mokrog
polja, s pojasom lijeve obale rijeke Save, u ukupnoj
povrsini od 50 650 ha proglaseno parkom prirode.
Prema danasnjim podatcima iz GIS-a, prostor par-
ka prirode zauzima 511,36 km2.

Natural lowland wetland areas (flood plains) lie on
both sides of the Sava River. Lonjsko, Mokro and
Poganovo poljes are part of the Nature Park and
are natural floodwater retention zones that have an
important role in the flood defence system.

In 1990, pursuant to Article 389 of the Constitu-
tion of the Socialist Republic of Croatia, a law was
passed proclaiming the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
(Official Gazette, no. 11/90), in which the areas of
Lonjsko Polje and Mokro Polje together with the
zone of the left bank of the Sava River, occupying
a total area of 50 650 ha, were proclaimed a nature
park. According to today’s GIS data, the area of the
Park is actually 511.36 km?2.

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67% povrsine Parka pripada nizinskim poplavnim
Sumama, koje tvore najcjelovitije komplekse hrasto-
vih i jasenovih sastojina te vrijedne zajednice crne
johe s trusljikom. Vlazne livade i pasnjaci u dolini
rijeke Save vrlo su vazna stanista u oCuvanju biora-
znolikosti rijeCnih ekosustava, a zajedno s poplav-
nim nizinskim Sumama ¢ine mozaik najcjelovitijega
poplavnog ekosustava u cijeloj biogeografskoj regiji
te jedinstvenost kulturnog i europskog nasljeda.
Mocvarna stanista rijeke Save daju idealne uvjete
za opstanak rijetkih Zivotinjskih i biljnih svojta koje
su u Europi na pragu izumiranja. Podrucje podrza-
va vise od 2/3 hrvatske populacije ptica, 250 vr-
sta, od kojih se njih 138 gnijezdi u Lonjskom polju.
Bijela roda (Ciconia ciconia) dostize najuspjesnije
gnijezdenje u svijetu, populacija Zlicarke (Platalea
leucorodia) jedina je postoje¢a u aluvijalnom eko-
sustavu, a populacija kosca (Crex crex) naseljava,
ovisno o dinamici poplavljivanja, i antropogena i
prirodna stanista. Takoder je evidentirano 58 vrsta
sisavaca, 16 vrsta vodozemaca,10 vrsta gmazova i
27 vrsta riba.

Lonjsko je polje ujedno i najvece mrjestiliste riba u
cijelom dunavskom porjecju. Ekoloski procesi i di-
namika plavljenja uvjetuju tradicionalno koristenje
zemlje, $to je stvorilo jedinstven mozaik antropo-
genih i prirodnih stanista te izvorne domace svojte:
posavskog konja, slavonsko-srijemsko podolsko
govedo, turopoljsku svinju. Tradicionalna poljopri-
vreda i uzgoj autohtonih pasmina prakticiraju se i
danas, a vazni su elementi u ocuvanju bioloske i
krajobrazne raznolikosti.

Dugotrajna i postojana tradicija prilagodbe i Zivljenja
s poplavama, a ne protiv njih, stvorila je izvanredan
sustav koji zadire u sve aspekte ljudske interakcije
s okoliSem - tradicijsko graditeljstvo u drvetu, pro-
stornu organizaciju naselja i oblikovanje krajobraza.
Takav je pristup zadrzao kontinuitet u suvremenom
sustavu obrane od poplava, u kojem se svjesno ko-
riste prirodne poplavne povrsine kao retencije.
Organizacija sela visoko je oCuvana u tradicijskim
obilijezjima. U Lonjskom polju to nije evidentno
samo u nacinu gradnje kuca i njihovu koristenju
nego i u bogatstvu narodnih obicaja, nosnja, ukra-
sa, kostima i tradicionalne poljoprivrede.

Over 67% of the Park is classified as lowland ripari-
an forest, representing the most integral complexes
of oak and ash stands, as well as valuable com-
munities of alder swamp woods. The wet meadows
and pastures in the Sava valley are extremely im-
portant habitats in the preservation of the biodiver-
sity of riverine ecosystems, and together with the
riparian lowland forests make up a mosaic of the
most integral floodplain ecosystem in the whole bi-
ogeographical area, a unique feature of the cultural
and European heritage.

The wetland habitats of the Sava River provide
ideal conditions for the survival of rare animal and
plant species that elsewhere in Europe are on the
verge of extinction. The area supports more than
two thirds of the Croatian bird population, with
250 species, 138 of which actually nest in Lonjsko
Polje. The white stork (Ciconia ciconia) achieves
its world’s highest nesting success in the park; the
population of spoonbills is the only one that exists
in an alluvial ecosystem, while the corncrake (Crex
crex) population inhabits both natural and anthro-
pogenic habitats, depending on flooding dynamics.
Also recorded are 58 species of mammals, 16 spe-
cies of amphibians, 10 species of reptiles and 27
species of fish.

Lonjsko Polje is at the same time the biggest spawn-
ing area for fish in the whole of the Danube basin.
Ecological processes and the dynamics of inunda-
tion set the pattern for the traditional land use, crat-
ing a unique mosaic of anthropogenic and natural
habitats, with original domestic taxa: the Posavac
horse, the Slavonian-Syrmian Podolia breed of
cattle, the Turopolje hog. The traditional agricul-
ture and the rearing of indigenous breeds are still
kept up, and constitute an important element in the
preservation of biological and landscape diversity.
The long-lasting, enduring tradition of adjustment
to and living with and not against the floods has
created an outstanding system that impinges on all
aspects of human interaction with the environment
— the traditional wooden architecture, the pattern of
the settlements and the shaping of the landscape.
Such an approach has preserved its continuity in
the contemporary flood defence system, in which
the natural floodplain areas are deliberately used as
areas for floodwater retention.

The organisation of the villages is highly preserved
in its traditional features. In Lonjsko Polje this is vis-
ible not only in the way in which the houses are
used and built but also in the wealth of folk cus-
toms, costumes, decorations and traditional farm
practices.

Sen je radi zastite mjeSovite kolonije Zlicarka i male
bijele ¢aplje, najvece takve kolonije u Hrvatskoj. Or-
nitoloSki rezervat zauzima 25 ha, a €ini ga najstariji
rije€ni rukavac Save kod sela Krapja.

Ornitoloski rezervat Rakita u Lonjskom je polju, a
proglasen je 1969. Odlukom o proglasenju specijal-
nim ornitoloskim rezervatom (,Sluzbeni vjesnik“ Si-
sak, br. 40 od 4. 11. 1969.). Prema Odluci o progla-
Senju, OR je veli¢ine 450 ha. Prema opisu granice
iz Odluke, proglasena povrsina je upitna. U tijeku je
utvrdivanje granica i izracun stvarne povrsine Orni-
toloskog rezervata Rakita. Proglasen je radi zastite
gnijezdece populacije pataka.

1.2 Institucionalni i zakonodavni okvir
1.2.1 Institucionalni okvir upravljanja

Ministarstvo kulture, Uprava za zastitu prirode
vodi poslove zastite prirode u Hrvatskoj, a mje-
rodavna je za provedbu Zakona o zastiti prirode i
medunarodnih konvencija o zastiti prirode koje je
potpisala Republika Hrvatska.

Ministarstvo kulture, Uprava za zastitu kulturne
bastine, Konzervatorski odjel u Zagrebu i Konzer-
vatorski odjel u Sisku (od 2007. godine) brinu se
za poslove oCuvanja i zastite kulturnih dobara na
podrucju Parka te za provedbu medunarodnih kon-
vencija o zastiti kulturne bastine kojih je takoder
potpisnica Republika Hrvatska.

Drzavni zavod za zastitu prirode obavlja stru¢ne
poslove zastite prirode u Republici Hrvatskoj, a od-
govara Ministarstvu kulture.

Ministarstvo zastite okoliSa, prostornog urede-
nja i graditeljstva nadlezno je za postupak izra-
de prostornih planova podrucja posebnih obiljezja.

Other categories of protected natural values
of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park

In the area of the Park there are two ornithological
reserves.

The Krapje Dol Ornithological Reserve was pro-
claimed in 1963 by the Republican Institute for Na-
ture Protection, Zagreb, pursuant to a ruling on the
proclamation of an ornithological reserve number
24/14-1063, ZM/MZ of 10.10.1963. This proclama-
tion was made for the sake of the protection of the
mixed colony of spoonbills and little egrets, which
is the largest in Croatia. This ornithological reserve
is 25 ha in size, and consists of the oldest oxbow of
the Sava by the village of Krapje.

The Rakita Ornithological Reserve is in Lonjsko Polje
and was proclaimed a reserve in 1969 in the Deci-
sion concerning the proclamation of a special orni-
thological reserve (Sisak Official Gazette no. | 40 of
November 4, 1969). According to this decision the
ornithological reserve is 450 ha in size. But from the
description of the boundary given in the decision,
the area proclaimed is uncertain. The determination
of the boundaries and the calculation of the real area
of the Rakita Ornithological Reserve are underway. It
was proclaimed a reserve for the sake of the protec-
tion of the nesting population of ducks.

1.2 Institutional framework and legislation

1.2.1 The institutional framework for
management

The Ministry of Culture, Department for Nature
Conservation, runs matters of nature conservancy
in Croatia, and within its remit comes enforcement
of the Nature Conservation Law and of the interna-
tional nature conservation conventions of which the
Republic of Croatia is a signatory.

The Ministry of Culture, Department for the Con-
servation of the Cultural Heritage, the Conserva-
tion Department in Zagreb and the Conservation
Department in Sisak (since 2007) are in charge of
matters of preserving and conserving cultural prop-
erties in the area of the park and for the enforce-
ment of international conventions from the area of
cultural heritage conservation that the Republic of
Croatia has also signed.

The State Institute for Nature Protection carries
out matters of expertise in the protection of nature
in the Republic of Croatia, and is answerable to the
Ministry of Culture.

Vlada RH na sjednici odrzanoj 3. svibnja 1996. do-
nijela je Uredbu o osnivanju Javne ustanove Park
prirode Lonjsko polje (NN 36/96). Temeljem iste
uredbe Javna ustanova obavlja poslove zastite,
odrzavanja i promicanja parka prirode. Tijela Usta-
nove su Upravno vijecée i ravnatelj. Radom Usta-
nove upravlja Upravno vije¢e od pet ¢lanova, a vo-
ditelj Ustanove je ravnatelj. Stru¢ne poslove zastite
i oCuvanja vodi stru¢ni voditelj, a poslove nadzora
podrucja i rad nadzornika vodi glavni nadzornik.

The Ministry of Environmental Protection, Spa-
tial Planning and Construction is competent for
the procedures of drawing up the spatial plans of
areas with special characteristics. The Public Serv-
ice also is in close cooperation with the Directorate
for Spatial Planning of the Ministry of Environmental
Protection, Spatial Planning and Construction and
with the creator of the plan, the County Institute
for Spatial Planning and Construction of Sisacko-
moslavacka County.

From the very beginning the Ministry of Tourism
has been involved in projects for the development
of rural tourism, in the form of non-returnable grants
and in making loans. Support to the development
of inland tourism is mostly channelled to the reno-
vation of the traditional wooden architecture and to
the development of selective forms of tourism.
The Ministry of Agriculture, Fishery and Rural
Development

As well as tourism, which as branch of the econ-
omy is still at the beginnings of its development,
agriculture is one of the branches of the economy
that needs maintaining and fostering in this area,
for, among other things, the purpose of preserving
biological diversity. Hence the collaboration of the
Ministry of Agriculture, Fishery and Rural Develop-
ment is of great importance, particularly in the seg-
ment of providing information to farmers about the
accession negotiations of the Republic of Croatia
for membership of the EU, in the agriculture and
rural development chapter.

The Ministry of Regional Development, Forestry
and Water Management

Because of the use of the area in the flood defence
system, and because of the forests that cover the
region, the Public Service for the adoption of all
its relevant and statutorily prescribed documents
seeks the assent of this Ministry. The Lonjsko Polje
Nature Park Headquarter works with the Directo-
rate for forestry, water management, Hunting.
Ministry of the Sea, Transport and Infrastructure
This ministry is competent for the domain of river
transportation, shipping and navigational affairs via
the Inland Navigation Directorate, which regulates
measures for managing the inland navigation sy-
stem.

The Croatian Livestock Centre

The Public Service carries out a breeding pro-
gramme for the preservation of two endangered
original breeds - the Slavonian-Syrmian Podo-
lia cow and the Turopolje pig. The breeding pro-
gramme is carried out in collaboration with the
Croatian Livestock Centre.
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Unutarnje ustrojstvo i djelatnost Ustanove odredeni
su Statutom JU i Pravilnikom o unutarnjem ustroj-
stvu i nacinu rada Ustanove. U svom radu Javna
ustanova ima pet ustrojstvenih jedinica: Ured rav-
natelja, Sluzbu stru¢nih poslova zastite, odrzava-
nja, oCuvanja, promicanja i koristenja PP Lonjsko
polje, Sluzbu opcih, zajednickih i tehnickih poslova,
Sluzbu nadzora, Sluzbu za promidzbene aktivnosti
i ugostiteljsko-turistiCku djelatnost.

U Javnoj ustanovi zaposleno je sada 13 djelatnika,
a Pravilnikom o unutarnjem ustrojstvu i nacinu rada
predvideno je 38 radnih mjesta.

In session on May 3, 1996, the Government of the
Republic of Croatia passed an Ordinance on the
Founding of the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park Public
Service (Official Gazette 36/96). Pursuant to this
ordinance the Public Service carries out matters of
protection, maintenance and promotion of the na-
ture park. Its bodies are the managing council and
the director. The Service’s work is governed by a
Managing Council of 5 members, and the Service
is run by the director. Natural resources manage-
ment are in the hands of the natural resources man-
ager, and matters of control and surveillance and
the work of the rangers are within the remit of the
chief ranger.

The internal organisation and work of the Service
are set by the Statutes of the Public Service and the
Internal Organisation and Manner of Work Regula-
tions of the Service. In its work, the Public Service
has 5 organisational units: the Office of the Direc-
tor, the Conservation, Maintenance, Preservation,
Promotion and Use of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
Department, the General, Common and Adminis-
trative Affairs Department, the Surveillance and
Control Department, the Promotion, Hospitality
and Tourist Department.

At the moment the Public Service has 13 employ-
ees, while in the Regulations on Internal Organisa-
tion and Manner of Work, 38 jobs are provided for.

(NN 81/99).

Strategija je prihvadena 1999. godine na sjednici
Hrvatskoga drzavnog sabora, temeljem ¢l. 6. Za-
kona o potvrdivanju Konvencije o bioloskoj raznoli-
kosti. Strategija donosi nacionalne strateske ciljeve
(opce i posebne) sa smjernicama i predlozenim ak-
cijskim planovima za njihovo ostvarivanje

e Zakon o zastiti prirode (NN 70/05) i Zakon o
izmjenama i dopunama Zakona o zastiti prirode
(NN 139/08)

Temeljni zakon, proizaSao iz odredaba Strategije
(NSAP), koji regulira zastitu prirode donesen je 20.
svibnja 2005., a objavljen je u Narodnim novinama
br. 70/05 od 8. lipnja 2005.

Clanak 80. propisuje obvezu izrade Plana upravlja-
nja za razdoblje od 10 godina, koji donosi Upravno
vijeée uz suglasnost Ministarstva kulture i prethod-
no struéno misljenje Drzavnog zavoda za zastitu
prirode. Plan upravljanja prema istom se clanku
provodi prema godi$njim programima zastite, oCu-
vanja, koristenja i promicanja zastiéenog podrucja.

Clanak 123. Zakona o zastiti prirode regulira kori-

Pravilnik o unutarnjem redu za PPLP zakonski
je obvezan dokument, koji je u izradi i u proceduri
prihvac¢anja.

1.2.2 Framework

The fundamental laws and strategy documents that
govern the natural and cultural heritage are:

® The National Strategy and Action plans for the
Protection of Biological and Landscape Diversi-
ty (OG 81/99)

This strategy was adopted in 1999 at a session of
the Croatian Parliament pursuant to Article 6 of the
Biological Diversity Convention Ratification Law.
The Strategy presents the national strategic objec-
tives (general and particular) with guidelines and
proposed action plans for the accomplishment of
the objectives.

¢ The Nature Protection Act (OG 70/05), Law on
Amendments to the Nature Protection (Official
Gazette 139/08)

This fundamental law is derived from the provisions
of the above Strategy, and governs nature protec-
tion, adopted on May 20, 2005, and was published
in Official Gazette no. 70.05 of June 9. 2005.
Article 80 prescribes the obligation to draw up a
Management Plan, for a ten-year period, which is
to be adopted by the Managing Council with the
assent of the Ministry of Culture and the prior ex-
pert opinion of the State Institute for Nature Protec-
tion. The management plan, according to the same
Article, is to be implemented according to the An-
nual Programmes for Protection, Preservation, Use
and Promotion of the Protected Area.

According to Article 40 of the same Law, for each
operation involving or any use of the natural prop-
erties in the protected area, a ruling permitting the
performance of an operation has to be obtained,
which will stipulate the nature protection condi-
tions. The ruling is issued by the Ministry of Cul-
ture, the Directorate for Nature Protection, with pri-
or consultations with the institution that manages
the protected area. For any major actions and op-
erations in nature according to the Special Regula-
tions Law an Environmental Impact Study has to
be produced. An assessment of acceptability for
nature is conducted as part of the environmental
impact study, according to the Regulations for As-
sessment of Acceptability of Operations for Nature
(Official Gazette 89/07). If the planned operation is
acceptable, the Ministry of Culture will issue a rul-
ing permitting the operation.

Article 123 of the Nature Protection Law regulates
the use of natural properties, that is, how the na-
ture protection conditions are to be obtained when
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a suglasnost je dalo Ministarstvo kulture i Ministar-
stvo regionalnog razvitka, Sumarstva i vodnoga
gospodarstva, dok se kona¢no ocitovanje Ministar-
stva ruralnog razvoja, poljoprivrede i ribarstva oCe-
kuje.

Uredba donosi pregled ekolo$ki vrijednih podrucja i
ekoloskih koridora s ciljevima o€uvanja i smjernica-
ma za oc€uvanje, koje su namijenjene odrzavaniju ili
uspostavljanju povoljnog stanja ugrozenih i rijetkih
stanis$nih tipova i/ili divljih svojta.

e Zakon o prostornom uredenju i gradnji (NN
76/07)

Temeljem ovog zakona izraduje se Prostorni plan
podrucja posebnih obiljezja Parka prirode Lonjsko
polje, a njegovo prihvac¢anje ocekuje se 2008. godi-
ne. Izradiva¢ Plana je Zupanijski zavod za prostor-
no uredenje i graditeljstvo.

Prostorni plan podrucja posebnih obiljezja Par-
ka prirode Lonjsko polje izraduje se kao osnovni
strateSki dokument planiranja i oCuvanja zasti¢enog
podrucja kojim je utvrdena organizacija, koristenje i
namjena prostora. U prostorno-planskoj dokumen-
taciji nisu samo propisane odredbe za oCuvanje
prirode ve¢ i smjernice za oCuvanje evidentiranih
kulturnih dobara.

e Zakon o zastiti i oGuvanju kulturnih dobara (NN
69/99, NN 151/03, 157/03)

Zakonom o zastiti i o€uvaniju kulturnih dobara ure-
duju se vrste kulturnih dobara, uspostavljanje zasti-
te nad kulturnim dobrom, obveze i prava vlasnika
kulturnih dobara, mjere zastite i ouvanja kulturnih
dobara, kao i druga pitanja u svezi sa zastitom i
oc¢uvanjem kulturnih dobara.

Radnje (konzerviranje, restauriranje, premjestanje
kulturnoga dobra i drugi sli¢ni radovi, rekonstrukci-
ja, sanacija i adaptacija kulturnoga dobra, gradenje
na podrucju na kojem se nalazi kulturno dobro) koje
bi mogle prouzroc€iti promjene na kulturnom do-
bru, kao i u njegovoj neposrednoj blizini, odnosno
koje bi mogle narusiti cjelovitost kulturnoga dobra,

management plans of users of natural resources in
a protected area are being drawn up.

The Lonjsko Polje Nature Park Regulations
constitute a legally binding document that is in
the process of being drawn up and adopted. The
Regulations have been accepted by the Managing
Council, and assent has been given by the Ministry
of Culture and the Ministry of Regional Develop-
ment, Forestry and Water Management, while the
final response of the Ministry of Rural Develop-
ment, Agriculture and Fishery is still under way. The
Regulations of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park define the
measures of protection, preservation and use of the
protected areas, and have to be consistent with the
Management Plan and the Spatial Plan.

¢ The Decree on Ecological Network (OG 109/
07)

This ordinance provides a review of ecologically
important areas and ecological corridors, with
preservation targets and guidelines for preserva-
tion, meant for the maintenance or establishment
of a suitable state of affairs in endangered or rate
habitat types and/or wild taxa.

e The Spatial Planning and Construction Law
(OG76/07)

Pursuant to this Law, the Spatial Plan of areas of
special characteristics of the Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park is drawn up, and the adoption of the plan is
expected in 2008. In charge of drawing up the Plan
is the County Institute for Spatial Planning and
Construction.

¢ The Spatial Plan of the Areas of Special Char-
acteristics of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is drawn
up to constitute the basic strategic document of
planning and preserving the protected area, through
which the organisation, use and purpose of the
space is defined. In the spatial planning documen-
tation it is not only the nature preservation provi-
sions that are laid down, but also the guidelines for
the preservation of registered cultural properties.
The Spatial Plan is a basic statutory document and
so has to be adopted by the Parliament of Croatia.
The Protection and Preservation of Cultural Proper-
ties Law (OG 69/99, 151/04, 157/03)

This law governs the kinds of cultural properties,
the establishment of protection status for a cultural
property, the obligations and rights of proprietors
of cultural properties, measures for the protection
and preservation of cultural properties as well as
other matters related to the protection and preser-
vation of cultural assets.

¢ The Water Law (OG 107/95), Law on Amend-
ments to the Law on Waters (Official Gazette
150/05)

This Law provides water and water good status as
wall as condition of water management in park’s
area.

All the laws and byelaws relevant to the manage-
ment of the area currently in force have been taken
into consideration for the drawing up of the Man-
agement Plan (Annex 1. List of laws relevant to the
management of the LPNP.)

¢ Law concerning Navigation and Ports in Inland
Waters (OG 109/07 and 132/07)

This law governs navigation in the inland waters of
the Republic of Croatia, the security of navigation
and all other issues relating to inland waters. The
strategy for the development of river-borne trans-
port in the Republic of Croatia (2008-2018), Official
Gazette 65/08, provides a basis for the populari-
sation of river-borne transport and the stimulation
of the development of the economy, particularly in
parts of Croatia along the waterways that are cur-
rently insufficiently developed.

1.3. Lonjsko Polje Nature Park in an
international framework

e The Ramsar Convention on Wetlands, Official
Gazette - Treaties 12/93,

the convention was ratified: RAMSAR, 1971; the
Republic of Croatia is a party to the Convention
pursuant to notification of succession of October 8,
1991; it came into force with respect to the Repub-
lic of Croatia on October 8, 1991.

The area including Lonjsko Polje and Mokro Polje
(including Krapje Pol) was placed on the Ramsar
List of important habitats of international impor-
tance, as number CROATIA 3HR003. The area was
placed on the Ramsar List according to the follow-
ing criteria:

Konvencija o zastiti svjetske kulturne i prirodne
bastine (Medunarodni ugovori — Narodne novine
12/93., Konvencija prihvacena: PARIZ, 1972.), koju
je Republika Hrvatska preuzela temeljem Odluke o
objavljivanju mnogostranih medunarodnih ugovora
kojih je Republika Hrvatska stranka, na temelju no-
tifikacije o sukcesiji od 8. listopada 1991., obvezu-
je Hrvatsku na zastitu prirodne i kulturne bastine
te poticanje i predlaganje zastite novih podrucja.
Park prirode Lonjsko polje od g. 2005. na pristu-
pnom je popisu za uvrstenje na Popis svjetske ba-

Evaluacija nominacije IUCN-a i ICOMOS-a je u ti-
jeku.

Konvencija o europskim krajobrazima koju je RH
potpisala 19. srpnja 2000., a 16. listopada 2002.

party to pursuant to notification of succession, of

October 9, 1991, binds Croatia to the protection of

the natural and cultural heritage, and to foster and

propose new areas for protection.

Since 2005, Lonjsko Polje Nature Park has been on

the candidate list for inscription on the World Herit-

age List in the category of mixed property of the

natural and cultural heritage. On January 29, 2008,

an application for inscription on the World Heritage

List under the title “Lonjsko Polje Nature Park — a

Living Landscape and the Floodplain Ecosystem

of the Central Sava Basin”. The property has been

nominated according to four criteria:

Criterion (iv) — an example of a type of construction,
an architectural or technological unit
or landscape that illustrates an impor-
tant phase or phases of human history;
authentic traditional wooden architec-
ture and the land use patterns;

Criterion (v) — human interaction with the envi-
ronment, a cultural landscape;

Criterion (ix) — preserved ecological processes — flo-
oding, the traditional system of pastu-
ring; Criterion (x) — the preservation of
species, of indigenous breeds and the
habitats of the riparian lowland forests
and the wet grasslands.

Evaluation of the nomination by [IUCN and ICOMOS

is under way.

Program IBA (Important Bird Area) poCeo se ostva-
rivati 1981., a cilj mu je inventarizacija, pracenje i
proglasenje podrucja vaznih za ptice, te poticanje
zastite koriStenjem zemlje, lokalne samouprave,
vladinih i nevladinih udruga i organizacija, kao i
medunarodnih organizacija. U zemljama Europske
unije podruCja vazna za ptice su SPA (Specially
Protected Areas) podrucja kojima se upravlja pre-
ma Direktivi o pticama EU-a (79/409/EEZ) i Direktivi
o stanistima EU-a (92/43/EEZ).

The European Landscape Convention signed by
the Republic of Croatia on July 19, 2000, and concer-
ning which on October 16, 2002, it adopted a Law of
Ratification of the European Landscape Convention (Of-
ficial Gazette, Treaties, 12/02). Pursuant to this con-
vention, the distinctive cultural, natural and historical
landscape of the central Sava basin has been identi-
fied as a valuable element of preservation, and one of
the criteria for the nomination of Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park for inscription on the World Heritage List.

The Framework Agreement on the Sava River
Basin Ratification Law (Official Gazette 14/03)
The Framework Agreement on the Sava River Ba-
sin was signed by the riparian countries (Slovenia,
Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Serbia and Mon-
tenegro) in Kranjska Gora on December 3, 2002, af-
ter successfully concluded negotiations held under
the aegis of the Stability Pact for SE Europe. The
agreement defined the principles of procedure of
the parties who are to cooperate on the basis sov-
ereign equality, territorial integrity, joint benefit and
good will mutually respecting the national laws, in-
stitutions and organisations and acting in line with
the Directive 2006/607EC of the Parliament and
Council of the EU of October 23, 2000 (EU Out-
line Directive on Waters). The Agreement calls for
collaboration and information exchange among the
parties related to the water regime of the Sava Riv-
er, the navigation regime, the regulations, organisa-
tional structures and administrative and technical
practice. Also provided for is the essential collabo-
ration with international organisations - the Interna-
tional Committee for the Protection of the Danube
River, ICPDR, the Danube Commission, the Eco-
nomic Commission for Europe of the UN, UN/ECE,
and the institutions of the EU.

Pursuant to this agreement, an international com-
mission was set up for the basin of the Sava River
— the Sava Commission (Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia
and Herzegovina and Serbia-Montenegro), the assi-
gnment of which is to implement the Outline Agree-
ment and to accomplish the agreed common goals:

- the establishment of an international regime for
navigation along the Sava River and its navigable
tributaries

- establishment of sustainable management of the
waterways

- undertaking measures for prevention or limitation
of dangers, and the obviation of deleterious con-
sequences brought about by floods, ice, drought
and accidents that include materials hazardous
for the waters.
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Park prirode Lonjsko polje proglasen je 1989., za-
jedno s 200 000 ha podrucja Srednje Posavine,
podru¢jem od medunarodne vaznosti za ptice. Da-
nas je na popisu podrucja od medunarodne vaz-
nosti za ptice u okviru Nacionalne ekolo$ke mreze
(HR1000004 Donja Posavina), te kao potencijalno
SPA podrucje za ekoloSku mrezu NATURA 2000,
koje ¢e sluzbeno postati danom pristupa Hrvatske
Europskoj uniji.

1.4 Osnovni podatci o prostoru
1.4.1 Smjestaj

Podrugje Parka prirode Lonjsko polje smjeSteno
je uz srednji tok rijeke Save, oko 75 km nizvodno
od glavnoga grada Hrvatske. Zauzima podruc-
je izmedu rijeke Save na jugu i autoceste Zagreb
- Beograd na sjeveru, od Cesme na zapadu i rijeke
Strug na istoku. Geografske koordinate podrucja
su16°50°02" W, 45°21°43” N, 90 - 110 m nadmor-
ske visine.

Granica Parka prirode Lonjsko polje odredena je
¢lankom 2. Zakona o proglasenju Parka prirode Lo-
njsko polje (NN 11/90) i glasi:

Granica parka prirode ide od utoka Cesme u Lonju,
Lonjom do ustave ,,Brezovica” na juZznom obram-
benom nasipu retencije Lonjsko polje. Zatim juznim
obrambenim nasipom do ceste Gusice — Cigod, te
tom cestom do Save. Juznu granicu parka prirode
»~Lonjsko polje” Cini dalje, lijeva obala Save, nizvod-
no do uséa M. Struga u Savu. Isto¢na granica teCe
od usdéa M. Struga isto¢nim obrambenim nasipom
retencije Mokro polje do odusnog kanala Lonja
Strug (Nova Sava), dalje nasipom uz odusni kanal
Lonja Strug do zapadnog ruba ribnjaka ,,Vrbovljani”.

Important Bird Area

The Important Bird Area programme started working
in 1981, the objective of the programme being the
inventorying, monitoring and proclamation of areas
important for birds, as well as the encouragement
of protection through the use of land, local govern-
ment, government institutions and NGOs, as well as
international organisations. In the countries of the
EU, particularly important bird areas are called SPA,
Specially Protected Areas, which are governed ac-
cording to the EU Bird Directive (74/409/EEC) and
the EU Habitats Directive (92/443/EEC).

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park together with 200,000 ha
of the central Sava basin was proclaimed in 1989
an area of international importance for birds. Today
it is on the list of areas of international importance
for birds within the framework of the National Eco-
logical Network (HR1000004 Donja Posavina), and
as a potential SPA area for the ecological network
NATURA 2000, which it will officially become the
day Croatia accedes to the EU.

1.4 General information

1.4.1 Location

The area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is located
alongside the central course of the Sava River,
about 75 km downstream from the capital of
Croatia. It occupies the area between the Sava
River on the south and the Zagreb-Belgrade
motorway on the north, from the Cesma on the
west and the Strug on the east. The geographical
coordinates of the area are 16° 50" 02" W, 45° 21~
43" N and the elevation is 90-110 m a.m.s.l.

The Border of the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park has
been defined by the Article 2 of the Act proclaiming
Lonjsko Polje Nature park ( OG 11/90):

The border of the Nature Park runs from the conflu-
ence of the Cesma and the Lonja, along the Lonja
as far as Brezovica Sluice on the southern defensive
embankment of the Lonjsko Polje flood water deten-
tion zone.Then along the defensive embankment as
far as the Gusce-Cigo& road, and along that road to
the Sava River. The southern border of Lonjsko Polje
Nature Park consists of the left bank of the Sava,
downstream to the confluence of the Mali Strug and
the Sava River. The eastern border runs from the
confluence of the Mali Strug along the eastern de-
fensive embankment of the Mokro Polje flood water
detention zone as far as the Lonja-Strug (New Sava)
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spoja s postojecom Sumskom cestom — na udalje-
nosti oko 1.600 m juzno od sjevernog obrambenog
nasipa retencije Lonjsko polje te Sumskom cestom
do starog korita potoka Kutinica. Lijevom obalom
potoka Kutinica do autoputa pa autoputom do ce-
ste za Osekovo. Iz Osekova putem preko Bjelovine
do sela Struzec. Od StruZeca nasipom do utoka Ce-
sme u Lonju.

Ulaz u Park prirode Lonjsko polije omogucen je
autocestom (E70, A3) Zagreb - Lipovac (izlaz Po-
povaca i izlaz Novska), Zupanijskom cestom Sisak
- Jasenovac. Zeljezni¢ka postaja Jasenovac nalazi
se u Parku.

Podrucje Lonjskog polja smjesteno je vecim di-
jelom u Sisacko-moslavackoj zupaniji i manjim u
Brodsko-posavskoj zupaniji.

U Parku je &etrnaest ruralnih naselja (Cigoé, Kra-
te€ko, Muzilové&ica, Suvoj, Lonja, Trebez, Puska,
Krapje, Drenov Bok, Jasenovac, Kosutarica, Mlaka,
Struzec, Osekovo).

1.4.2 Iskaz viasnickih odnosa

Podatci o vlasni¢kim odnosima nisu egzaktni, pa
nesluzbeno stanje vlasni¢kih odnosa iznosi poda-
tak da je 5% zemlje u privatnom vlasnistvu, a 95%
u drzavnom vlasnistvu. Najvedi dio Parka pripa-
da Sumi, 35 002 ha (67,7%), zatim su zastupljeni
travnjaci, 4593 ha (10,1%), vode i mocvare, 2255
ha (4,4%), kultivirane neSumske povrsine, 6425 ha
(12,6%), Sikare, 1673 ha (2,8%), izgradena i indu-
strijska podrucja, 1217 ha (2,6%), i seoska podruc-
ja, 388 ha (0,8%).

1.4.3 Korisnici prostora

Vlada Republike Hrvatske dodijelila je upravljanje
drzavnim vodama javnom poduzedu «Hrvatske
vode», a upravljanje Sumama drustvu s ogranice-
nom odgovornoscéu u vlasnistvu drzave ,Hrvatske
Sume“. Ta su poduzeca odgovorna Ministarstvu
regionalnog razvoja, Sumarstva i vodnoga gospo-
darstva.

»Hrvatske vode“ upravljaju vodama na podrucju
Parka preko tri vodno-gospodarske ispostave: Lo-
nja — Trebez (Kutina), Banovina (Sisak) i Subocka
— Strug (Novska). Njihov rad koordinira Vodnogos-

relief channel, then along the embankment alongside
the Lonja-Strug relief channel to the western edge of
Vrbovljani Fish Pond. Then along the northern edge
of the forest to the Zagreb-Belgrade motorway as far
as the exit of the motorway from the forest by Novs-
ka, then along the edge of the forest to the Veliki
Strug, northwards along the edge of the forest of the
Trstika | forest management unit to the lateral Novska
channel, then along the Novska lateral channel to the
motorway, along the motorway to the Muratovica
channel. Then it heads to the south along the edge
of the forest to the Stara Subocka-Plesmo road, and
along the road until it comes out of the forest and
along the forest edge of Trstika Il forest management
unit to the Veliki Strug River. Downstream along the
Veliki Strug to the edge of the Zaborski Bok forest
management unit. Then along the edge of the forest
northwards to the motorway. Along the edge of the
Josip Kozaraz forest management unit to the Pakra
and then along the Pakra to the motorway. Along the
motorway to the llova, then along the llova River to
the channel that goes towards Trebez Sluice. Then in
the same direction to the connection with the existing
forest road — at a distance of about 1,600 m south of
the northern defensive embankment of the Lonjsko
Polje flood water detention area and along the forest
road to the old bed of Kutinica Brook. Along the left
bank of the Kutinica to the motorway, and along the
motorway until the road for Osekovo. From Osekova
along the road via Bjelovina to the village of Struzec.
From Struzec along the embankment to the conflu-
ence of the Cesma and the Lonja.

Access to Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is provided by
the Zagreb-Lipovac motorway (E70, A3), Popovaca
and Novska exits), by the Sisak-Jasenovac county
road, while the Jasenovac Railway Station is actu-
ally within the confines of the Park.

The Lonjsko Polje is located for the most part in
the Sisak&ko-moslavacka County and to a smaller
extent in the Brodsko-posavska County.

There are fourteen rural settlements in the Park
(Cigoé, KrateCko, Muzilov¢ica, Suvoj, Lonja, Trebez,
Puska, Krapje, Drenov Bok, Jasenovac, KoSutarica,
Mlaka, Struzec, Osekovo),

1.4.2 Land tenure

Data about proprietarily relations are not exact,
but unofficially the current state of property own-
ing shows that 5% of the land is in private hands,
and 95% is owned by the state. Most of the Park
is classified as forest, 35,002 ha (67.7%), and then
come grasslands with 4,593 ha (10.1%), water and

Tredi je vazan korisnik prostora lokalno stanovnis-
tvo. U 14 ruralnih naselja Parka prirode zivi ukupno
4370 stanovnika (prema popisu iz 2001.). Ve¢inom
se stanovnistvo bavi poljoprivredom, a sve vise tu-
ristickim djelatnostima. StanovniStvo s Upravom
Parka suraduje preko mjesnih odbora, udruga, kul-
turno-umijetnickih drustava i dobrovoljnih vatroga-
snih drustava.

Velik udio u koriStenju podrucja Parka imaju &la-
novi ribolovnih i lova¢kih udruga, koji na temelju
koncesija izdanih od resornih ministarstava koriste
vode u Parku ili lovi§ta za obavljanje djelatnosti.

Agencija za vodne putove osnovana je temeljem
Zakona o plovidbi i lukama unutarnjin voda (NN
109/07 i 132/07) radi obavljanja gradnje, tehni¢kog
odrzavanja, obiljezavanja i tehni¢kog unaprjediva-
nja te prometno-tehnoloske modernizacije vodnih
putova, osposobljavanja vodnih putova i objeka-
ta sigurnosti plovidbe, onesposobljenih zbog ele-
mentarnih nepogoda, osiguravanja funkcionalnosti
rije€nih informacijskih servisa i nadzora stanja plov-
noga puta.

land at 6,425 ha (12.6%), brush at 1,673 ha (2.7 %),
developed and industrial areas, at 1,217 ha or 2.6%
and areas of the villages of 388 ha or 0.8%.

1.4.3 The land users

The Government of the Republic of Croatia has con-
fided the management of the state-owned waters
to the public corporation Croatian Waters. This cor-
poration is answerable to the Ministry of Regional
Development, Forestry and Water Management.

“Croatian waters” manages the water areas in the
park via three water management local offices: Lonja-
Trebez (Kutina), Banovina (Sisak) and Subocka-Strug
(Novska). Their work is coordinated by the water
management department for the water area of the
Sava basin headquartered in Zagreb, which is also
responsible for the implementation of the operational
activities of the flood defence system.

“Croatian Forests” manages the forests in the
Park via three forest management districts — Za-
greb, Sisak and Nova GradiSka. The Forestry Fac-
ulty in Zagreb, as scientific institution, manages the
circa 500 ha of Faculty area Opeke. Croatian For-
ests also manages the Lipovljani fishpond, which is
outside the borders of the Park.

A third important group of land users consists of
the local population. The total population of the
14 rural settlements in the Nature Park is 4,370,
according to the 2001 census. Most of the popu-
lation makes its living in farming, and increasingly
with tourism related businesses. The population
collaborates with the management of the Park via
the local committees, associations, art and culture
clubs and volunteer fire departments.

An important role in the use of the park is played by
the members of fishing and hunting clubs, which
on the basis of concessions issued by the line min-
istries use the water in the park or the chases for
their activities.

»The Agency for Waterways“ was founded pursu-
ant to the Law concerning Navigation and Ports in
Inland Waters (Official Gazette 109/07 and 132/07)
for performance of the following activities: construc-
tion, technical maintenance, signing and technical
advancement, and the modernisation of the water-
ways in technology and transportation, restoring
waterways and navigation safety features rendered
unsuitable for transportation by natural disasters to
working order, ensuring the functionality of river in-
formation services and control, surveillance of the
condition of the waterway.

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1.5 Ekoloske znacajke

1.5.1 Klima

Podrucje je pod utjecajem humidnog tipa kontinen-
talne klime i djelovanja zra¢nih masa s Alpa. Pro-
sjeCne temperature krecu se od -1,5 °C u sijeCnju
do 20 °C u srpnju. Prosje¢na godisSnja temperatura
je 9,5 °C.

Prosje€na godisnja koli¢ina oborina je 872 mm, naj-
viSe je oborina u lipnju, a najmanje u veljaci. Faktor
prosjecnih godisnjih oborina po Langu iznosi 82,3,
§to je tip humidne klime.

ProsjeCna godiSnja vlaga zraka je 77%, najviSe u
Srpnju i prosincu.

Isparavanje u srednjem toku rijeke Save izmedu je
520 i 600 mm godiSnje.

Mrazevi su tipi¢ni za podrucje, pa uvijek postoji
mogucnost pojave kasnog proljetnog, ali i ranog
jesenjeg mraza. Negativne temperature zraka ne
pojavljuju se samo u tri ljietna mjeseca (lipanj — ko-
lovoz).

Prema prosje¢nim godisnjim vrijednostima naobla-
ke, ovo je obla¢no podrucje. Prosje€an je broj ve-
drih dana od 43,4 do 59,3, a broj obla¢nih dana od
132,6 do 142,3.

Prema podatcima Meteoroloske postaje Sisak
najcesc¢i su vjetrovi sa sjeveroistoka - NE (15%) i
sjevera - N (13%), zatim sa zapada - W (11,7%),
jugoistoka - SE (11,6 %), jugozapada — SW (11,3%)
te istoka - E (9,5%), sjeverozapada - NW (9,4 %) i
juga - S(4,5%); dok je 13% vremena tiho, bez vje-
tra. Najneugodniji su sjeveroistoCni i sjeverni vjetro-
vi koji zimi donose izrazito oStre klimatske uvjete.
Broj dana sa snijegom je u prosjeku 42.

1.5.2 Hidrologija

Rijeka Sava je temeljni ¢imbenik koji utjeCe na
prirodne, kulturne i krajobrazne znacajke ovog
podrucja. Ukupna duzina Save je 945 km, a kroz
Hrvatsku te€e u duzini od 510 km. Sava je ujedno i
rubni vodotok Parka prirode Lonjsko polje, koji svo-
jim hidroloskim znacajkama bitno utjeCe na vodni
rezim podrucja.

Rijeka Sava se u Hrvatskoj uglavhom prihranjuje
vodama iz planinskog zapadnog dijela slijeva (slijev
Save u Sloveniji) i ve¢im desnim pritocima (Kupa,
Una, Vrbas, Ukrina, Bosna). Najveci protoci na Savi

1.5 Ecological features

1.5.1 Climate

This area is strongly influenced by the humid type
of continental climate and is affected by air masses
moving from the Alps. Average temperatures range
from -1.5 °C in January to 20 °C in July. Annual
mean temperature is 9.5 °C .

Mean annual precipitation is 872 mm, maximum
precipitation comes in June, and the minimum in
February. The Lang mean annual precipitation fac-
tor is 82.3, which represents a humid type of cli-
mate.

Mean annual air humidity is 77 %, and the maximum
comes in July and December.

Evaporation in the central course of the Sava River
comes to between 520 and 600 mm p.a.

Late frosts are typical of the region, and there is al-
ways the possibility of the occurrence of late spring
and of early autumn frost. Temperatures below
freezing point do not occur only in the three sum-
mer months of June, July and August.

According to the mean annual values of cloud
cover, this is a cloudy area. The average number
of bright fair days ranges from 43 to 59.3, and the
number of cloudy days ranges from 132.6 — 142.3.
According to data from Sisak weather station, the
most frequent winds are from the NE (15%) and
from N (13%), after that they come from the W
(11.7%), from SE (11.6%), SW (11.3%), E (9.5%),
NW (9.4%) and S (4.5%); while 13% of the time is
quiet and windless. The most uncomfortable winds
are those from the NE and N, which in winter bring
with them rather severe climatic conditions.

The number of days on which snow is on the ground
is on average 42 days.

1.5.2 Hydrology

The Sava River is the fundamental factor affecting
natural, cultural and landscape features in this re-
gion. The total length of the Sava is 945 km; 510 km
of this are in Croatia. The Sava is the watercourse
defining the border of the area of Lonjsko Polje Na-
ture Park, and with its hydrological features has a
very strong influence on the water regime of the
area.

The Sava River is filled with water by the hilly parts
of the western part of the basin (Sava River in Slo-
venia) and by the right tributaries (Kupa, Una Vrbas,
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i Kupi javljaju se u jesen i u prolje¢e, a na manjim
pritocima u proljece i ljeto.

U Srednjoj Posavini plavljenje je najceSée uzroko-
vano indirektnim punjenjem pritoka Save i njihovim
izlijevanjem u retencijska podrucja. Retencijska po-
drucja — Lonjsko polje (11 500 ha), Opeka (5700 ha),
Trstika (2100 ha) i Mokro polje (12 800 ha) — ¢ine
7% od ukupno stvorenih plavnih povrSina rijeke
Save. Osim Lonjskog polja, sve poplavne povrsine
imaju prirodnu dinamiku plavljenja.

Nasipi koji se nalaze oko retencijskog podrucja na
sjevernoj, juznoj, isto€noj i zapadnoj strani Lonj-
skog polja mogu zadrzati i do 600 mil. m3 vode.
Glavni su pritoci Save Kupa, Lonja, Trebez, Veliki
Strug, Una, Sunja i njihovi pritoci.

Geneza podzemnih voda jedino je od oborina, tako
da Sava i njezini pritoci na podrucju Lonjskog polja
imaju sporedno znacenje, odnosno samo u vrijeme
poplava znatnije utje€u na razinu podzemne vode.
Podzemne vode napajaju se infiltracijom padalina,
dok se iz korita Save infiltracija dogada samo za
visokih voda.

Kakvoca voda

Kakvocéa voda utvrduje se na drzavnim i lokalnim
povrsinskim vodama Parka prirode u skladu s pro-
gramom pracenja.

Glavni je cilj monitoringa sustavno pracenje stvar-
nog stanja kakvoce vodnih resursa, ¢ime se osigu-
ravaju potrebne informacije za izradu racionalnih i
djelotvornih programa zastite kao preduvjeta da bi
se njima pravilno gospodarilo.

Sustavno se kakvoca vode u Hrvatskoj nadzire pre-
ma realnim mogucnostima, a u posljednjim godina-
ma znatno je poboljSana i prilagodena najnovijim
svjetskim i europskim iskustvima i zahtjevima, pri
¢emu posebno mjesto imaju dokumenti koji su bili
radna podloga za donos$enje Direktive o vodama
Europske unije. Hrvatska je potpisnica vise medu-
narodnih ugovora i bilaterarnih sporazuma u svezi s
prac¢enjem stanja vodnih resursa, Sto sve utjeCe na
obujam i vrstu godi$njeg monitoringa.

Kakvocu drzavnih povrsinskih voda utvrduju Hr-
vatske vode po odobrenju Programa monitoringa
za 2000. godinu Drzavne uprave za vode, a ispitu-
ju je na sedam mijernih postaja na podrucju PPLP
(Sava KosSutarica, Sava Jasenovac, Stari Trebez
Pakra, OK Lonja — Strug kod Strusca, OK Lonja -

Ukrina, Bosna). The biggest water flew through the
Sava River is in autmn and spring, and through the
Sava tributaries is in spring and summer.

In the central Sava basin the flooding is most com-
monly caused by indirect filling of the tributaries of
the Sava and their overflowing their banks into the
floodwater retention area. The retention areas of
Lonjsko Polje (11,500 ha), Opeke (5,700 ha), Trs-
tika (2,100 ha) and Mokro Polje (12,800 ha) consti-
tute 7% of all the floodplain of the Sava. All except
Lonjsko Polje are areas liable to flooding with natu-
ral dynamics of inundation.

The embankments that lie around the floodwater
retention zone to the north, south, east and west
of Lonjsko Polje can retain up to 600 million cubic
metres of water.

The main tributaries of the Sava are the Kupa,
Lonja, Trebez, Veliki Strug, Una, Sunja and their
own tributaries.

Groundwater is derived exclusively from precipita-
tion, the Sava and its tributaries having a subsidiary
role, which means that only during flooding do they
have any quite major effect on the groundwater lev-
el.. Groundwater feeding occurs by the infiltration
of precipitation, while infiltration from the course of
the Sava occurs only during high waters.

Water quality

Determination of water quality in the Nature Park is
carried out on state and local surface waters in line
with the monitoring programme.

The main objective of the monitoring is to provide a
systematic check of the real state of water resource
quality, thus ensuring the information necessary for
the creation of rational and effective protection pro-
grammes, a precondition for proper management
of the resources.

Systematic control of water quality in Croatia is
carried out according to realistic possibilities, and
in the last few years an important optimalisation
has been carried out, of adjustment to the most re-
cent world and European experiences and require-
ments, in which a special place goes to documents
that were the working base for the adoption of the
EU’s Water Directive. Croatia is a signatory to se-
veral international treaties and bilateral agreements
related to monitoring the condition of water reso-
urces, which all affect the scope and nature of the
annual monitoring.

Kakvoca lokalnih povrsinskih voda utvrduje se
temeljem Programa zastite okoliSa prihvaéenog na
Zupanijskoj skupétini 2003. godine («Sluzbeni gla-
snik Sisacko-moslavacke zupanije» br.15/03). Ka-
kvoca voda se prati od kraja 2004. godine; Zavod
za javno zdravstvo SMZ uzorkuje i analizira vodu,
a Upravni odjel za zastitu okoliSa i prirode izraduje
godisnja izvje§¢a. Kakvoca se ispituje na tri lokacije
u PPLP (utok Cesme u Lonju, Krapje dol, retenci-
ja Lonjsko polje) i na 15 lokacija u utjecajnoj zoni
Parka.

1.5.3 Geologija

Podrucje rijeke Save lezi na kvartarnim naslagama
koje izgraduju Siroku dolinu rijeke Save i doline nje-
zinih lijevih pritoka, a vazne su za rezerve podze-
mne vode. Ovisno o genetskom tipu sedimenta na
podrucju se nalazi kopneni beskarbonatni prapor,
jezersko-barski sedimenti te aluvijalni nanos sav-
skih terasa, proluvij, rije¢ni i poto¢ni nanos. Kvar-
tarni nanosi nastaju povlac¢enjem poplavnih voda,
koje ostavljaju za sobom krupno zrnate fluvijalne
nanose. Sava ih deponira na cijelom podrucju niz-
vodno od Siska, do utoka Une u Savu.

1.5.4 Geomorfologija

Mikroreljef je jedan od najvaznijih faktora sto utjecu
na staniste. U prirodnom okruzenju razlika od 10
cm ima utjecaj na rasprostranjenost flore.
Plavljenjem su nastali prirodno uzviSeni tereni (gre-
de) koji gotovo nikad ne plave. Poplavna voda u
mikrodepresijama moze nestati samo transpiraci-
jom. Mikrouzvisine su smjeStene izmedu greda i
mikrodepresija.

1.5.5 Pedologija

Najvec¢im su dijelom tla ovoga prostora hidromorf-
na, razliCitih tipova, podtipova, varijeteta i formi. Od-
lika hidromorfnih tala je prirodno slaba dreniranost i
prirodni proces hidrogenizacije unutar 2 m dubine,
koji je uvjetovan viskom povrSinske ili/i podzemne
vode koja nije zaslanjena ni alkalizirana.

The quality of state surface waters is determined
by Croatian Waters after approval of the 2000
Monitoring Programme by the State Directorate for
Waters, and Croatian Waters also carry out testing
of the quality of surface waters at 7 stations in the
area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park (Sava Kosutarica,
Sava Jasenovac, Stari Trebez Pakra, canal Lonja
— Strug by Struzec, canal Lonja — Strug Trebez
Sluice, canal Lonja — Strug by the bridge at Brocice,
llova at the confluence with the Kutinica).

The quality of local surface waters is determined
according to the Environmental Protection Pro-
gramme adopted at the County Assembly in 2003
(Sisacko-moslavacka County Official Gazette, no.,
15.03). Water quality has been monitored since the
end of 2004; the county Public Health Institute sam-
ples and analyses the water, and the Administrative
Department for Environmental and Nature Protec-
tion produces an annual report. Quality testing is
carried out at three sites in Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park (confluence of Cesma and Lonja, Krapje Dol,
the Lonjsko Polje flood water retention zone) and at
15 sites in the Park’s buffer zone.

1.5.3 Geology

The area of the Sava River lies on Quaternary de-
posits, which build the broad valley of the Sava Riv-
er and of its tributaries; groundwater reserves are
significant. Depending on the genetic type of sedi-
ment, in the area there are non-carbonate loess, la-
custrine sediments and the alluvial sediment of the
Sava terraces, proluvium, alluvial material from riv-
ers and brooks. The Quaternary alluvia are formed
by the retreat of flood waters, which leave behind
them coarse grained fluvial alluvia. The Sava de-
posits them in the whole area downstream from Si-
sak to the Una and Sava confluence.

1.5.4 Geomorphology

Microrelief is one of the most important factors im-
pacting the habitats. In the natural setting a differ-
ence of 10 cm will have an influence on the distri-
bution of flora.

Through flooding, naturally raised areas (or ridges)
were formed, which themselves almost never flood.
The flood water in the micro-depressions can dis-
appear only by transpiration. The micro-elevations
are located between the ridges and the micro-de-
pressions.
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Najvece povrsine tih tala dolaze kao karbonatna,
a njihova je znacajka da dolaze jedino u varijetetu
s vise sitnice, a prisutnost skeleta je vrlo mala ili
gotovo nezamjetna.

1.5.6 Zemljisni pokrov

nu, izradeni prema CORINE metodologiji, omogu-
Gavaju prikaz slijeda promjena zemljiSnoga pokrova
za navedena razdoblja.

1.5.5 Pedology

Most of the soils of this area are hydro-morph soils
of various types, subtypes, varieties and forms. The
characteristic of hydro-morph soils is the naturally
poor drainage, and the natural process of hydro-
genation within a depth of 2 m, brought about by
a surplus of surface and/or ground water which is
neither alkaline nor brackish.

The largest areas of these soils appear as carbon-
ate, and the characteristic of such soils is that ap-
pear almost exclusively in the area with much fine
mineral detritus, and the presence of skeleton is
very small or hardly perceptible.

1.5.6 Land cover

The land cover of the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
is defined on a scale of 1:100000. This map was
drawn up according to the Corine (COoRdination
of Information on the Environment) classification,
pursuant to which 13 categories of cover can be
distinguished. Data about the land cover from
1980, 1990 and 2000 all made according to Corine
methodology enable a presentation of the course
of changes in the land cover during this period.

1.5.7 Habitats

As part of the project LIFEO5 TCY/CRO/000111
a Habitat Map of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park was
drawn up, in a scale of 1:25000. In line with the na-
tional habitat classification 6 basic types of habitat
were determined, and 113 different habitat types
(Annexe 4, List of habitats in the Lonjsko Polje Na-
ture Park, scale 1:25000, Annex 5 Habitat map of
LPNP).

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1.5.8 Krajobraz

Podruc¢je izmedu Zagreba i Nove GradiSke, duz
srednjeg toka rijeke Save, s tipi¢nim kulturnim i pri-
rodnim krajobrazom poplavnih rije€nih dolina, ka-
kav se u Europi mogao vidjeti krajem 19. stoljeca,
razvijalo se na granici odrzivog razvoja. Podrucje je
mozaik tradicijske kulture sela, oranica, vocnjaka,
livada i pasnjaka, rijecnih rukavaca, rijeka i poplav-
nih nizinskih Suma. Ovisno o dinamici plavljenja i
mikroreljefu, Covjek je stvorio Zivot i gradio naselja
na najsigurnijim mjestima — gredama. Iza sela su
stvarani vocnjaci, oranice i livade i dalje komplek-
si poplavnih pasnjaka i nizinskih Suma. Stoga Park
prirode Lonjsko polje treba promatrati u kategoriji
kulturnoga krajolika koji je rezultat viSestoljetnog
zivota ljudi u skladu s prirodom. Glavnu ulogu ima
rijeka Sava sa svojim prirodnim ciklusima poplavlji-
vanja. Rijeka Sava s pritocima utjecala je na mor-
foloSka, prirodna, estetska i funkcionalna obiljezja
kulturnoga krajolika koji ima obiljezja ravniCarskoga
poljodjelskog predjela.

1.5.8 Landscape

The area between Zagreb and Nova Gradiska, along
the central course of the Sava River, with its cul-
tural and natural landscape typical of the river val-
leys that could be seen in Europe at the end of the
19" century, came into being and developed on the
limits of sustainable development. The area consti-
tutes a mosaic of traditional culture of the country-
side, the ploughland and orchards, meadows and
pasturelands, meanders and backwaters, rivers
and riparian forests. Their lives intimately related to
the dynamics of flooding and the shape of the mi-
cro-relief, people here created life and built settle-
ments on the safest places, the ridges. Behind the
villages they created orchards, ploughed fields and
meadows, and further off the complexes of flood
pastures and lowland forests. Hence Lonjsko Polje
Nature Park needs to be considered in the category
of cultural landscape, which is the result of several
centuries of human life lived at one with nature. The
Sava River has the dominant role, with its natural
cycles of flooding. The Sava River and its tributaries
have affected the morphological, natural, aesthetic
and functional features of this cultural landscape,
which has the marks of a lowland farming region.

Ovom karakteristitnom geomorfoloSkom struktu-
rom nastao je tipi¢an krajobraz poplavnih rije¢nih
dolina. Utjecajem i djelovanjem Covjeka koji je zi-
vio s poplavama, a ne protiv njih, stvoren je kulturni
krajobraz s o€uvanim prirodnim poplavnim Suma-
ma i travnjacima.

It was with this characteristic geo-morphological
structure that the typical landscape of river basin
floodplains was created. With the influence and ef-
fect of people who lived with the floods and did
not try to prevent them, a cultural landscape was
formed with preserved natural riparian forests and
grasslands.
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1.5.9 Biljne zajednice

Park prirode Lonjsko polje odlikuje se velikim bro-
jem biljnih zajednica na kojima se temelji Nacional-
na klasifikacija stanista.

Sumske biljne zajednice

Suma crne johe s truslikom (Frangulo-alnetum
glutinosae) s dvije strukturne jedinice (sinuzije), od
kojih se jedna (mezofitska) razvija na Cunjastim pri-
dancima stabala crne johe, tj. na tlu koje je vezano
za korijenski sustav johe. Ti Cunjevi gdjekad pri tlu
zauzimaju promjer od 1 do 2 m, a visina im je od 50
do 120 cm u razini iznad stagnantne vode. Druga
(higrofitska) sinuzija razvija se na tlu. Zajednica ve-
éinom obrasta stara rije¢na korita, rijede mocvare.

Suma poljskog jasena s kasnim drijemovcem (Le-
ucoio-Fraxinetum angustifoliae) rasprostire se na

glinenim aluvijalnim terenima, a najljepsi primjerci
nalaze se na podrucju Parka, gdje su prvi put iden-
tificirani i opisani, te zauzimaju u Parku 12 120 ha.
Od svih nizinskih zajednica, ova je najizloZenija du-
gotrajnom djelovanju povrsinskih i visokih podze-
mnih voda. Voda se s viSih predjela prelijeva u nize,
a moze isusiti jedino isparavanjem.

Suma hrasta luZnjaka i velike Zutilovke (Genisto
elatae-Quercetum roboris) rasprostire se na viSim
predjelima iznad Sume vrba, topola, crne johe i polj-
skoga jasena, u kompleksima koji pokrivaju i po vise
tisuéa ha, Sto je europska i svjetska jedinstvenost.
Zajednica je pod utjecajem kracih poplavljivanja ili
i ona izostanu. Nalazi se na mineralno-moc¢varnom,
slabije ili jace kiselom tlu i na pseudoglejnom, odno-
sno podzolastom, slabo kiselom do neutralnom tlu.

Suma hrasta luznjaka i obi¢nog graba (Carpino
betuli-Quercetum roboris) nije izlozena poplavljiva-
nju, ali zimi je tlo zasi¢eno vodom. Ona se javlja na
ocjednim terenima koji su dovoljno svjezi. Razvije-
na je na tzv. poviSicama ili gredama, na pseudoglej-
nom, odnosno podzolastom tlu koje je slabo kiselo
do neutralno.

Ritske Sume (Salicion albae) rasprostiru se izmedu
rijeka i nasipa, uz nasipe i na medama izmedu ora-
nica te na pasnjacima i Sumama gdje je prisutna
sukcesija prirodne Sumske vegetacije, vrba dolazi
u inicijalnoj fazi.

1.5.9 Plant communities

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is characterized by a
large number of plant communities on which the
National Habitat Classification is based.

Forest plant communities

Alder swamp woods (Frangulo-alnetum glutinosae)
are composed of two structural units (sinuses),
one of which (mesophyte) develops on the coni-
cal shoots of the trunks of black alder, i.e., on the
ground that is bound in with the root system of the
alder. These cones sometimes occupy a diameter
of 1 to 2 m, and the height is from 50 to 120 cm
above the level of the stagnant water. The second
(hygrophyte) sinus develops on the earth. The com-
munity on the whole overgrows old river beds, and
more seldom, marshes.

lllyrian snowflake ash-oak forests (Leucoio-Fraxi-
netum angustifoliae) extend over the clayey alluvial
lands, and the best specimens are in the area of
the Park, where they were for the first time identi-
fied and described, occupying 12120 ha. Of all the
lowland communities, these are the most subject
to the long-lasting working of surface and high
groundwater. The water from the higher areas spills
over into the lower areas, and, unable to drain, can
dry only via evaporation.

Riparian oak-ash forests (Ass. Genisto elatae-
Quercetum roboris) extend over the higher grounds
above the woods of willows, poplars, alders and
narrow leaved ash, in complexes that are some-
times up to several thousand hectares in area,
which is a unique feature in European and world
terms. The association is influenced by shorter pe-
riods of flooding, or absence of floods. They are on
mineral-marshy, slightly or considerably acid soils,
and on pseudogleys or podzols, with slightly acidic
or neutral soils.

lllyrian riparian oak hornbeam forests (ass.Carpino
betuli-Quercetum roboris) are not exposed to flood-
ing, but in winter the soil is nevertheless saturated
with water. The association appears on drained
land that is fresh enough. It develops on the ridg-
es or elevated areas, on pseudogleys or podzols,
slightly acidic verging on neutral.

White willow forests (Salicion albae) extend between
river and embankment, along the embankment and
in hedgerows between the ploughed fields, as well
as on pastureland and in forest where the succes-
sion of natural forest vegetation is occurring, these
willows appearing in the initial phase.
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vadama proizvodnja sijena varira zbog naglih pro-
mjena vodnog rezima. TeSko je prognozirati pro-
duktivnost. Svi tipovi livada oskudijevaju fosforom
i kobaltom, a zajednice Agrostidetum i Caricetum
tricostato-vulpinae i kalcijem. Za usporedbu, za-
jednica Caricetum tricostato-vulpinae ima najvise
fosfora i kalija. To je jedan od razloga zasto poljo-
privrednici najviSe kose carex. Zbog ispase stoke i
drugih obveza poljoprivrednika na imanjima, livade
se Cesto kasno kose i uglavhom samo jedanput.
Gnojidba livada nije uobicajena.

Na nekim nitrofilnim pasnjacima sveze Agropyro-
Rumicion, odnosno as. grpka i puzave rosulje (Ro-
rippo-Agrostietum) i jagodaste djeteline i puzave
rosulje (Trifolio Agrostietum stoloniferae) nalaze se
manje povrsine mozaicki rasporedenih mocvarnih
zajednica i visokih SaSeva (Magnocaricetalia).

Grassland plant communities

The meadows of the central Sava basin stretch be-
tween plough-land and pastureland, mostly on gley
soils, a smaller part only on alluvial silt. On these
meadows, the production of hay varies because of
the sudden changes in the water regime. It is hard
to predict what productivity will be. All types of
meadow are short of phosphorus and cobalt, and
the communities of Agrostidetum and Caricetum
triostato-vulpinae also in calcium. For comparison,
the association Caricetum tricostato-vulpinae has
the highest level of phosphorous and potassium.
This is one of the reasons why the farmers most of
all mow the carex. Because of the grazing of the
animals and the other tasks that occupy that the
farmers around their holdings, the meadows tend
to be mown late, and on the whole just once. It is
not common to manure the meadows.

On some nitrophilous flood swards the associations
Agropyro-Rumicion or Rorippo-Agrostietum and
Trifolio Agrostietum stoloniferae occur on smaller
areas of mosaically-distributed swamp communi-
ties and high sedges (Magnocaricetalia).

Hrast luznjak (Quercus robur) tipi€an je primjer eko-
sustava palustris koji uspijeva i u nizim depresijama,
a varijetet tardissimus, zbog genetske prilagodbe
uvjetima, lista i do 14 dana kasnije.

Fauna

FaunistiCki je prostor Lonjskog polja vrlo zanimljiv
buduci da su mocvarna, ali i druga stanista (Sume,
livade, koSanice...) poznata kao staniS§ta mnogih
kukaca (Insecta).

Kako su kukci najveca skupina kopnenih beskra-
lieznjaka, i to brojem vrsta i brojem jedinki, ocita je
njihova klju¢na uloga u ekosustavu. S obzirom na
broj vrsta i teSkoc¢e u determinaciji svih vrsta koje
dolaze na nekom podrucju, u Europi se danas ko-
riste neke skupine, kao Sto su vretenca (Odonata),
leptiri (Lepidoptera) i tr¢ci (Carabidae), kao objek-
ti monitoringa za utvrdivanje vrijednosti podrucja
predloZzenoga za zastitu ili zastic¢enoga.

Na podrucju Lonjskog polja obitava 15 vrsta vodo-
zemaca i svi su svojom biologijom vezani za mo-
¢varna i vodena stanista.

Na Sirem podrudju Lonjskog polja obitava i deset
vrsta gmazova. Gmazovi su pretezno termofilne Zi-
votinje. Na ovom prostoru dolaze dvije vrste kornja-
Ca, Cetiri vrste gustera i Sest vrsta zmija. Gmazovi
u pravilu ne trebaju vodena stanista za svoj razvo;.

1.5.10 Species

Flora

Five hundred and fifty species of flora have been
recorded in Lonjsko Polje Nature Park. The mead-
ows and pasturelands of the Central Sava Basin
constitute uncommonly valuable habitats and are
a unique cultural heritage of Europe. Their survival
depends on two factors: flooding and land man-
agement. The degree of endangerment of some of
the species is given below:

Common oak (Quercus robur) is a typical example
of the ecosystem: palustris, which thrives in the
lower depressions while the variety tardissimus,
because of its genetic adaptation, leafs up to 14
days late.

Fauna

The faunistic space of Lonjsko Polje is very inter-
esting since the wetland and other habitats (forests,
meadows, hay meadows) are known as habitats
with a great number of insects.

Since insects are the largest group of terrestrial in-
vertebrates, in both number of species and numbers
of individuals, they have a correspondingly crucial
role in the ecosystem. Because of the number of
species and the difficulties in the determination of
all the species that come to a given area, in Eu-
rope today several groups are used as monitor-
ing objects for determination the value of an area
proposed for protection. These species include
dragonflies (Odonata), butterflies (Lepidoptera) and
ground beetles (Carbidae).

In the Lonjsko Polje area there are 15 species of
amphibians and all of them are tied by their biology
to the wetland or aquatic habitats.

In the overall area of Lonjsko Polje 10 species of
reptiles live. The reptiles are largely thermophilous
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Ipak, nekoliko vrsta svojom je biologijom posvema
vezano za vodena stani$ta, npr. barska kornjaca,
bjelouska i ribarica.

Prema dostupnim podatcima, u rijeci Savi zivi oko
45 vrsta riba, a u cijelom dunavskom slijevu, kome
pripada i rijeka Sava, zabiljeZzene su oko 103 vrste
riba. U zajednici riba rijeke Save prevladava porodi-
ca Cyprinidae s devetnaest vrsta. Od ukupno tride-
set Cetiriju vrsta te porodice, koje se javljaju u cije-
lom dunavskom slijevu, u rijeci Savi Zivi 55% vrsta.
IstraZivanja su pokazala da je od 170 vrsta sisava-
ca, koji zive u Europi, oko 20% vezano jedino uz
mocvarna stanista.

Na podrucju Parka obitava, uz ostale, sedam vrsta
sisavaca stalno vezanih uz vodena stani$ta: vidra
(Lutra lutra), vodena rovka (Neomys fodiens i Neo-
mys anomalus); vodeni voluhar (Arvicola terrestris).
Jo$ 14 vrsta sacinjava zajednicu malih sisavaca
kojima je staniSte poplavna Suma hrasta luznjaka.
Dominantne su vrste zajednice malih sisavaca rida
voluharica (Clethrionomys glareolus) i Sumski mis
(Apodemus flavicollis) od glodavaca, te Sumska
rovka (Sorex araneus) od kukcojeda. Podrucje ima
najbolje uvjete za rast obi¢nog jelena, a stabilna je
populacija divlie macke i vidre. Dabar je reintrodu-
ciran. Zabiljezeno je osam vrsta SiSmisa, a prisutna
je i sve veca populacija ¢aglja.

U Lonjskom polju obitava vise od 70% svih vrsta
ptica zabiljezenih u Hrvatskoj, unato¢ tomu S$to
nema planinskih i mediteranskih vrsta.

Zabiljezeno je oko 250 vrsta ptica, od ¢ega se 134
vrste ovdje i gnijezde. To je podrucje vrlo vazno kao
gnjezdiste, zimovaliste i obitavaliste brojnih pticjih
vrsta. Lonjsko polje vrlo je vazno kao staniste za
selidbe i zimovanje sjevernoeuropskih populacija
mnogih vrsta ptica, ponajviSse mod&varica, ali i malih
grabljivica i pjevica.

Izvorne pasmine

Na podrucju Parka prirode zabiljezeno je ¢ak sedam
izvornih pasmina — autohtone pasmine konja, hr-
vatski posavac i hrvatski hladnokrvnjak, turopoljska
svinja i crna slavonska svinja, slavonsko-srijemsko
podolsko govedo, posavska guska i posavski go-
ni¢. lzvorne pasmine su bitna komponenta susta-
va paSarenja, oCuvanja ekstenzivne poljoprivrede i
oCuvanja bioloske raznolikosti, jer podnose ekstre-
mne uvjete prezivljavanja na otvorenom - Cvrsta
konstitucija tijela koja omogucava prezivljavanje na
otvorenom, skromnost u ishrani i socijalne kompo-
nente ponasanja zivotinja koje su prilagodene uvje-
tima plavljenja.

species. Two species of turtle come to the area,
four species of lizards and six species of snakes.
As a rule the reptiles do not need aquatic habitats
for their development. Still, several species are tied
by their biology exclusively to water habitats, such
as the pond turtle, grass snake and dice snake.
According to the data available, about 45 species
of fish live in the Sava River, and in the whole of the
Danube basin, to which the Sava belongs, 103 fish
species have been recorded. In the fish community
of the Sava the Cyprinidae dominate, providing 19
of the species. Of the total of 34 species that be-
long to this family that appear in the whole of the
Danube catchment area, 55% inhabit the Sava.
Research has shown that of the 170 species of
mammals living in Europe about 20% are tied to
palustrine habitats.

In the area of the park, among with other mammals,
there are seven species that are constantly connect-
ed with the water habitats: the otter (Lutra lutra), the
water shrews (Neomys fodiens and Neomys anoma-
lus); the water vole (Arvicola terrestris). Another 14
species make up the community of small mammals
the habitat of which is the flooded common oak
forest. The dominant species in the community of
small mammals are the bank vole (Clethrionomys
glareolus) and yellow-necked mouse (Apodemus
flavicollis), of the rodents, and the common shrews
Sorex araneus if insectivores. The area provides the
optimum conditions for the growth of the red deer,
and the population of wild cats and otters is stable.
The beaver has been reintroduced. Eight species of
bat have been recorded, and there is an increasingly
numerous jackal population.

In terms of the entire Croatian avifauna, Lonjsko
Polje provides a home for more than 70% of the
birds recorded in the country, in spite of there be-
ing no mountain or Mediterranean species.

About 250 bird species have been recorded, in-
cluding 134 species that nest here. This area is
most important as a nesting site, wintering area and
dwelling area of numerous bird species. Lonjsko
Polje is very important as a habitat for the migration
and wintering of northerly European populations of
many bird species, above all of waterfowl, but also
passerines and raptors.

Indigenous domestic breeds

In the area of the Nature Park as many as seven in-
digenous breeds have been recorded: the Croatian
Posavac horse, the Croatian cold blooded horse,
the Turopolje and black Slavonian pigs, the Sla-

1.6 Kulturne znacajke
1.6.1 Povijesni razvoj

Antika, srednji vijek

Podrucje je naseljeno od antickih vremena na po-
tezu izmedu antiCkih gradova, Siska — Slavonskog
Broda - Sremske Mitrovice (Siscia-Marsonia-Sirmi-
umy), uz prometni koridor koji se protegnuo dolinom
rijeke Save i po kojem su gradene magistralne rim-
ske ceste (via Flavia) kao i lokalna prometna mreza.
Ujedno je i Sava sluzila kao plovni put. Na podrucju
Parka iz toga su razdoblja anticki lokaliteti: Oseko-
vo — Ciglenica (nalaz arhitekture) i Jasenovac (nalaz
antiCkog materijala i prijelaz preko Save).

U srednjem vijeku naseljavanje podrucja teklo je u
Sirem prostoru na povisenom terenu, u podbrezju
rubnoga gorja. Naseljavanje je bilo ograni¢eno zbog
poplava i mo¢varnog podrucja, a komunikacija se
odvijala starom mrezom putova i vodom.

Voojna granica

U razdoblju izmedu 15. i 17. st., obiliezenom tur-
skim osvajanjima Europe i obrane Hrvatske od pro-
dora Turaka, stanovni$tvo zbog opasnosti napusta
podrucja Posavine i Moslavine i bjezi prema sjeve-
ru, u sigurnije krajeve. Grade se vojne utvrde, stra-
Zarnice, i organizira se sustav obrane Vojne granice
(Vojna krajina). Granica izmedu Civilne Hrvatske,
pod jurisdikcijom hrvatskoga bana, i Vojne grani-
ce, pod izravnom upravom vojnog zapovjednistva
u Becu, bila je rijeka Lonja i dijelila je podrugje na
kojemu je sada Park prirode na dvije cjeline s razli-
¢itim sustavima upravljanja.

Vojna krajina, kao pograniéno podrucje pod voj-
nom upravom HabsburSke Monarhije, ima zase-
ban status od 15. st. do razvoja¢enja 1881. Nakon
prestanka turskih osvajanja, tijekom 18. i 19. st.,
oblikuju se obostrano uz tok rijeke Save danasnja
naselja Lonjskog polja. Podrucje je u tom razdoblju
sustavno naseljavano zbog potrebe revitalizacije
kraja. StanovniStvo se bavi obradom zemlje, sto-
Carstvom i eksploatacijom Suma.

Prvenstvena uloga Vojne krajine bila je obrana ze-
mlje od turske opasnosti, no od 18. stoljec¢a sve je
vaznija njezina funkcija sanitarnog kordona, odrza-
vanog radi sprjeCavanja Sirenja epidemija, osobito
kuge. Nakon reorganizacija u 18. stoljeéu Vojna
krajina funkcionira kao zasebno upravno-sudsko
podrucje. Godine 1806. ozakonjena su prava i ob-
veze krajiSnika. Kao svojevrstan specifikum u povi-
jesti, Vojna krajina djeluje kao velika vojarna Monar-

vonian-Syrmian Podola cattle breed, the Posavina
goose and the Posavina hound. The indigenous
species are an essential component of the pastur-
ing system, of the preservation of extensive farming
and the keeping up biological diversity, for they can
cope with the extreme conditions of life in the open
— they have strong constitutions that enable them
to live outdoors, they have modest food require-
ments and have good social behaviour, all of which
are adjusted to the conditions of flooding.

1.6 Cultural Heritage
1.6.1 Historical development

Antiquity, the Middle Ages

The area has been inhabited since ancient times on
the tract between the ancient cities of Sisak — Sla-
vonski Brod and Sremske Mitrovice (Siscia — Mar-
sonia — Sirmium), along the transportation corridor
that was formed in the Sava valley, in which the
main Roman roads were built (the Via Flavia) and
the local transportation network. The Sava was also
used as a navigation route. In the area of the Park,
there are the Roman sites of Osekovo - Ciglanica
(architectural finds) and Jasenovac (finds of ancient
materials and the crossing of the Sava).

In the medieval period the settlement of the area
went on in the wider area on the elevated ground,
on the lower slopes of the hills around the edges.
The colonisation was limited because of the floods
and the marshy areas, and communications un-
foled via the old network of roads and waterways.

Military Frontier

In the period between the 15" and 17 century,
marked by the Turkish conquests in Europe, and
the defence of Croatia against the inroads of the
Ottomans, because of the peril, the population was
forced to leave the area of Posavina — the Sava val-
ley — and Moslavina, and flee to the north to safer
areas. Military forts and lookout points were then
built, and the system of defence called the Military
Frontier was organised. The border between Civil
Croatia, under the jurisdiction of the Croatian banu
or governor and the Military Frontier, which was
governed directly by the General Command in Vi-
enna, was along the Lonja River; the area of what is
now the Nature Park was thus divided into two dis-
tinct units, with different systems of government.
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hije. Feudalni odnosi ukinuti su u 17. st. (drugdje u
Europi 1848.); krajisnik je slobodan vojnik — seljak i
posjednik zemlje s vojnom obvezom.

Uredenje Granice i ujednaCavanje njezina ustroja
zapocelo je u prvoj polovici 18. st., nakon $&to je
mir u Srijemskim Karlovcima 1699. dao potrebne
uvjete.

Od druge polovice 18. st. ureduju se drustvene i
ekonomske prilike u Granici: protjerani su razboj-
nici, osnivaju se Skole, grade skladista, potice se
seosko gospodarstvo. Pocetkom 19. st. ustanov-
lien je status vojnika, vojne vjezbe i vojna disciplina,
podjela oruzja i koZne opreme; propisana je vojna
odora umjesto narodne no$nje. KrajiSke su pukov-
nije dobile status drzavnih pukovnija, a po hijerarhiji
dolazile su odmah iza habsburske stajace vojske.

20. stoljece

Ovo tipi¢no poljoprivredno podrucje dozivljava
najveci procvat izmedu dva rata. Nakon Drugo-
ga svjetskog rata podrucje stagnira zbog politike
usmjeravanja razvoja na industrijsku proizvodnju i
vece gradove.

The Military Frontier, a border area directly militarily
governed by the Habsburg monarchy had a special
status from the 15" century until the demobilisa-
tion that occurred in 1881. When the Turkish Em-
pire retreated, during the 18™ and 19" centuries,
the settlements of Lonjsko Polje, as they are today,
were gradually formed along both sides of the Sava
River. In this period the area was systematically
colonised, because of the needs to revitalise the
area. The population was engaged in tilling the soil,
animal husbandry and exploitation of the timber.

The original role of the Military Frontier was as a
defence zone against the danger from Turkish
expansion, but from the 18" century on its most
important function was to be a cordon sanitaire,
preventing the spread of epidemics, particularly of
the plague. In the reorganisations in the 18" cen-
tury the Military Frontier worked as a special area of
government and jurisdiction. In 1806 the rights and
obligations of the Borderers were statutorily de-
fined. A very distinctive occurrence in history, the
Military Frontier acted as a single great barracks for
the Monarchy. Feudal relations were abolished in
the 17™ century (which did not take place in many
other places in Europe until 1848); the Borderer
was a military yeoman, owner of land on condition
of performing military service.

The organisation of the Frontier with a unified struc-
ture started in the early 18" century, after the Treaty
of Karlowitz (1699) provided the necessary precon-
ditions.

From the second half of the 18" century, the social
and economic conditions in the Border were set-
tled and defined; brigands were driven out, schools
were formed, warehouses built, and the rural econ-
omy was fostered. In the early 19" century the sta-
tus of the soldier, of military exercises and military
discipline was set up; weapons and leather accou-
trements were handed out; a military uniform was
prescribed, to take the place of traditional folk cos-
tume. The Frontier regiments obtained the status of
state regiments, and in the hierarchy were inferior
only to the standing army of the Habsburgs.

Twentieth Century

This typically agricultural area knew its greatest
prosperity in the period between the wars. After
World War Il it stagnated because of the doctrinaire
policy favouring heavy industry and urbanisation.
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1.6.2 Opce znacajke kulturne bastine

Kulturna bastina Lonjskog polja vezana je uz rural-
ni prostor i njegov cjelokupni kulturni identitet, koji
Cine raspored i prostorna organizacija naselja, tra-
dicijska arhitektura u drvu, tradicijski nacin gospo-
darenja zemljom, tradicijski predmeti i rukotvorine,
tradicijska umijeca i obrti, pjesme i plesovi, obicaji
i legende.

U oCuvanom prirodnom ambijentu, u kojem je po-
stignut sklad arhitekture i prirode, 14 je seoskih na-
selja. Sve kulturne znacajke bastine vezane su uz
zivot Covjeka i njegove prilagodbe vodi i poplavi.

1.6.2 General characteristics of the cultural
heritage

The cultural heritage of Lonjsko Polje is closely tied
to the rural space, including its whole cultural iden-
tity, consisting of the settlement patterns and distri-
bution, the traditional timber architecture, the tradi-
tional manner of land use, the traditional items and
handicrafts, the traditional skills and crafts, songs
and dances, customs and legends.

In the preserved natural ambience in which there
is a harmony of architecture and nature, there are
14 rural settlements. All the cultural features of the
heritage are related to the life of the people and the
adjustments they have made to the water and the
flooding.

1.6.4 The immovable cultural heritage

The cultural heritage of Lonjsko Polje is made up of
a system of traditional rural settlements with their
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likom i arhitektonskom bastinom koja je prisutna uz
takav tip naseljavanja: tradicijska, stambena i gos-
podarska arhitektura te povijesna arhitektura javnih
gradevina.

Kulturni krajolik

Prema definiciji, kulturni je krajolik sinteza osebujne
konfiguracije i topografije, vegetacijskoga pokrova,
nacina uporabe zemlje, uzorka naselja, povijesnih i
kulturnih procesa i djelatnosti.

U prirodnim fiziCkim odrednicama kulturnoga kra-
jolika Lonjskog polja glavnu ulogu ima rijeka Sava
sa svojim prirodnim ciklusima poplavljivanja. Rijeka
Sava s pritocima utjecala je na morfolo$ka, prirod-
na, estetska i funkcionalna obiljezja kulturnoga kra-
jolika koja karakteriziraju poplavne nizinske Sume i
travnjaci.

Znacajke kulturnoga krajolika i kulturnog identite-
ta vezane su uz tradicijska seoska naselja i njihovu
kulturu te prilagodbu ljudi u svim sferama zivljenja i
rada poplavama i prirodnim posebnostima podruc-
ja. Cjelokupna organizacija prostora i krajolika &ini
jedinstven sustav prilagodbe nepredvidivoj poplav-
noj dinamici. Naseobinsku matricu ¢ine manja seo-
ska naselja koja svoj gospodarski hapredak sve do
danas zasnivaju na osnovnim tradicijskim djelatno-
stima, poljoprivredi i Sumarstvu.

Tradicionalno koriStenje zemljiSta oCituje se u ras-
poredu i vrsti obradivih povrSina i travnjaka — pas-
njaka. Kultivirane povrsine u funkcionalnom i pro-
stornom obliku povezuju prostor zasti¢ene prirode i
naseljenog seoskog prostora.

U Sirem etnoloskom i antropoloskom smislu tra-
dicijske vrijednosti saCuvane su u nacinu zivota,
obradi zemlje, vjeStinama i nematerijalnoj kulturnoj
bastini.

Specifi€nost prostora vezuju se uz tradicionalne
obrte i nacin uporabe vodotoka za osnovnu komu-
nikaciju — plovidbu, ribolov, mlinarenje i potrebe se-
oskih domacinstava.

Naseobinska matrica kulturnoga krajolika u Lonj-
skom polju proizasla je iz povijesnih okolnosti i iz
prirodnih odrednica prostora. U tom odredenju pri-
marna vaznost pripisuje se prirodnim i geomorfo-
loSkim znacCajkama krajolika. U toj niskoj poplavnoj
nizini podizanje naselja bilo je moguce na jedinim
nesto sigurnijim lokacijama, blagim prirodnim uzvi-
Senjima, tzv. ,gredama“ koje su nastajale obostra-
no uz Kkorita rijeka i potoka tisucljetnim procesima
plavljenja i sedimentiranja naplavnog materijala.
Naseljavanjem na ,gredama® nastao je osnovni
prostorni sustav naselja Srednje Posavine, raspo-

pertaining cultural landscape and architectural her-
itage present in this kind of settlement: traditional,
residential and farm buildings, as well as the his-
torical architecture of public buildings.

The cultural landscape

By definition, a cultural landscape is a synthesis
of the particular configuration and topography, the
vegetation cover, the way in which the soil is used,
the settlement pattern, the historical and cultural
processes and the activities.

In the natural physical determination of the cultural
landscape of Lonjsko Polje, the Sava River, com-
plete with its natural flooding cycles, has a domi-
nant role. The Sava with its tributaries has shaped
the morphological, natural, aesthetic and functional
characteristics of the cultural landscape, determined
by the riparian lowland forests and grasslands.

The features of the cultural landscape and the cul-
tural identity are tied to the traditional rural settle-
ments and their culture, to the adjustment of peo-
ple in all areas of work and life to the floods and
the natural specificities of the area. The whole or-
ganisation of the space and landscape makes up a
unique system of adjustment to the unpredictable
dynamics of flooding.

The settlement pattern consists of smallish rural
settlements that to this day base their economic
wealth on the basic traditional activities of farming
and forestry.

The traditional land use is manifested in the distribu-
tion and kinds of cultivated areas and grasslands or
pastures. The cultivated spaces, in a functional and
spatial form, represent a link between the space of
protected nature and the populated rural space.

In a broader ethnological and anthropological
sense, the traditional values are preserved in the
manner of life, the cultivation of the soil, the skills
and the intangible cultural heritage.

The specific features of the space are linked to the
traditional crafts and trades, the manner of using
the watercourses for basic communications, for
navigation, for fishing, milling and the needs of the
rural households.

The pattern of settlements in the cultural landscape
of Lonjsko Polje derived from the historical circum-
stances and from the natural determinants of the
area. Primary importance in this is ascribed to the
natural and geomorphological traits of the land-
scape. In this low-lying floodplain, it was possible
to develop settlements only on somewhat more
secure locations, on the slight natural elevations
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redenih u kontinuiranom nizu duz korita rijeke Save,
i podsustav ruralnih naselja, rasporedenih uz nje-
zine okomite pritoke. Sava u funkcioniranju ovog
naseobinskog sustava preuzima prostornu i komu-
nikacijsku okosnicu Citavog podrucja. Sela uz Savu
funkcioniraju kao udvojena naselja koja na drugoj
obali imaju svoj ,par” — naselje identicne tipologije i
arhitektonskih obiljezja. Ta su naselja imala tijekom
povijesti, i sve do danas imaju, vrlo Zive drustvene
i gospodarske odnose. U Sirem socijalnom smislu
naselja s jedne i druge obale zivjela su potpuno u
suradnji koja se reflektira u gospodarskim odno-
sima, razmjeni radne snage, kao i u svim sfera-
ma druStvenog zivota: Skolstvu, zdravstvu, javnim
funkcijama, crkvenom sjedistu, arhitekturi (prese-
lienje kuca s jedne na drugu obalu), obiteljskim od-
nosimai sl.

Naselja su se oblikovala kao longitudinalna, razvi-
jena jednostrano uz cestu koja prati smjer glavnog
toka rijeke Save ili njezinih mrtvih rukavaca. Mrtvi
rukavci nastali su regulacijom rijeke u 18. i 19. st.,
presijecanjem meandara i ispravljanjem korita da bi
se osigurao plovni put. Po svojoj prostornoj strukturi
naselja su zbijena, gusto izgradena, strogo odrede-
ne povrsine rasprostiranja i pravilne, izrazito uske
parcelacije. U sjevernoj, rubnoj, zoni Parka, gdje se
naselja ne dodiruju izravno s vodotokom, grade-
vinska struktura razvijena je obostrano uz cestu, a
parcele su nesto Sire. Naselja smjestena uz pritoke
Save oblikovana su obostrano duz vodotoka.

Sliku naselja ¢ini pravilno ritmi¢no nizanje procelja
drvenih kuéa, koja su uzom stranom okrenuta k ce-
sti i izgradena na istom gradevinskom smijeru.

Tradicijska arhitektura

U graditeljskom smislu sela Lonjskog polja tradicij-
ske su cjeline s izvanredno o¢uvanom tradicijskom
stambenom arhitekturom. Cine ih razligite vrste
zgrada, karakteristiCne za seoska domacinstva. Iz-
gradene su od drveta — hrastovine, tradicionalnoga
gradevinskog materijala Posavine.

Kuce su osnovne i dominantne gradevine na okuc-
nici i daju vrlo slikovit izgled naseljima zbog zabat-
ne orijentacije prema cesti i jednoli€noga nizanja
proCelja. Najstarije su gradene Citave u hrastovini,
a novije imaju zidano prizemlje, dok je kat od dr-
veta. Oblikovne znaCajke su izduzeni pravokutni
tlocrt, dvostreSno kroviste nagiba 45 - 50 °, nat-
krivena vanjska stubista s trijemom, ukrasni detalji
(rezbarene ograde, stupovi, detalji krovista i glavnih
greda). Tehnika gradnje je horizontalno slaganje
hrastovih platica s vidljivom strukturom drveta na

known as grede, ridges, which are formed on both
sides of the course of the river and the streams by
the millennial processes of flooding and the sedi-
mentation of silt. Settlement on the ridges under-
lies the basic spatial system of the settlements of
the central Sava valley, strung out in a continuous
sequence along the course of the Sava River, with
the sub-system of rural settlements aligned along-
side its perpendicular tributaries. In the functioning
of this settlement pattern the Sava is the spatial
and communicational hub of the entire region. The
villages along the Sava work as dual settlements,
each one of which has its twin on the other bank
— these are settlements of identical typologies and
architectural features. During history, including the
present time, these settlements have vital social
and economic links. In a broader social aspect,
the settlements on the opposite banks lived in very
close collaboration, reflected in the economic rela-
tionships, in the exchange of labour force, and in
all spheres of social life — in education, health care,
public functions, ecclesiastical organisation, archi-
tecture (houses would even be translocated from
one side of the river to another), in family relation-
ships and so on.

The settlements were formed as longitudinal vil-
lages that stretched out along one side of the road
accompanying the main course of the Sava River,
or its backwaters and oxbows. The oxbows were
formed in the 18" and 19" century engineering un-
dertakings when the meanders were cut and the
course was straightened to make navigation easier.
In their spatial structure, the settlements are com-
pact, densely built up, with a strictly defined area
over which they extended, with a regular highly nar-
row form of land parcelling. In the northern, mar-
ginal zone of the Park, where the settlements are
not in direct contact with the water course, the built
up zone developed along both sides of the road,
and the plots are somewhat broader. Settlements
developed along the Sava tributaries are formed on
both sides of the stream.

The picture of the settlement is formed by the rhyth-
mic sequence of the elevations of wooden houses,
facing onto the road with their narrower, gable, end,
and built on the same building line.

Traditional architecture

From the point of view of architecture the villages of
Lonjsko Polje are traditional units with exceptional-
ly well preserved traditional residential architecture.
This consists of various kinds of buildings that are
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vanjstini. Broj drvenih kucéa u selima je evidentiran i
godine 2002. bilo ih je 644.

Na okuc¢nicama su sacuvane tradicijske gospodar-
ske zgrade razlicitih vrsta: Stale, sjenici, suse (spre-
mista, drvarnice), svinjci, koSevi za kukuruz.
Podrucje se s gledista kulturne bastine valorizi-
ra kao izrazito vrijedno zbog povijesnih, kulturnih,
arhitektonskih, etnoloskih i socijalnih posebnosti.
Nova gradnja nije bitno prisutna na podrucju.

1.6.5 Pokretna kulturna bastina

Pokretna kulturna bastina na podrucju Lonjskog
polja integralni je dio kulturnog identiteta tradicij-
ske seoske sredine. Sastavni je dio tradicijskih i po-
vijesnih gradevina ili ima zasebni status zasticene
kolekcije:

Inventari sakralnih gradevina

Izvorni sakralni inventar: oltari, slike, kipovi, crkveni
namjestaj (klupe, ispovjedaonice, sakristijski orma-
ri, klecala), orgulje, crkveno posude, stare knjige,
zavjetne zastave i sl. saCuvan je u svim sakralnim
gradevinama — crkvama u Krateckom, Lonji, Kra-
pju, Jasenovcu, Kosutarici, Osekovu i Struscu.
Pravilna obnova inventara i uredenje sakralnih gra-
devina od presudne je vaznosti za cjelokupni do-
zivljaj i ambijent crkvene gradevine koja svjedoCi o
povijesnom kontekstu i umjetni€¢koj razini lokalne
zajednice.

Etnografska bastina

Pokretnu materijalnu bastinu reprezentira vrlo do-
bra saCuvanost predmeta vezanih uz tradicijsko
gospodarenje i zivot, od predmeta opreme doma-
Ginstava i alata do noSnje. Svaka ku¢a ima ponesto
oCuvano od alata, pribora, pokuéstva, raznovrsnog
tekstila i tradicijske no$nje. Tekstil je proizveden u
domacinstvima na tkalackom stanu kucne izrade.
Posebno se istiCu nosnje tkane od lanene niti i bo-
gato ukrasene raznobojnim koncem. Imaju barokna
obiljezja, prepoznatljiva u kroju, florealnim motivima
i bogatom koloritu. Zbog specifi¢nosti i prepoznat-
livosti ta noSnja izdvaja se od drugih u Hrvatskoj pa
je ve¢ davno dobila naziv ,,posavska nosnja“.
Vrijednost pokretne kulturne bastine ima i oprema
javnih i zajedni¢kih zgrada u naseljima Lonjskog
polja, npr. postrojenja elektri¢nih i parnih mlinova
(Krapje, Jasenovac, Kratecko, Suvoj), povijesna va-
trogasna oprema (vatrogasna kola, Strcaljke i sl.),

characteristic of rural households. They are made
of wood, of oak, the traditional building material of
the central Sava valley.

On the curtilages, the residential houses are the
dominant buildings, giving a very picturesque ap-
pearance to the settlements because of the gable-
orientation onto the road and the uniform sequenc-
ing of the elevations. The oldest houses are built
entirely in oak timber, while the new floors have a
brick-built ground floor, the upstairs being of wood.
The formal features are the elongated rectangular
ground plan, the gable roof with its slope of 45-
50°, the covered external staircase with porch, the
decorative details (carved fences, pillars, details of
roof and main beams). The building technique is to
place thick oak planks one on top of the other, with
the visible structure of the wood on the outside. In
2002 the number of wooden houses in these vil-
lages was counted as 644.

Also on the curtilages are the traditional farm and
utility buildings of various kinds — stables, barns,
stores, pigsties, corn cribs.

From the cultural heritage aspect, this area is as-
sessed as being highly valuable for its historical,
cultural, architectural, ethnological and social fea-
tures. New building is not featured to any essential
extent in the area.

1.6.5 The moveable cultural heritage

The moveable cultural heritage in Lonjsko Polje is
an integral part of the cultural identity of the tradi-
tional rural milieu. It is a component part of the tra-
ditional and historical buildings, and has a special
status as protected collection:

Inventories of religious buildings

The original religious inventory, consisting of al-
tars, paintings, statues, church furnishings (such as
pews, confessional boxes, sacristy presses, kneel-
ers), organs, liturgical vessels, old books, votive
banners and so on, is preserved in all the religious
buildings churches and Krate¢ko, Lonja, Jaseno-
vac, KoSutarica, Osekovo and Strusce.

It is of crucial importance to renovate the inventory
and put the religious buildings in good order, for the
entire experience and the ambience of an ecclesi-
astical building, which tells of the historical context
and the artistic level of the local community.

Ethnographic heritage

The moveable material heritage is represented by
very well preserved objects related to traditional
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inventar starih trgovina, seoskih gostionica, opéin-
skih zgrada i sl.

Etnografske zbirke

Osim etnoloske bastine, o¢uvane na mnogim okuc-
nicama, u posljednjih desetak godina uredeno je
nekoliko zbirki koje su otvorene posijetiteljima Parka
prirode. Svaka od tih zbirki ima viSe stotina razli¢itih
predmeta.

Kompleks ima vrijednost memorijalnog podrucja
od nacionalnog znacaja te uziva poseban status.
Zasticen je kao kulturno dobro, br. zastite Z-3411.
Na podrucju Parka prirode Lonjsko polje teritorijal-
nu nadleznost za oCuvanje pokretne grade imaju
Gradski muzej Sisak (izvan Parka prirode) i Muzej
Moslavine Kutina (izvan Parka prirode). Dio etno-
grafskih predmeta i arheoloSkih nalaza potjece s
podrucja Lonjskog polja.

Pokretna dobra vezana uz koristenje vodotoka
Gradnja plovila — splavi, €amaca, lada i mlinova na
vodi dio je stoljetne tradicije na podrucju Parka pri-
rode Lonjsko polje.

farming and life, from objects of household equip-
ment and tools to costume. Every house has some
preserved items of tools, accessories, furniture,
various textiles and traditional costume. Textiles
were produced in the households on home-made
hand looms. Particularly prominent are costumes
woven from linen yarn, richly embroidered with
various coloured threads. They have Baroque fea-
tures, recognisable in the cut, the floral motifs and
the opulent colouring. Because of their particular
and identifiable features, these costumes stand
out from all other Croatian folk costumes, and are
named Posavina, or central Sava basin, costumes.
The equipment of public and communal buildings in
the settlements of Lonjsko Polje such as the electric
or steam mills (in Krapje, Jasenovac, Krate¢ko and
Suvoj), the historical fire fighting equipment (fire en-
gines, pumps and so on), the inventory of the old
shops, the rural taverns, the commune buildings all
have value as moveable cultural heritage.

Ethnographic collections

As well as the ethnological heritage preserved in
many farmyards, in the last ten years or so sev-
eral collections have been set up, which are open
to Nature Park visitors. Each of these collections
numbers several hundred objects of various kinds.

Reqistered and protected ethnological collections

are the following:

- Cigoc 34 - the Sugié collection (textiles, tools, ve-
ssels and the like) -

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Plovila

Zbog osebujna mocvarnog podrucja i potrebe za
komunikacijom koja se najlak$e odvijala vodom,
svaka kuca u Lonjskom polju nekada je imala maniji
¢amac. Razlicite vrste plovila sluzile su u dnevnom
zivotu za prijevoz robe i proizvoda, ribolov i mljeve-
nje zita na plovec¢im mlinovima.

Za plovidbu Savom i okolnim vodotocima gradili
su se manji ¢amci, splavi i lade.

Skele se vrjednuju
kao osebujno prometno sredstvo i kulturno dobro
tehni¢kog karaktera koje moze posluziti i u turistic-
koj ponudi. Skelni prijelazi na Savi na podrucju Par-
ka prirode Lonjsko polje:

Suvoj — Bobovac

Mlinovi na Savi

Mlinovi na Savi oblik su vodenica koje su koristi-
le dinamiCku energiju vodotoka nizinskih rijeka.
Osnovna konstrukcija postavljena je na camcima ili
splavima (kompama), a plutale su na vodi, usidrene
uz obalu ili dno rijeke.

Plutajuée vodenice na Savi stradavale su u velikim
vodnim valovima i smetale su plovidbi.

1.6.6 Nematerijalna kulturna bastina

Nematerijalna kulturna bastina na podru¢ju Lonj-
skog polja vrlo dobro pokazuje povezanost i identi-
fikaciju ljudi s povijesnim razdobljem Vojne granice
i rijekom Savom kao bithnom odrednicom sveuku-
pnog zivota, koja se o€ituje u toponimima, usmenoj
predaji, pjesmi i obi¢ajima te znanjima kojima ¢o-
vjek zivi u skladu s prirodom.

Nadalje, saCuvana nematerijalna bastina sjedinjuje
znanje i vjestine vezane uza sve oblike tradicional-
noga gospodarenja podruc¢jem; od obrade zemlje,
stocarstva, ribarstva do obrade drveta, tradicional-
nih obrta i rukotvorstva.

Museum collections

Collections are to be found in the following muse-
um institutions:

Jasenovac: the Jasenovac Memorial Area, Public
Institution

This guards the memory of the victims of the Usta-
sha concentration camp of World War Il. As well as
museum material, this museum presents the com-
plex of the memorial area.

It has the value of memorial area of national impor-
tance and enjoys a special status. It is protected as
cultural property protection number Z-3411.

In the area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park, the Sisak
Municipal Museum (outside the nature park) and
the Museum of Moslavina, Kutina (outside the park)
have territorial jurisdiction for the preservation of
the moveable material. Some ethnographic objects
and archaeological finds come from the Park area.

Moveable properties connected with the use of the
streams

The reaction ferries, rafts, boats, ships and water
mills are part of the centuries-old tradition in the
area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park.

Vessels

Because of the particularities of the wetland area
and the need for communication, which was most
easily effectuated on the water, every house in
Lonjsko Polje had at least a small boat. Various
kinds of vessel were used in everyday life for the
transportation of commodities and products, for
fishing and for grinding grain in floating mills.
Small boats, rafts and ships were built for sailing
on the Sava and nearby streams. Along the whole
length of the Sava basin and on the tributaries,
smaller wooden boats are still used, mainly for
fishing and recreation. Other kinds of vessel have
dropped out of use. Today, freight traffic along the
Sava takes place in motorised vessels, barges,
downstream from Sisak.

Reaction ferries

This is an extremely venerable form of transpor-
tation, powered by the stream itself, occasionally
making use of a motor. Reaction ferries are as-
sessed as a specific means of transportation and
a cultural property of an engineering and industrial
character that can form part of a tourist product.
Reaction ferries are used to cross the Sava in the
area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park:

Mills on the Sava

The mills on the Sava take the form of watermills
that make use of the dynamic energy of the streams
of lowland rivers. The basic structure was placed
on boats or rafts, and floated on the river, while
moored either to the bank or to the river bed.

The floating mills on the Sava, however, tended to
be damaged by water surges and they were a hin-
drance to river traffic.

1.6.6 The intangible cultural heritage

The intangible cultural heritage in Lonjsko Polje
presents very well the links and identification of
the people with the historical period of the Military
Frontier and the Sava River, crucially determining
life as a whole, manifested in the place names, in
oral tradition, songs and customs, and the lore of
people living in accord with nature.

The extant intangible heritage unites the knowledge
and skills related to all forms of traditional manage-
ment of the area - from the cultivation of the land,
the animal husbandry, the fishing, woodworking,
traditional trades and handicrafts.

To this day, the population of Lonjsko Polje has
preserved its knowledge, skills, customs, beliefs,
myths and legends.

As for handicrafts, several families still keep up the
art of weaving on a handloom, making wicker bas-
kets, making fishing nets, wooden boats, producing
their own food, as well as age-old cooking practic-
es and the preparation of old-fashioned dishes.
The intangible cultural heritage, or “living” heritage
is the youngest species of heritage.
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1.7 Socio-ekonomske znacajke

1.7.1 Naselja i stanovnistvo

Vecina naselja smjestena je na jugozapadnoj grani-
ci Lonjskog polja, neposredno uz lijevu obalu rijeke
Save. Parku prirode Lonjsko polje pripada 14 nase-
lia — Osekovo, Struzec, Cigoé, Krate¢ko, MuZilov-
Cica, Suvoj, Lonja, Trebez, Puska, Krapje, Drenov
Bok, Jasenovac, Kosutarica, Mlaka. Relativho su
daleko od glavnih cestovnih veza i medusobno sla-
bo povezana s naseljima na desnoj obali Save.

1.7 Socio-economic characteristics

1.7.1 Settlement and population

Most of the settlements are located on the SW
border of Lonjsko Polje, immediately alongside
the left bank of the Sava. In Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park are situated 14 settlements: Cigog, Kratecko,
Muzilov€ica, Suvoj, Lonja, Trebez, Struzec, Osek-
ovo, Drenov Bok, Jasenovac, KoSutarice, Krapje,
Mlaka i Puska. They are relatively distant from the
main road connections and are poorly connected
with settlements on the right bank of the Sava.

1.7.2 Javni interes
Javni interes na podrucju Parka €ine prirodni resursi:

Sume

67,7% Parka prekriveno je Sumama hrasta luznja-
ka i poljskog jasena. Vecina Suma gospodarski se
iskoriStava, a maniji dio, oko 10%, zastitne su Sume
i Sume posebne namjene. Dio tih Sumskih odjela
prostornim je planom predviden za zastitu u kate-
goriji posebnog rezervata ili zasti¢enog krajobraza.
Sumske povrsine su interes i lokalnom stanovnis-
tvu za obavljanje tradicionalnog sustava stocare-
nja, koji podrazumijeva koristenje Suma i Sumskog
zemljiSta za ispadu i zirenje svinja te za ispasu kru-
pne stoke. Vecim je dijelom u Sumama na podruc-
ju Parka dopusteno Zirenje i paSarenje uz obvezno
Cuvanje stoke.

Poplavne povrsine

Podrucje Parka prirode poplavno je podrucje gdje
se prirodne poplavne povrsine koriste za kontrolu
plavljenja, kao dio sustava za obranu od poplave.
Vodene mase rijeke Save preusmjeravaju se za vi-
sokog vodostaja preko ustava, jednog odteretnog
i viSe manijih kanala, u retencijski prostor Lonjskog
polja. Podrugja Mokrog polja, Opeke i Trstike nisu
u sustavu kontroliranog plavljenja.

1.7.2 Public interest

The public interest in the Park consists of the natu-
ral resources:

Forests

Sixty eight per cent of the Park is covered with for-
ests of common oak and narrow leaved ash. Most
of the woodland area is economically exploitable,
while a smaller part, about 10%, consists of pro-
tection forests and special purpose forests. Some
of these forest compartments are set aside in the
spatial plan for protection in the category of special
reserve or protected landscape.

Forest land is of interest to the local population for
the carrying out of the traditional system of animal
husbandry, which involves the use of the forest and
forest land for pig grazing and foraging and for the
grazing of larger animals. On the whole, in the area
of the Park, pasturing and foraging are permitted
on condition that the herds are watched.

The flood plain

The area of the Park is a floodplain region where
the naturally flooded land is used for control of
flooding, as part of a flood defence system. The
water masses of the Sava River at the time of high
water are channelled via sluices, one relief canals
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Plavljenje Lonjskog polja samo je djelomi¢no kon-
trolirano — manipulacijom ustavama Prevlaka i Tre-
bez 1 nadzire se punjenje Lonjskog polja savskim
vodama.

Lovna divljac¢

Prisutnost Sumskih, travnjackih i vodenih stanista
rezultira raznoliko$éu divljin Zivotinja, narocito ptica
i sisavaca. Zakonom o lovstvu dio tih divljih Zivo-
tinja predstavlja lovnu divlja¢, odnosno Zzivotinjske
vrste krupne, sitne i pernate divljaci.

Riblji fond

Riblji fond se iskoriStava provodenjem rekreacijskog
i tradicijskog ribolova, sukladno Zakonu o slatko-
vodnom ribarstvu i Zakonu o zastiti prirode. Tradi-
cijski je ribolov prema Pravilniku o unutarnjem redu
takoder ovlast Javne ustanove, koja radi oCuvanja
i promocije tradicijskih ribolovnih vjestina, znanja i
alata izdaje dopustenja za njegovo obavljanje.

Zone za posjecivanje

Danas se prirodni resursi koriste i u svrhu posjeci-
vanja, edukacije i rekreacije, te turizam kao gospo-
darska grana zauzima sve vaznije mjesto u razvoju
podrucja. U skladu s potrebama prilikom zonacije
Parka izdvojena su podrucja koja se kao prirodni
resursi koriste u sustavu posjecivanja, a Cine ih
podrucja bogata pticama, Sumskim, travnjackim i
vodenim povrsinama kao i podrucja s bogatom kul-
turnom i krajobraznom tradicijom.

1.7.3 KoriStenje zemlje danas

and some smaller canals into the flood water re-
tention zone of Lonjsko Polje. The areas of Mokro
Polje, Opeke and Trstika are not within the control-
led flooding system.

Flooding of Lonjsko Polje is semi-controlled by the
management of the TrebeZ and Prevlaka sluices.
Very significant uncontrolled waters come by the
Cesma, Lonja, Zelina Rivers. In the last twenty
years the biggest water flew has been recorded by
the Cesma River.

Some of the flooded areas are grass habitats, which
are traditionally used for the grazing of domestic
animals, and accordingly are one of the interests of
the local livestock rearers.

Game

Many of the forest, grass and aquatic habitats pro-
vide considerable diversity of wild animals, particu-
larly of birds and mammals. The Hunting Law con-
siders some of these wild animals game, including
large animals, small animals and feathered game.

Fish stocks

The fish stocks are used via both sporting (angling)
and traditional fishing, in line with the Freshwater
Fishery law and the Nature Protection Law. Tradi-
tional fishing according to the Nature Park Regu-
lations is also within the jurisdiction of the Public
Service, which for the purpose of preserving and
promoting the skills, know-how and tools of tradi-
tional fishing issues permits for the conduct of tra-
ditional fishing.

Visiting zones

Today the natural resources are also used for the
purposes of visiting, education and recreation, and
tourism, as branch of the economy, is occupying
an increasingly important position in the develop-
ment of the area. In line with the requirements, dur-
ing zoning of the Park, areas are set aside that are
used, as natural resources, in the visiting system.
They comprise areas rich in bird life, in forest, grass
and water areas, as well as areas with a rich cul-
tural and landscape tradition.

1.7.3 Present land use

To give a real picture of land use, the table shows
the results of research carried out in 2006:

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Vodno gospodarstvo

Razvoj sustava za obranu od poplave zapoceo
je sedamdesetih godina proslog stolje¢a, nakon
katastrofalnih poplava u gradovima uz rijeku Savu.
Cijeli sustav za obranu od poplave ima tri glavha
cilja: zastita ljudi, imovine i osiguranje poljopri-
vrednog zemljiSta. Zbog redukcije vrSnih protoka
poplavnih valova, u nizinskim retencijama sustav
Srednje Posavine ima klju¢nu vaznost i u zastiti od
poplava slavonske dionice Save, nizvodno od Stare
Gradiske, te u zastiti od poplava u susjednim drza-
vama Bosni i Hercegovini i Srbiji.

Sustavom su obuhvaéene prirodne poplavne
povrSine ¢ime je sacuvana njihova osnovna fun-
kcija, a zastita bioloskih i krajobraznih vrijednosti
ide usporedo s modifikacijom sustava za obranu od
poplave.

Sustav obrane od poplave Srednje Posavine, koji
zahvada Park prirode Lonjsko polje, €ini niz plani-
ranih gradevina i zahvata, a pokriva podrucje od
Zagreba i Karlovca na zapadu do Nove Gradiske
na istoku.

Stupanj izgradenosti projektiranog sustava procje-
njuje se na oko 40 posto. U dosadasnjem razdoblju
djelomi¢no izgradeni sustav pokazao se uspjes-
nim, ali je upozorio i na neke propuste. Cinjenica da
projektirani sustav nije u cijelosti izveden nije ne-
dostatak, ve¢ mogucnost za modifikaciju osnovnih
rieSenja u skladu s novim rezultatima istrazivanja i
spoznajama o zastiti bioloske i krajobrazne razno-
likosti.

Najveci dio sustava za obranu od poplave na po-
druc¢ju je Parka prirode. To su retencijski prosto-
ri koji su u odredenom dijelu godine pod vodom
(plavljeni). Obuhvaca nekoliko cjelina, i to:

¢ |onjsko polje — kontrolirana retencija, 25 630 ha
® Opeke, Trstika i Mokro polje, nekontrolirano po-
drucje, 20 600 ha

Lonjsko polje bogato je i izvoristima pitke vode te
se dva izvorista (Drenov Bok i Osekovo) rabe u su-
stavu iskoriStavanja pitke vode.

Ribnjacarstvo

Proizvodnja riba prisutna je na ribnjacima Lipovljani
i Slobostina, koji se nalaze u utjecajnoj zoni Parka.
Proizvodnja bez poticaja nije rentabilna, te je odr-
zivost ovih vodenih stanista kao vrijednih hranidbe-
nih stanista i gnjezdista upitna.

Water management
The development of the flood defence system
started in the 1970s, after disastrous flooding in
the cities along the Sava. The whole flood defence
system is based around three main objectives: to
protect persons, property and agricultural land.
Because of a reduction in peak flows of flood
waves, in the lowland flood water retention zones
the Central Sava Valley system has a key impor-
tance in the flood defence of the Slavonian part of
the Sava down water from Stara GradiSka as well
as in the flood defence system in the neighbouring
states of Bosnia-Herzegovina and Serbia.
Areas naturally liable to flood are covered in the
system, their basic function thus being preserved,
and the protection of biological and landscape val-
ues going hand in hand with modification of the
flood defence system.
The central Sava basin flood defence system, which
includes the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park, consists of
a series of planned constructions and operations,
and covers the area from Zagreb and Karlovac in
the west to Nova Gradiska in the east.
The system is calculated as being completed to
about the 40% level. In the current period, the sys-
tem as partially effectuated has proved to be effec-
tive but has also thrown some failings into relief.
The fact that the planned system has not been built
to the full should not be seen as a failure, but as
a possibility for the modification of the basic ap-
proaches, in line with new results of research and
new knowledge about the need to protect biologi-
cal and landscape diversities.
The major part of the flood defence system is found
in the Nature Park area. These are areas for the re-
tention of flood waters, which are for a certain time
of the year inundated. This area includes several
units, as follows:
¢ Lonjsko Polje — controlled flood water retention
zone of 25.630 ha
® Opeke, Trstika and Mokro Polje, uncontrolled
20.600 ha.

In Lonjsko Polje Nature Park there are two drink-
ing water sources (Drenov Bok an Osekovo) used
in water supply.

Fishery

Fish production is present in the fish ponds called
Lipovljani and Slobostina, which are within the
Park’s buffer zone. Production is not profitable,
however, without incentives, and the sustainability

PasSarenje krupne stoke

Sezona paSarenja zapocinje nakon topljenja sni-
jega ili nakon proljetnih poplava kada su pasnjaci
dovoljno suhi da stoka moze po njima nesmetano
hodati. Stanje travnjaka nije kriterij, pa se Cesto zi-
votinje odvoze na pasSnjake i dok trava nije dovoljno
visoka. Takvi pasnjaci nalaze se na podrucju koje
najceSce nije plavljeno i stoka tamo boravi najka-
snije do 1. svibnja. Nakon toga stoka napusta ove
pasnjake da bi se trava obnovila za kosnju. Sezona
kosnje zapocinje 1. srpnja i traje do 15. kolovoza.
Vecina livada kosi se samo jedanput na godinu.
Livade koje poplavljuju kose se posljednje jer se
sijeno uglavnom rabi za ishranu konja. Krupna sto-
ka je na pasnjacima cijelo ljeto do kasne jeseni ili
do novih poplava u listopadu i studenom. U selima
koja imaju zajedniCke pasnjake krave su na ispasi
cijeli dan. Seljaci sami medu sobom odreduju koja
Ce osoba i kada paziti na stoku. Osnovno mijerilo
koje odreduje broj dana koje ¢e seljak potrositi za
Cuvanje stoke je broj grla na pasnjaku.

and nesting sites, is doubtful.

Traditional agriculture

The basic way in which the local population in the

Park makes its living is agriculture, and within this,

animal husbandry, in the form of traditional exten-

sive production (pasturing, foraging, haymaking).

This manner of land management preserves bio-

logical diversity to the maximum and it should be

encouraged and developed by all measures. Such

a system of stewardship probably exists nowhere

else, and this is one more reason for it to be pre-

served.

The traditional pasturing system is an ideal manner

of using the human and natural resources, because

its role is positive in several ways:

e for pasturing, the local indigenous breeds are

best, being adapted to the habitat conditions , and

then these are also threatened breeds that we wish

to preserve,

e pasturing is a manner of making use of the gra-
ssland that best protects the landscape

e this kind of extensive manner of livestock keeping
in a preserved environment results in quality pro-
ducts (needing good marketing however), which
is essential for rural tourism

® animals kept in the park in the traditional way are
an additional draw for visitors.

Pasturing of the large livestock

The pasturing season commences after the melting
of the snow or after the spring, when the pastures
are firm enough for the livestock to be able to move
without encumbrance. The state of the grassland is
not a criterion, and the animals are often moved to
the pastures before the grass is high enough. Such
pastures are mostly in areas that are not inundated,
and the animals will stay there until May 1 at the
latest. After that the livestock will move out of these
pastures, for the grass to be renewed for the pur-
poses of mowing. The mowing season starts on July
1 and will last until August 15, most of the meadows
being mown but once a year. The pastures liable to
flooding are mown last of all, for the hay is mainly
used as horse fodder. The large livestock stays at
pasture the whole summer until late autumn or until
the fresh floods in October and November. In the
villages that have common pastures, the cows are
at pasture all day long. The village people decide
among themselves who is to keep watch over the
livestock. The basic rule that determines how many

Travnjaci (pasnjaci i livade) nisu za intenzivnu trav-
njacku proizvodnju, a trava s livada koje se kose
daje sijeno osrednje kvalitete.

ZajedniCkom uporabom zemljiSta seoskih zajedni-
ca Cuva se tradicionalno gospodarenje zemljom, a
lokalno stanovnistvo aktivno se uklju€uje u oCuva-
nje okoliSa i gospodarenje Parkom.

Ispasa svinja

Ispasa svinja odvija se na pasnjacima, u hrastovim
Sumama i Sumama poljskog jasena. U rano prolje-
¢e, dok prizemna vegetacija nije jo$ zelena, svinje
ruju Zir, a u mikro-depresijama s vodom mogu naci
mnogo zivotinjskih izvora bjelan¢evina. Sve dok
krupna stoka ne dode na pasnjak, svinje se njime
mogu Kkoristiti i cijeloga prerovati. Takav nacin pa-
Sarenja daje najbolju kvalitetu pasnjaka. Kada na
pasnjak dode krupna stoka, svinje se obi¢no po-
vlaCe jer bi inaCe uniStavale travu koja je kravama
neophodna. Takav nadin prehrane primjenjuje se
samo ovdje. Svinje tada odlaze u vlazna Sumska
podrucja. Kasnije, u jesen, svinje se premjestaju na
oranice da skupe ostatke Zetve. Stocari tako odrza-
vaju stado zajedno.

Svrha ovakvog nacina prehrane je uzgoj i odrza-
vanje svinja u njihovu prirodnom okruzenju. Stado
se sastoji od krmace i nerasta. Iz stada se obic¢no
formira porodica sastavljena od krmaca, nerasta i
pomlatka koja €ini tzv. jato. Osnovno jato se sastoji
od 6-8 krmaca s nerastom, pa jedno jato ¢ini oko
40-50 svinja. Stare krmace su za stoCare pravo bo-
gatstvo i moraju se Cuvati. Pastir ¢e gdje je god to
moguce dati prednost formiranju jata jer se na taj
nacin smanjuje potreba za nadzorom. Pastir moze
Cuvati vise svinja ako primijeni sustav upravljanja
jatom umjesto sustava upravljanja stadom. Na te-
zim terenima u polju jedan pastir moze upravljati s
najvise 8-10 jata.

Neke biljne vrste (inace rijetke i ugrozene na drugim

podrucjima) odrzavaju se na podru¢ju Parka samo
zahvaljujuéi svinjama (Mentha pulegium, Pulicaria

days a given villager will watch over the herd is the

number of head he or she has at pasture.

1. Gmajna — the common. The form of pasturing on
the great flood zone pastures that are used in
common by the population of villages located in
the vicinity of the floodplain.

2. Haymaking areas — a type of pasturing that is
used on the meadows from March to May 1,
while the flooding in the plain lasts, when the-
se meadows are used for the evacuation of the
livestock.

3. The Poloj - this is the kind of pasture used by
villages that do not have in the vicinity the large
areas of pastures, and who are forced to use the
embankments, the approach roads, the holts
and the flood areas between the Sava and the
embankment. This type of pasture is very widely
distributed south of the Sava on the way to the
national border.

Grasslands — meadows and pastures — are not

meant for the intensive production of grass, and the

grass from the meadows that are mown gives hay
of only average quality.

The common use of the land by the rural communi-

ties means that the traditional management of the

land is preserved, and that the local population will
be actively involved in the preservation of the envi-
ronment and the management of the Park.

Grazing of pigs

Grazing of pigs takes place on the pastures, in the
oak forests and the narrow leaved ash forests. In
the early spring, when the surface vegetation is still
not green, the pigs forage for acorns, while in the
water-filled micro-depressions they can find nu-
merous animal sources of protein. The pigs can use
the pasture and root it up as long as the large live-
stock does not want to use it. This kind of pasturing
in fact provides the highest quality pasture. When
the large animals arrive on the pasture, the pigs are
usually driven off, for they destroy the grass that is
essential for the cows. This manner of feeding ex-
ists only here. The pigs are then taken to the wet
forest areas. Later in autumn the pigs are moved
to the ploughland for gleaning. In this way the live-
stock rearers keep the herds together.

The purpose of this way of feeding is to breed and
maintain the pigs in their natural shape. The herd
consists of a sow and boar. From the herd, families
are usually composed, comprising sow, boar and
young, making up a “flock”. The basic “flock” con-
sists of 6 to 8 sows with a boar, and then one flock
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vulgaris, Teucrium scordium, Marsilea quadrifolia i
Gratiola oficinalis; Tiekotter, 1998., ).

Elementi tradicionalnog sustava pasarenja

PlandiSta — Sumski otoci koji su na pasSnjacima
ostavljeni kao sjenovita podrucja za zaklon krupne
stoke.

Tradicijski svinjci — tradicionalno se grade od drve-
ta, a pokrivaju se trstikom i slamom. Ti su objekti
vrlo slikoviti, tj. njihov tradicionalni oblik izveden je
od prirodnih materijala (drvo, trstika, slama), ima
vrijednost tradicijskih objekata i kulturnu vrijednost
u uredenju i oCuvanju kulturnog krajolika. Tipicni
Sumski svinjac otvoren je sprijeda, a smjeSten otvo-
renom stranom prema jugoistoku, gdje je obi¢no
ogradeni ispust. Lokaliteti: Lonjsko polje od Cigoc’:a
do Muzilov¢ice, Sumski odjeli iza Cigoc’:a i Muzilov-
Cice; OseCko polje; pasnjaci izmedu Svinjickog i
Stare Lonje; Mokro polje kod autoceste.

Sala$ ili stan - izdvojeni dio imanja gdje su pastiri
stanovali zajedno s blagom i od tuda su ga svaki
dan tjerali naispasu i u Sumu. Na Zalost, salasa viSe
nema u Lonjskom polju pa jedan od cilieva mora
biti rekonstrukcija tipi¢nog salasa koji ¢e sluziti kao
muzej pod vedrim nebom.

Hrvatske izvorne pasmine (posavski konj, hrvatski
hladnokrvnjak, podolac, turopoljska svinja, crna
slavonska svinja, posavska guska) udovoljavaju
svim spomenutim uvjetima pa su kao takve idealne
za drzanje na pasnjacima Parka prirode.

is made up of some 40 to 50 pigs. The old sows are
invaluable for the herdsmen and have to be kept.
Wherever he can the swineherd will give priority to
the formation of flocks for in this way the need to
supervise is reduced. A herdsman may keep more
pigs if he adopts the system of flock-management
instead of herd management. In the more difficult
land in the plain, a single herdsman can manage at
most 8 to 10 flocks.

Some plant species (which tend to be rare and
endangered in other areas) are maintained in the
area of the Park only thanks to the pigs ( Mentha
pulegium, Pulicaria vulgaris, Teucrium scordium,
Marsilea quadrifolia and Gratiola oficinalis; Tiekot-
ter, 1998.,)

In conclusion it can be stated that the traditional
management of the pastures in the Park is essential
for the maintenance of the landscape and the pro-
tection of biological diversity.

Some elements of the traditional pasturing system
Plandiste or shade and rest areas — forest islands
in the pastures deliberately left to provide shady ar-
eas as a refuge for large animals.

Traditional pigsties — since time out of mind built of
wood and covered with a thatch of reed or straw.
These structures are highly picturesque, being
made out of natural materials, and having the val-
ues of traditional structures and of giving shape to
and preserving the cultural landscape. A traditional
forest pigsty is open at the front, and located in
such a way that it faces south-east, where there
is usually a fenced outlet. Locations: Lonjsko polje
from Cigoé to Muzilovéica, forest departments be-
hind Cigo¢ and Muzilovéica; Osekovo polje; pas-
tures between Svinjicko and Stara Lonja; Mokro
polje near the high-way.

Sala$ - bothy — a separate part of the holding where
the herdsmen lived with the livestock and drove them
thence everyday to the grazing in the forest. Alas
there are no more bothies in Lonsko Polje, and one
of the aims must be the reconstruction of the typical
bothy, sala$, to serve as an open-air museum.

Field paths —the routes that the herdsmen use daily
to drive the livestock to the grazing land.

Since pasturing is an extensive way of using the
natural grasslands (which are often quite mea-
gre), in which the animals are kept day and night
outdoors, with occasional human supervision, the
system can function only if the breeds of domestic
animals meet the following characteristics:

open in extreme conditions (absence of food, flo-
od, cold, heat, parasites,

e modesty with respect to food, efficiency in use

¢ social behaviour essential for feeding and being
kept together.

The original Croatian breeds (Posavina horse, Po-
dolje cow, Turopolje pig, the black Slavonian pig,
the Posavina goose) meet all these requirements,
and are thus ideal for keeping on the pastures of
the Park, and will thus be described here.

The visiting system

Two info-centres in Lonjsko polje Nature Park are
renovated for visiting system, Cigoé¢ No. 26 and
Krapje No. 16. They are equipped and have souve-
nir shops and resting area. Organization of visiting
is organized with tourist guides and educational
programmes as follows:

 White stork in Cigo¢

¢ Krapje — village of the architectural heritage

¢ Spoonbill — bird with a spoon

¢ Posavac horse

e Amphibians in Lonjsko Polje

Special programmes for special interest groups
— for example, the lowland riparian forests; original
breeds in Lonjsko Polje.

It is expected that the main reception centres (the
main entrances into the Park) will direct visitors in
the Park. The orientation of visitors in the framework
of these measures has the following objectives:

¢ \/isitors to the Park must be able in the info centre
to pick up a varied menu of interesting activities and
an insight into the cultural and natural landscape

e Because of the actual product and the accom-
panying protection measures, the impacts on the
animal and plant worlds have to be reduced to the
lowest possible level

® The population of the Park must have a share in
the tourism revenue, and it is expected that the ad-
ministration of the Park and the households dealing
with tourism will be in close working contact

¢ The making of a weekend programme for visitors
and its implementation in collaboration with house-
holds that are licensed to offer bed and board

Each collection numbers several hundred different

Exhibitions at Lonjsko Polje Nature Park info points:

] Cigoé 26, in the renovated traditional wooden ho-
use there is a rather small exhibition of authentic
traditional items of a carpenter’s workshop: chi-
sel, plane, saw, worktable, compass and so on.

e Krapje 1, in the renovated traditional house, gro-
und floor only, there is a small exhibition of pho-
tographs, texts on panels, and some artefacts
concerning the values and specific features of
Lonjsko Polje.

Promotional materials and souvenirs

In the info-centres in Cigo& and Krapje, the Public
Service has organised sales of promotional material
and souvenirs. The expert publications, tourist map,
LPNP bulletins, bird books, the LPNP Book, the Gu-
ide for rangers, Guide for teachers, can be bought in
info-centres. The supply of souvenirs is better than
that of promotional printed matters. Most of the so-
uvenirs are sold on commission, so that the Service
has no financial burden in acquiring them.

Trails

The visitors can use two trails in LPNP: the trail
from Krapje to Drenov Bok Village and the trail from
Cigoc’ Village to Lonjsko polje.

6 cycling routes connect tourist destinations in

LPNP as follows:

e THE POSAVINA ROUTE, The Posavina Route fo-
llows the left bank of the course of the Sava River
along the county road, for a length of 76 km

e THE SUBOCKA ROUTE, The Subocka Route is a
circular route, 41 km long, starting out from Kra-
pje — Architectural Heritage Village — and heading
for the settlement of Jasenovac.
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e SUNJSKA RUTA. Na “Sunjsku rutu”, dugacku 50
km, krece se s “Posavske rute”, gdje se iz sela
KrateCko atraktivnom voznjom pomocu tradicij-
ske skele dolazi na desnu obale Save.

¢ UNSKA RUTA (alternativna). “Unska ruta” dugac-
ka je 61 km i krece istim smjerom kao i “Sunjska
ruta”, ali se u Suniji odvaja kroz sela G. Hrastovac
i Stubalj prema Hrvatskoj Kostajnici.

e MOSLAVACKA RUTA. ,Moslavacka ruta” je du-
gacka 34 km, kreée iz europskog sela roda Ci-
goca prema Guscu, a potom se odvaja desno
prema Svinjickom.

Lovstvo

Na podruc¢ju Parka prirode Lonjsko polje provode

se lovne aktivnosti sukladno Zakonu o lovstvu i Za-

konu o zastiti prirode. Prema Zakonu o lovstvu, u

Parku je dopusteno loviti:

a) krupnu divlja¢ (jelen obi¢ni Cervus elaphus, srna
obicna Capreolus capreolus, svinja divlja Sus
scrofa)

b) sitnu divlja¢ (dlakava divlja¢ i pernata divljac).

Temeljem Pravilnika o zastiti pojedinih Zivotinjskih
vrsta zabranjen je lov na dlakavu divlja¢ (macka
divlja Felix silvestris, puh veliki Myoxus glis), a tre-
nutacno je na snazi zabrana lova na lovnu pernatu
divlja¢, osim na fazana.

Na podrucju Parka ukupno je 15 lovista, od kojih su
dva izvan njegovih granica. To su ribnjaci Slobosti-
na i Lipovljani.

Ribolov

Sukladno Zakonu o slatkovodnom ribarstvu i Zako-
nu o zastiti prirode, u Parku prirode Lonjsko polje
ribolovne aktivnosti obavljat ¢e se prema Pravilniku
o unutarnjem redu, temeljem kojega ¢e se ribolov
ograni€iti na rekreacijski i tradicijski. Za obje vrste
ribolova Prostorni plan podrucja posebnih obiljez-
ja Parka prirode Lonjsko polje predvida ribolovne
zone.

e THE LIPOVLJANI ROUTE, The Lipovljani Route
is a circular route 39 km long. It starts out from
Krapje — Architectural Heritage Village

e THE SUNJA ROUTE, The 50 km long Sunja Route
is reached from the Posavina Route, where from
the village of Krate€ko with an extremely pleasant
ride that makes use of a traditional ferry over the
river you get to the right bank of the Sava

e THE UNA ROUTE (an alternative), The Una Route,
which is 61 km long, and moves in the same di-
rection as the Sunja Route, splits off however at
Sunja and goes through the villages of G. Hrasto-
vac and Stubalj towards Hrvatska Kostajnica.

e THE MOSLAVINA ROUTE, The Moslavina Route
is 34 km long, and starts off from the European
Stork Village, Cigoc’:, towards Gusce, and then
breaks off to the right towards Svinjicki, a village
famed for its traditional style of fishing.

Hunting
In the area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park hunting is
engaged in according to the provisions of the Hun-
ting Law and the Nature Protection Law. Accor-
ding to the Hunting Law, in the park it is allowed
to hunt:
a. Big game (red deer, Cervus elaphus, roe deer,
Capreolus capreolus, wild boar Sus scrofa)
b. Small game (furred game and feathered game)
According to the Regulations concerning the pro-
tection of some animal species it is forbidden to
hunt the species Felix silvestris, wild cat, and the
edible dormouse Myoxus glis; a ban on hunting all
feathered game except for pheasants is in the pi-
peline.
In the area of the park there are 15 chases, inclu-
ding two chases of the fishponds of Lipovljani and
Slobostina out of border of LPNP.

Fishing

In line with the Freshwater Fishery Law and the
Nature Protection Park, fishing activities will be
carried out in the Nature Park according the Nature
Park Regulations, pursuant to which fishing will be
engaged in as recreational fishing and as traditional
fishing. For both kinds of fishing the Spatial Plan of
areas of special characteristics of the Lonjsko Polje
Nature Park foresees fishing zones.
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2 EVALUACIJA

2.1 Procjena ekoloskih vrijednosti
2.1.1 Veli¢ina podrucja

Park prirode Lonjsko polje smjesten je u poplavnom
podrucju srednjeg toka rijeke Save. Podrucje je dio
srednjoposavskog bazena veli¢ine 300 000 ha, a
prirodne retencije (kontrolirane i nekontrolirane) po-
krivaju oko 100 000 ha poplavnih povrSina. Integri-
tet podrucja je dovoljan da osigura slijed ekoloskih
procesa nuznih za odrzavanje nizinskih poplavnih
Sumskih i travnatih ekosustava. Vecdina poplavnih
povrsina oko Parka prirode zasti¢ena je u kategoriji
»Zzhacajni krajobraz“ (Odransko polje, Sunjsko polje
— u postupku), te je i na taj nac€in osigurana prirod-
nost dinamike plavljenja.

Dinamika plavljenja i periodi¢ne promjene uzroko-
vane prirodnim geomorfoloSkim procesima kljucni
su ¢imbenik opstojnosti velikoga broja vrsta ptica
koje su ovdje zabiljezene i prije 200 godina. Park
prirode zajedno s ribnjacima Crna Mlaka, Lipovlja-
ni, Vrbovljani i Jelas polje i okolnim poplavnim po-
vrS§inama (Turopoljsko, Odransko i Ribarsko polje),
smjestenim uz rijeku Savu, €ine vrijedan modcvarni
ekosustav, koji je prepoznat kao vazno podrucje
gnijezdenja mnogih vrsta ptica te kao hranidbeno
staniste i zimovaliste ptica vodenih stanista.

Lonjsko i Mokro polje najveca su prirodna mrjesti-
lista riba cijelog dunavskog porjecja, gdje za vrije-
me poplava postoje idealni uvjeti za mrijest Sarana,
smuda i soma.

Isto tako veli€ina oCuvanih poplavnih pasnjaka osi-
gurava tradicionalno stocarstvo i uzgoj i oCuvanije
ugrozenih autohtonih pasmina — hrvatskog posav-
ca, turopoljske svinje. Uporaba velikih pasnjackih
kompleksa ima znacenje u oCuvanju tradicionalnog
koriStenja zemlje, ponajviSe tradicionalnog stoca-
renja i oCuvanja ugrozenih pasmina. Prostranstvo
poplavnih pasnjaka dovoljno je veliko da osigura
slijed tradicionalnog sustava paSarenja te koriSte-
nje takva sustava u proizvodnji tradicionalnih poljo-
privrednih proizvoda za potrebe turisticke gastro-
nomske ponude.

2 EVALUATION

2.1 Ecological evaluation
2.1.1. The size and position of the wetland

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is located in the flood
plain of the central course of the Sava River. The
area is thus part of the central Sava basin, which is
300.000 ha in size, while the flood water retention
zones (natural and controlled) cover about 100.000
ha of flood areas. The integrity of the area is suf-
ficient to ensure the continuity of ecological proc-
esses essential for the maintenance of the lowland
flooded forest and grassland ecosystems. Most of
the areas around the Park subject to flooding are in
the protected category of "Important Landscape”
(Odransko Polje, Sunjsko Pole — in process)), and in
this manner the naturalness of the flooding dynam-
ics is guaranteed.

Flooding dynamics and periodic changes brought
about by natural geomorphologic factors are a fac-
tor in the subsistence of a large number of bird
species recorded here also 200 years earlier. The
Nature Park, with the fish ponds Crna Mlaka, Lipov-
ljani, Vrbovljani and Jelas Polje and with the sur-
rounding flood plain areas (Turopoljsko, Odransko
and Ribarsko Poljes) located along the Sava make
up a valuable wetland ecosystem that is recognised
as an important area for the nesting of many bird
species as well as a feeding habitat and a wintering
area for waterfowl.

Lonjsko Polje and Mokro Polje are the biggest nat-
ural spawning areas for fish in the whole area of the
Danube catchment area, and in time of great floods
there are ideal conditions for the spawning of carp,
pike perch and catfish.

Similarly, most of the preserved flood zone pas-
tures provide for the traditional animal husbandry
and the breeding and preservation of endangered
indigenous breeds the Croatian Posavac horse and
the Turopolje pig. The use of the great pasture com-
plex is of importance in the preservation of tradition
land use, above all of traditional livestock keeping
and the preservation of endangered breeds. The
great extent of the flooded pastures is sufficient
to ensure the continuity of the traditional pasturing
system and the use of this system in the produc-
tion of traditional agricultural products to support
the good food part of the tourist product.
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2.1.2 Bioloska raznolikost

Bioloska i krajobrazna raznolikost Parka prirode po-
kazuje visok stupanj oCuvanosti i znatan je potenci-
jal u sustavu posjecivanja. Ocuvanost stupnja bio-
raznolikosti ovisi o proslom i buduc¢em upravljanju,
oc€uvanju tradicionalnog nacina Zivota (tradicional-
no stoCarenje, odrzivo koristenje prirodnih resursa)
te upravljanju sustavom za obranu od poplave.

Raznolikost vrsta

Kao §to je prikazano u opisnom dijelu, raznolikost
flore i faune velika je na vecini stanista.

Lonjsko polje je s poplavnim povrSinama od medu-
narodne vaznosti za gnijezdece i migratorne vrste
ptica, posebno za ptice vodenih stani$ta. Ovdje
obitava 250 vrsta ptica (2/3 hrvatske populacije) od
kojih se 134 i gnijezde.

U Parku su dva ornitoloSka rezervata — Rakita (430
ha) i Krapje dol (25 ha), poznat po mjeSovitoj koloniji
gnijezdece populacije Zlicarke (Platalea leucorodia),
male bijele Caplje (Egretta garzetta) i gaka (Nyctico-
rax nycticorax). 1% od ukupne svjetske populacije
Zlicarke gnijezdi se u OrnitoloSkom rezervatu Kra-
pje dol.

Vrlo je znacajna i populacija bijele rode (Ciconia ci-
conia). Na Sirem podrucju Parka gnijezdi se gotovo
trecina nacionalne populacije. Prisutnost bijele rode
pokazatelj je oCuvanosti kulturnog krajolika.

2.1.2 Biological diversity

The biological and landscape diversity of the Nature
Park constitute a high level of preservation and an
important potential in the visiting regime. The pres-
ervation of a high level of biodiversity depends on
past and present stewardship, on the preservation
of the traditional manner of life (traditional animal
husbandry, sustainable use of natural resources)
and managing the flood defence system.

Diversity of species

As presented in the descriptive part, the diversity of
flora and fauna is great at most of the habitats. With
its flooded areas, Lonjsko Polje is of international
importance for nesting and migratory bird species,
particularly birds of aquatic species. Here live 250
species of bird (two thirds of the Croatian popula-
tion), 134 of which also nest here.

The Park has two ornithological reserves — Rakita of
430 ha and Krapje Dol of 25 ha, known for its mixed
colony of a nesting population of spoonbills (Pla-
talea leucorodia), of the little egret, Egretta garzetta
and the night heron, Nycticorax nycticorax).

Also very important is the white stork population
(Ciconia ciconia). Almost a third of the national
stork population nests in the Park. The presence of
the stork is an indicator of the preservation of the
traditional agriculture and the cultural landscape.

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Od ukupno 170 vrsta europske populacije sisava-
ca, ¢ak ih je 58 zabiljezeno na podrucju Lonjskog
polja, dok je od ukupno 39 vrsta vretenaca ¢ak njih
15 na popisu ugrozenih vrsta.

Hrast luznjak (Quercus robur) dolazi u dva autoh-
tona varijeteta ekonomske i ekoloske vrijednosti:
palustris i tardissima. Varijetet tardissima je od eko-
nomske vaznosti. U usporedbi s ostalim europskim
vrstama drvec¢a, Sume hrasta luznjaka pokazuju
najveci broj zivotinjskih vrsta koje ovise o njima.
Izvorne pasmine velika su vrijednost i dokaz inte-
griteta i autenti¢nosti podrucja. U Parku prirode
Lonjsko polje jo$ se uvijek mogu vidjeti na slobod-
noj ispasi ¢ak Cetiri autohtone pasmine: turopoljska
svinja, posavski konj, hrvatski hladnokrvnjak i sla-
vonsko-srijemsko podolsko govedo.

Of the total 170 species of mammals in Europe, as
many as 58 have been recorded in Lonjsko Polje,
while of the total 39 species of dragonflies, as many
as 15 are on the list of endangered species. Quer-
cus robur is found in two indigenous varieties of
economic and ecological value: palustris and tardis-
sima. The variety tardissima is of economic interest.
In comparison with other European tree species,
forests of common oak show the greatest number
of animal species that are dependent on them.
Indigenous breeds constitute a major value and
evidence of the integrity and authenticity of the
area. In Lonjsko Polje Nature Park it is still possi-
ble to see at free pasture four indigenous breeds:
the Turopolje pig, the Posavac horse, the Croatian
cold-blooded horse and Slavonian-Syrmian Podo-
lia cattle.

Raznolikost stanista

Raznolikost staniSta u poplavnom podrucju rijeke
Save ovisi 0 mikroreljefu, a uvjetovano dinamikom
plavljenja, prilagodbi poplavama i tradicionalnom
nacinu zivota. IspaSa je vazan ¢imbenik u stvara-
nju strukture mikroreljefa. Valja oCekivati da ¢e u

Habitat diversity

Diversity of habitats in the flood plain area of the
Sava River is correlated with the micro-relief in con-
junction with the dynamics of flooding, the adjust-
ment to floods and the traditional manner of life.
Grazing is an important factor in the creation of the
structure of the micro-relief. It would be expected
that in a retention area the micro-relief difference
would disappear and the levels become evened out

Krajobraz oblikovan utjecajem Covjeka drugi je po
redu vazan Cimbenik velike raznolikosti stanista.
Dio tih staniSta nepovratno je degradiran procesi-
ma melioracije, parcelacije i komasacije zemljista
(sredinom 20. stoljeca), ¢ime je unisten dio povr-
Sina pod livadama, prirodne Zivice i primjerci starih
stabala, a stari rijeCni rukavci odsje€eni su od ma-
tiCne rijeke, te prolaze stadij zarastanja.

Vocénjaci sa starim sortama voca takoder su ugro-
zeni zbog uvodenja novih sorata i mjera kultivacije.
Uza sam rub Parka dva su ribnjaka — Lipovljani
(600 ha) i Slobostina (450 ha), kojima ne upravlja
JUPPLP, ali su vazna za ishranu i gnijezdenje ptica
Lonjskog polje, te su stoga uvrStena na popis po-
drucgja nacionalne ekoloske mreze.

EkoloSka mreza

Podrucje Parka prirode Lonjsko polje nalazi se na
popisu priloga Uredbe o ekoloskoj mrezi.

U Hrvatskoj je ekoloska mreza propisana Zakonom
o zastiti prirode, a proglasena Uredbom o progla-
Senju ekoloske mreZze (NN 109/07), te tvori sustav
medusobno povezanih ili prostorno bliskih ekoloski
vrijednih podrugja, vaznih za ugrozene vrste i sta-
niSta, koja uravnotezenom biogeografskom ras-
poredenoscéu znatno pridonose oCuvanju prirodne
ravnoteze i bioloSke raznolikosti. Uredbom o pro-
glasenju ekoloske mreze (NN 109/07) propisane
su i smjernice za mjere zastite; njihova provedba
osigurava postizanje i odrzavanje povoljnog stanja
cilieva oCuvanja svakog podrucja ekoloSke mreze.
Funkcionalnost ekoloske mreze osigurana je zastu-
plienos¢u njezinih sastavnica. Podrucja ekoloske
mreze sukladno ekoloskoj mrezi EU-a NATURA
2000 podijeliena su na podrucja vazna za divlje
svojte i staniSne tipove te medunarodno vazna
podruéja za ptice. Podrucja ekoloske mreze koja
su uz Sifru podru€ja oznaCena s # potencijalna su
podruc¢ja NATURA 2000.

Sukladno mehanizmu Direktive o stanistima EU-
a, Zakon o zastiti prirode propisuje da se dijelovi
ekoloSke mreze mogu S§tititi kao posebno zastice-
na podrucja ili provedbom planova upravljanja, ili
postupkom ocjene prihvatljivosti zahvata za priro-
du svakog ugrozavajuc¢eg zahvata, potanko propi-
sanog Pravilnikom o ocjeni prihvatljivosti zahvata
za prirodu (NN 89/07). Negativno ocijenjen zahvat
moze se odobriti samo u slu€ajevima prevladavaju-
éega javnog interesa i uz Zakonom utvrdene kom-
penzacijske uvjete. Vazan mehanizam je i moguc-

because of the high sedimentation and the deposi-
tion of nutrients, but such flood plain areas created
a series of different habitats caused by the flood-
ing, the draining of the water, and by animal hus-
bandry. The anthropogenic landscape is the sec-
ond most important factor behind the great habitat
diversity. Some of the habitats have been irrevers-
ibly degraded by processes of reclamation and soil
fertility improvement measures, subdivision and
consolidation of the land (in the mid-20™ century),
resulting in the destruction of meadowed areas,
natural hedges and examples of old tree trunks,
and the old backwaters were cut off from the main-
stream of the river, and are now in the phase of
being overgrown.

Orchards with old varieties of fruit are also endan-
gered because of the introduction of new cultivars
and cultivation measures.

Contiguous with the Park there are two fishponds
— Lipovljani (600 ha) and Slobostina (450 ha), which
are not managed by the Public Service, but do rep-
resent important areas for the feeding and nesting
of the birds of Lonjsko Polje, and hence they have
been put on the list of area of the national ecologi-
cal network.

Ecological network

The area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park lies on the
list of the supplement to the Ordinance on the Eco-
logical Network.

In Croatia the Ecological Network is prescribed by
the Nature Protection Law, and it was proclaimed
in the Ordinance on the Proclamation of the Eco-
logical Network (Official Gazette 109/07), and con-
stitutes a system of interlinked and geographically
close ecologically important areas important for
endangered species and habitats, which with a bal-
anced biogeographical distribution will contribute
importantly to the preservation of the natural bal-
ance and biological diversity. This Ordinance stipu-
lated the guidelines for measures of protection the
enforcement of which ensures the achievement and
maintenance of a favourable state of the preserva-
tion objectives of each area of the ecological net-
work. The functionality of the ecological network is
ensured by the degree to which its components are
represented. The areas of the ecological network, in
line with the EU ecological network, NATURA 2000,
are divided into areas important for wild taxa and
habitat types and bird areas of international im-
portance. The areas of the Ecological Network that
as well as the code of the area are marked with #
are potential NATURA 2000 sites.

In line with the mechanism of the EU Habitats Di-
rective, the Nature Protection states that parts of
the ecological network can be protected as spe-
cially protected areas either by implementation of
management plans or through a procedure of as-
sessing the acceptability of operations for nature
(Official Gazette 89/07). An operation that is as-
sessed negatively can be approved only in cases
of an overriding public interest and in conjunction
with conditions for compensation laid down in the
Law. An important mechanism is the possibility of
contracts being made with owners and rights hold-
ers in the areas of the ecological network, with the
provision of incentives for such activities as con-
tribute to the preservation of biological diversity.

2.1.3 O¢uvanost stupnja prirodnosti

Dinamika plavljenja podrucja Lonjskog polja promi-
jenila je karakter prirodnosti u pravom smislu rijeci
onoga trenutka kada se poceo primjenjivati kon-
trolirani sustav obrane od poplave. Medutim, dina-
mika jo$ uvijek ima karakter prirodnog plavljenja, a
¢injenica da prirodne poplavne povrsine sluze kao
retencije u sustavu za obranu od poplave potvrdu-
je oCuvanost stupnja prirodnosti takvih povrsina.
Cjelokupni planirani sustav za obranu od poplave
izgraden je s 40% kapaciteta, tako da su neki di-
jelovi Parka jo$ pod utjecajem prirodnog plavljenja
(Mokro polje, Opeke, Trstika).

Nizinskim poplavnim Sumama upravljalo se i uprav-
lia se na prirodan nacin, $to dokazuju Sume sa
sastavom prirodnih $umskih zajednica. Sume se
pomladuju prirodnim vrstama. Cerambix cerdo
(hrastova strizibuba), vrsta s popisa Crvene kniji-
ge ugrozenih vrsta ovdje je vrlo Cesta i indikator je
prirodne strukturu Suma. Sve nizinske Sume pod-
vrgnute su prirodnoj dinamici plavljenja. Sumarski
fakultet iz Zagreba izuzeo je dva odjela iz gospoda-
renja i uvrstio ih u UNESCO-ov program «Covjek i
biosfera». Sumski rezervat Pragnik sa svojom struk-
turom prasume hrasta luznjaka smjesten je samo 4
km nizvodno od isto€ne granice Parka.

Temeljem odrzivog upravljanja, Hrvatske Sume
d.o.o. stekle su pravo na prestizni FSC (The Forest
Stewardship Council - FSC) certifikat za gospoda-
renje Sumama koji potvrduje da se Sumom gos-
podari prema strogim ekoloskim, socijalnim i eko-

nomskim standardima.

2.1.4 Rijetkost i jedinstvenost podrucja

Park prirode Lonjsko polje jedino je zasti¢eno po-
drucje u srednjem toku rijeke Save. Rije¢ni meandri
i indirektna dinamika plavljenja uzrokovana je ka-
rakteristicnim svojstvima rijeke Save.

To je podrucje danas i jedinstven primjer kulturnog
nasljeda kakvo je bilo tipi¢no za drugu polovicu 19.
st. u srednjoj Europi.

Neki Sumski odjeli koji su uklju€eni u gospodare-
nje imaju reliktnu vrstu obi¢ne bukve (Fagus sylva-
tica) koja datira iz ledenog doba. U istim Cesticama
moze se naci i bilina zajednica crne johe (Alnetum
glutinosae) od kojih su neke nestale zbog meliora-
tivnih zahvata.

Sljedeci podatci najbolje ¢e prikazati vrijednost or-
nitolosSke populacije u Srednjoj Posavini:

2.1.3 Naturalness

The dynamics of flooding of the Lonjsko Polje
changed the character of naturalness in the true
sense of the word when a start was made to the im-
plementation of a controlled flood defence system.
However, the dynamics still has the character of
natural flooding, and the fact that the natural flood
areas are used as a flood water retention zone in
the flood defence system is actually a confirmation
of the degree of naturalness of such areas. The en-
tire planned flood defence system is 40% built, and
some parts of the park are still impacted by natural
flooding (Mokro Polje, Opeke, Trstika).

The lowland riparian forests are and have been
managed in a natural way, which is shown by for-
ests composed of natural forest communications.
The forests are regenerated with natural species.
Cerambyx cerdo (or great capricorn beetle) from the
list of endangered species on the Red Book is very
frequent and an indicator of the natural structure
of the forest. All the lowland forests are subject to
natural flooding dynamics. The Faculty of Forestry
of Zagreb took two compartments out of the man-
agement plan and put them in the UNESCO Man
and Biosphere project. The Prasnik forest reserve
with its structure of very old common oak trees is
located just 4 km downstream from the eastern
border of the Park.

On the basis of its sustainable management,
Croatian Forests has obtained the right to the FSC
certificate (FSC-Forest Stewardship Council) for
managing the forests, which confirms that the for-
est is managed according to stringent ecological,
social and economic standards.

2.1.4 Rarity and uniqueness

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is the only protected area
in the central course of the Sava River. The meanders
and the indirect dynamics of flooding are caused by
the characteristic properties of the Sava River.
Today this area represents a unique example of the
cultural heritage that was typical in the second half
of the 19" century in Europe.

Some compartments in the management have a
relict species of the common beech (Fagus sylvat-
ica) dating from the Ice Age. In the same plots it
is possible to find the black alder plant community
(Alnetum glutinosae), some of which have vanished
as a result of soil fertility operations. The following
date best present the value of the ornithological
population of the central Sava basin:
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¢ 113 vrsta ptica ugrozenih na nacionalnoj razini
¢ 79 vrsta ptica ugrozenih na europskoj razini
e 227 vrsta ptica zasSticenih Zakonom o zastiti pri-
rode
¢ 133 vrste ptica zastiéene medunarodnim konven-
cijama (Bernska, Bonska, WBD).
Tri globalno ugrozene vrste, patka njorka (Aythya
nyroca), Stekavac (Haliaetus albicilla) i kosac (Crex
crex), imaju ovdje stabilnu populaciju, a po zastiti
su pri vrhu svjetske ljestvice.
Populacija zlicarke koja se u Krapje dolu gnijez-
di stolje¢ima, €ini 10% europske populacije i 1%
svjetske populacije. Ugrozene vrste vretenaca, Leu-
corrhinia caudalis i Leucorrhinia pectoralis, nadene
su prvi put upravo ovdje, na rije¢nim rukavcima.
Cak tri autohtone pasmine obitavaju na podugju
Lonjskog polja. Turopoljska svinja je najugrozenija
vrsta domace zivotinje u Hrvatskoj i mozda jedna
od najstarijih vrsta u Europi. Populacija turopoljske
svinje u vlasniStvu Ustanove povecava se, pa je
Ustanova zapocela 2004. godine Program posud-
be i darivanja turopoljskih svinja iz uzgojnog pro-
grama lokalnom stanovnistvu.
Dvije izvorne pasmine konja (hrvatski posavac i hr-
vatski hladnokrvnjak) obitavaju na podrucju Parka
prirode, a njihov uzgoj stimuliraju drzava i zupani-
ja u obliku godisnjih poticaja za kobile i zdrijebad.
Udruge uzgajivaca organizirane su u sredi$nje sa-
veze, a njihov rad i uzgojni program prati Hrvatski
stoCarski centar.

2.1.5 Osjetljivost eko sustava

Poplava u retencijskom podrucju Lonjskog polja
uzrokuje slijeganje materijala, koje je povecano
zbog nedostatnog strujanja vode. Sporo otjecanje
vode iz retencije uzrokuje zamuljivanje povremenih
tokova i zamocvarivanje. Programom pracenja sta-
nja treba dokazati zamuljivanje povremenih tokova
koje je vidljivo usporedbom zra¢nih snimaka, a za-
mocdvarivanje je dokazano kartom stanista iz 2006.
godine te usporedbom s vegetacijskom snimkom
iz 1960. godine.

Istodobno postoji moguénost da zbog regulacije
toka rijeka Sava postaje sve dublja, viSi vodostaji
sve rjedi, $to bi moglo rezultirati izostankom eko-
loSki najvrjednijih malih i srednjih poplava. Integri-
rano upravljanje vodnim resursima treba usmijeriti
optimalizaciji sustava kontrole plavljenja i unaprje-
denju rieSenja uspostave povoljnog stanja za mri-
jest ribe. Prekid prirodne migracije riblje populacije
ili izjiednaCavanje depresija na ulazu vode u reten-

Three globally endangered species, the ferruginous
duck (Aythya nyroca), sea eagle (Haliatus albicilla)
and corncrake (Crex crex) here have stable popula-
tions, and in terms of protection are at the top of
the world scale. The spoonbill population that has
nested for centuries in Krapje Djol comprises 10%
of the European population of this bird, and 1% of
the world population. The endangered species of
dragonfly Leucorrhinia caudalis and Leucorrhinia
pectoralis were found the first time here in the river
backwaters.
As many as three indigenous breeds live in the
Lonjsko Polje area. The Turopolje pig is the most
endangered species of domestic animal in Croatia
and perhaps one of the oldest breeds in Europe.
The population of Turopolje pigs owned by the
Public Service is growing and in 2004 the Serv-
ice started a programme of loaning and donating
Turopolje pigs from its breeding line to the local
population.
Two original breeds of horse (the Croatian Posa-
vac and the Croatian cold blooded horse) live in
the area of the Nature Park, and their breeding has
been incentivised by central government and coun-
ty government in the for of annual incentives for
mares and foals. Breeders’ associations are organ-
ised into the central federation, and their work and
breeding programme is monitored by the Croatian
Livestock Centre.

2.1.5 Fragility and robustness

Flooding in the flood water retention zone area of
Lonjsko Polje brings about the settling of material,
which is increased by the insufficiently flow of wa-
ter. The slow drainage of water from the retention
zone leads to the raising of the level of the polje,
the silting of the occasional courses and marshifi-
cation. Monitoring system should provide a mar-
shification of temporary flow in field, but it can be
seen by comparison with satellite pictures, habitat
map from 2006. and vegetation map from 1960.

At the same time there is a chance that because of
the engineering works the course of the Sava Ri-
ver will become ever deeper, high water ever more
infrequent, which might result in the ecologically

(Amorpha fruticosa). Takve zarastene povrSine vise

nisu hranidbena stanista ptica mocvarica.

2.1.6 Karakteristi¢nost podrucja

Poplavno podrudje rijeke Save tipi¢na je geomor-
foloSka slika srednjeg toka Save s prirodnim mi-
kroreljefom.

Takvo podrucje daje idealne uvjete za neke ugroze-
ne vrste vodenih stanista:

Hotonia palustris, Hydrocharis morsus-ranae, Mar-
silea quadrifolia, Najas marin, Najas minor, Nymp-
hoides peltata, Salvinia natans, Stratiotes aloides,
Trapa natans.

Na podrucju Lonjskog polja zabiljezeno je naj-
uspjesnije gnijezdenje bijele rode. Uzrok tome su
livade i padnjaci Srednje Posavine koji za tu vrstu
¢ine hranidbena stanista i jedinstveno kulturno na-
sljede Europe.

Za ugrozene autohtone vrste — posavskog konja i
turopoljsku svinju, to je podrucje izvorno okruzenje
iz kojega su i potekle.

2.1.7 Potencijali za obnovu (unaprjedenje
stanja)

U najveé¢em dijelu Parka moguénosti za konvencio-
nalnu poljoprivredu su ograniCene, a usitnjenost i

most valuable small and medium-sized floods fa-
iling to occur.
Integrated management of water resources should
be directed to the optimalisation of the flood con-
trol system, and towards improvement of solutions
for establishing a suitable condition for spawning.
The interruption of the natural migration of the fish
population and the equalisation of the depressions
at the entry of water into the retention zone (are-
as where the fish can stay when they come to the
spawning area during low water times) disenables
successful spawning.
In the last few years there has been a trend that has
a negative effect on the maintenance of the riparian
lowland forests ecosystem:
¢ drainage of the forests, particularly in forests with
the association Alnetum glutinosae
¢ the use of heavy forestry machinery that is unsu-
itable for the soil
¢ the changes in the level of the water in the reten-
tion zone of Lonjsko Polje and the changes of the
groundwater level prevent the natural regenera-
tion of the oak. This impact is particularly to the
fore at the time when ice is present, which results
from the controlling of flooding in the winter pe-
riod. The oak dies off, and ash replaces it, being
more resistant.
¢ the spread of Amorpha fruticosa creates serious
problems during time when forests are being re-
generated.
The water clover (Marsilea quadrifolia) and some
other plant species are directly dependent on the
grazing of pigs. Because of the depopulation of the
villages and the abandonment of traditional animal
husbandry, the wet swards (meadows, haymaking
areas and pastures) are overgrown with the neop-
hyte Amorpha fruticosa, false indigo. Such over-
grown areas become lost as feeding sites for the
waterfowl.

2.1.6 Typicalness

The floodplain of the Sava River presents a typical
geomorphological image of the central course of
the Sava with its natural micro-relief.

This area gives ideal conditions for some endange-
red species of aquatic habitats:

Hotonia palustris, Hydrocharis morsus-ranae, Mar-
silea quadrifolia, Najas marin, Najas minor, Nymp-
hoides peltata, Salvinia natans, Stratiotes aloides,
Trapa natans.

In the area of Lonjsko Polje, the most successful
nesting of the white stork has been recorded. The

Poljoprivreda u Lonjskom polju pokazuje nekoliko

osnovnih karakteristika te bi unaprjedenije ili obno-

va poljoprivrede trebala i¢i u ovom smijeru:

1. temeljna grana privredivanja lokalnog pucanstva
je poljoprivreda, a unutar poljoprivrede stocar-
ska proizvodnja, organizirana kao ekstenzivna
proizvodnja (“pasarenje”);

2. na podrucju Parka prirode ima oko 20% ora-
niénih povrsina na kojima se djelomi¢no uzga-
ja kukuruz i pSenica, dok djelomi¢no prelaze u
pasnjake i travnjake buduci da se ne koriste kao
oranice (zapustaju se);

3. vedina orani¢nih povrsina pripada nizim klasama
pogodnosti za ratarsku proizvodnju, tj. nisu po-
godne za intenzivnu biljnu proizvodniju;

reason for this is that the meadows and pastures of
Lonjsko Polje provide an excellent feeding habitat
for this species, and are a unique European cultural
heritage.

For the endangered species the Posavac horse
and the Turopolje pig this area is the original envi-
ronment from which they derived.

2.1.7 Potentials for renovation (improvement
of the state of affairs)

In the major part of the Park the possibilities for
conventional farming are restricted, and the fra-
gmentation and dividedness of the privately owned
agricultural land means that the cultivable areas ca-
nnot be competitive on the market.

Private plots are on the whole 2-3 ha in area. The
agricultural crops most commonly grown on them are
maize, wheat, barley and oats, potato and fodder.
Arable production is, according to the standards
of fertiliser and pesticide use considered extensive
and for own purposes. Intensive plant production is
in fact in contradiction to the preservation of biolo-
gical diversity, and is not recommended in the area
of the Nature Park. In the 1970s part of the park
involved in the construction of the flood defence
system was reduced to intensive farming, by some
of the natural inundated zones being excluded from
the floods by embankments. In the area of the park
thus in all 13.237 ha were reclaimed, and in Mokro
polje 12.055 ha, or altogether 2.,292 ha. On the dra-
ined areas they grew the arable crops: maize and
wheat (80% of the land) and sugar beet, barley and
soy (20% of the land). The yields were lower than
expected, and he whole system of reclamation for
the purposes of agricultural production turned out
to not to be very functional. The drainage of the
marshy areas was in opposition to the provisions of
Ramsar about the protection of wetland habitats.
For this reason it is proposed that the drained areas
have their use changed so as to become ecolo-
gical flood areas, which will be used as pastures
and meadows in the pasturing system in the part
of the year in which they are not flooded. At high
water time, the areas will be flooded, which will cre-
ate the conditions for the development of the plant
communities of the wet meadows and pastures.
With a proper system of agricultural management,
this area can be the best used, and at the same
time the biological diversity and the many habitats
of plant and animal species.

Agriculture in Lonjsko Polje exhibits several basic
characteristics and agricultural production should
be renovated according to the following guidelines:
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4. pogodnost tala za intenzivhu travnjacku pro-

hrvatske izvorne pasmine idealne su za paSarenje
bududi da su najbolje prilagodene takvu nacinu uz-
goja.
Sustav sto€arske proizvodnje u kojemu se veliki re-
tencijski prostori (poplavne livade i pasnjaci) koriste
za ispasu i zirenje pokazao se ekonomski najisplati-
viji i najpovoljniji za oCuvanje bioraznolikosti.
Gradnjom odteretnih kanala kroz Lonjsko polje pre-
kinuti su prirodni tokovi rijeke Lonje i Struga. Radi
zastite bioloSke i krajobrazne raznolikosti te rije€ne
koridore treba revitalizirati.

2.2 Procjena kulturno-povijesnih i
krajobraznih vrijednosti

2.2.1 Vrijednost kulturne bastine

Osnovnu kulturnu vrijednost Parka prirode Lonjsko
polje treba promatrati u kategoriji kulturnog krajo-
braza koji je nastao kao rezultat viSestoljetnog zi-
vota ljudi u skladu s prirodom i zajedni¢ko je djelo
prirode i ¢ovjeka. PodrucCje se s aspekta kulturne
bastine valorizira kao izrazito vrijedno zbog povi-
jesnih, kulturnih, arhitektonskih, etnoloskih i soci-
jalnih posebnosti. Nova gradnja nije bitno prisutna
na podrucju.

Uz iznimne dozivljajne i vizualne dojmove, vrijed-
nost krajobraza Parka prirode Lonjsko polje sagle-
dava se poglavito kao okoshica gospodarskoga
zivota stanovnistva i lokalne zajednice.
Ministarstvo kulture predlozilo je valorizaciju na
najvisoj medunarodnoj razini (UNESCO) prijavom
za uvrstenje na Popis svjetske bastine u kategoriji
mjeSovitog dobra pod nazivom Park prirode Lonj-
sko polje — Zivudi krajobraz i nizinski poplavni eko-
sustav Srednje Posavine. O¢uvanost prirode, ugro-
zenih i rijetkih biljnih i Zivotinjskih vrsta te kulturnog
identiteta ovog kraja, prostornih i graditeljskih zna-
Cajka, tradicionalnog nacina zivota i rada ljudi Cine
jedinstveno mjeSovito podrucje prirodne i kulturne
bastine.

1. the fundamental way in which the local popula-
tion make their living is agriculture, and within
this, animal husbandry organised as extensive
production — pasturing;

2. in the Nature Park, there are some 20% of ploug-
hland areas that are partially used for the cultiva-
tion of maize and wheat, and are partially going
over to pasture land and grassland, since the
ploughland is being and has been abandoned;

3. most of the ploughland is at the lower limits of
suitability for arable production, i.e., it is not su-
itable for intensive plant production;

4. the suitability of the soil for intensive grass pro-
duction is also very low;

5. when the village communities use the land toge-
ther, the traditional management of the land is
preserved;

in the traditional management of the land, the lan-

dscape is preserved and the production of particu-

larly high quality organic agricultural and culinary
products is obtained, without which the farmhouse
tourism is inconceivable;

Croatian original breeds are suitable for the pastu-

ring system since they are maximally adjusted to

this way of rearing.

The animal production system in which the large flo-

od water retention areas (water meadows and pa-

stures) are used for grazing and foraging, has pro-
ved to be economically the most profitable and the
most suitable for the preservation of biodiversity.

With the construction of relief canals through Lonj-

sko Polje the natural courses of the Lonja River

and the Strug River have been interrupted. For the
same of biological and landscape diversity, these
river corridors need revitalising.

2.2 Evaluation of cultural, aesthetic and
landscape values

2.2.1 Values of the cultural heritage

The basic cultural value of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
should be considered within the category of cultural
landscape, which has come into being as a result
of the centuries-long human life lived in accord with
nature, and is a joint work of nature and humankind.
From the aspect of the cultural heritage, the area can
be assessed as of particular value because of the
special historical, cultural, architectural, ethnological
and social features. New development is not essen-
tially to be found in the area.

priznate hrastovine poplavnih nizinskih Suma (Po-
savina, Slavonija).

Nepokretna kulturna bastina

Kulturni krajobraz

Tradicijske vrijednosti naseljenog ruralnog podruc-
ja sacuvane su u karakteristicnom prostornom ras-
poredu i namjeni zemljiSta, prostornoj organizaciji
i strukturi naselja te u specifi€nim ambijentima na-
selja i tradicijskoj arhitekturi u drvu. Nova gradnja
nije dominantna u dozivljaju ambijenta tradicijskih
naselja bududi da po brojnosti i atrakciji prevladava
tradicijska arhitektura u drvu. Najnovija gradnja obi-
teljskih kuca nije uskladena s ambijentom.

U postupku vrjednovanja kulturnog krajobraza pro-
vedena je analiza autenti¢nosti namjene zemljiSta
usporedbom povijesnih karata iz relevantnoga po-
vijesnog razdoblja Vojne krajine (vojne topografske
jozefinske karte iz 1780. godine) s danasnjim snim-
kama (satelitska snimka iz 2004. godine). Uspored-

In conjunction with outstanding experiential and
visual impressions, the value of the landscape of
Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is considered in particu-
lar as the pivot for the economic lives of the popu-
lation and the local community.

It has been proposed by the Croatian Ministry of
Culture for evaluation at the highest international
level (UNESCO) through the application for it to be
inscribed on the World Heritage List in the category
of mixed property under the heading Lonjsko Po-
lje Nature Park — A Living Landscape and the Flo-
odplain Ecosystem of the Central Sava Basin. The
preservation of nature, of numerous endangered
and rare plant and animal species, and of the cul-
tural identity of this region, of the spatial and archi-
tectural characteristics, of the traditional manner of
life and work makes it a unique mixed area of the
natural and cultural heritage.

The criteria according to which the values of Lonj-
sko Polje Nature Park can be evaluated at a world
level are as follows:

a. Historical-spatial evaluation

¢ the preservation of the authentic organisation and
traditional system of the use of space and the
landscape model of a characteristic historical pe-
riod — the revitalisation of the area after the wars
between the Ottomans and the Habsburgs with
the specific political and economic organisation
of the border areas of the Military Frontier (17t
and 19" century)

b. Landscape and anthropological evaluation

¢ the long-lasting and continued tradition of adjus-
tment to and living with the floods, rather than
despite them

e human interaction with the environment (traditi-
onal architecture, spatial organisation of the set-
tlements and the shaping of the landscape, the
way the land is used, the rearing of indigenous
domestic breeds)

¢ maintenance of the continuity of the natural, cyc-
lical flooding in the contemporary flood defence
system, in which the natural flood plain is delibe-
rately used as a floodwater retention zone.

c. Evaluation of the architectural heritage

¢ the uniqueness of the area with an exceptional
concentration of authentic traditional wooden ar-
chitecture;

¢ the degree of preservation of the archaic structu-
ral approaches and of the characteristic design of
the traditional architecture

Od ukupne povrSine Parka nepromijenjeno je osta-
lo 56,60% povrsina. Nacin koristenja zemljista
u posljednjih se 250 godina promijenio. No te su
promjene manjim dijelom rezultat djelovanja Eovje-
ka (oranice, naselja), a ve¢im su dijelom posljedica
prirodnih procesa, sukcesije i regresije vegetacije
(travnjaci, mocvare, Sume).

Promjena strukture nacina koristenja dogodila se,
ali nije znatna na velikim povrSinama.

Na lokalitetu su saCuvane sve izvorne prostorne
znacCajke iz vremena naseljavanja:

raspored i namjena povrsina i komunikacija
raspored i veliCina naselja

tradicijska arhitektura u drvu u velikoj mjeri

nacin zivota i privredivanja prilagoden specificnim
prirodnim uvjetima vezanim uz vodu.

Tradicijska arhitektura

Vrijednost tradicijske arhitekture sagledava se s
aspekta izvedbe u prirodnom materijalu, hrastu
luznjaku (materijal s toga stanista), vrlo skladnom
oblikovanju (prizemnice ili katnice), slikovitim i ra-
zvedenim proceljima s trijemovima, vanjskim stubi-
Stima, specificnim zastitnim krovcima, monumen-
talnim visokim krovistima i bogatom dekoracijom
(rezbarenje, koloriranje).

Podrucje je ostalo saCuvano u relativno izvornom
obliku zbog gospodarskoga zanemarivanja seoskih
prostora na racun urbanizacije vecih centara, izoli-
ranosti i depopulacije te neulaganja u infrastrukturu
i razvojne programe.

The immovable cultural heritage

The cultural landscape

The traditional values of the populated rural area
are preserved in the characteristic settlement pa-
ttern and in the land use, the spatial organisation
and structure of the settlement, and in the specific
ambiences of the settlements and the traditional
wooden architecture.

New construction does not have a dominant role in
the perception of the ambiences of the traditional
settlements, since in terms of numerousness and
attraction, the traditional architecture in wood tends
to prevail. The most recent construction of single-fa-
mily homes is not harmonised with the ambience.

In the procedure for evaluating the cultural lands-
cape, an analysis of the authenticity of the land use
was carried out via a comparison of the historical
maps of the relevant historical period of the Military
Frontier (the military topographic Josephine map of
1780) with today’s imaging (satellite image of 2004).
The comparison was carried out with 7 categories
of land use. Marshes and wetland areas have been
reduced by over 50%.

Grasslands — areas of sward habitats have been re-
duced by more than 50%.

Forests — forest areas have increased 20%
Ploughland - the area devoted to the plough has
increased 10 times

Settlements — the area of the settlements has incre-
ased 20%; the historical settlements are all intact,
except for Jablanac, and the new settlement of Tre-
bez has been created. The settlements increased
in area during the 19™ and in the early 20" century,
but after that, the built-up area did not expand.
Watercourses — areas increased by 1.5%

Roads - the network of main and subsidiary routes
has remained unchanged.

Of the total area of the Park, 56.60% of the land
has remained unchanged with respect to use. The-
re have indeed been changes in land use during the
last 250 years. To a lesser extent they reflect hu-
man activity (ploughed fields, settlements) and to a
larger extent derive from the working of the natural
processes of the succession and regression of the
vegetation (swards, wetlands, forests).

Changes in the structure of land use do exist, but
are not significant over the large areas.
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Provedena je podrobna valorizacija tradicijske ar-
hitekture. lzradeni su popisi drvenih kuc¢a (2000.,
reambulacija 2002.), te su izdvojeni najvrjedniji po-
jedinacni objekti i oku¢nice koje se predlazu za po-
jedina¢nu zastitu.

At the site, the original characteristics of the spa-

ce from the time of colonisation are preserved, for

example:

¢ the distribution and purpose of areas and com-
munications

e distribution and size of settlements

¢ traditional wooden architecture, to a great extent

way of life and earning a living adapted to the spe-
cific natural conditions connected with water.

Traditional architecture

The value of the traditional architecture can be
considered from the aspect of its production in the
natural material of common oak (a material found
in this habitat), the very graceful design of ground
floor buildings and two-storey buildings, with their
picturesque and intricate elevations with their por-
ticoes, external stairways, particular protective ea-
ves and overhangs, high roofs and rich decoration
(carving and painting).

The area is preserved in a relatively original form,
because of the economic neglect of rural areas
while the urbanization of larger centres has been
favoured, because of the isolation and depopula-
tion, and the failure to invest in infrastructure and
development programmes.

Pokretna kulturna bastina

Brojnost i raznolikost pokretne etnografske bastine
na podrucju Lonjskog polja visoko se valorizira s
aspekta oCuvanja i prezentacije cjelokupnog kul-
turnog identiteta. Rije€ je o uporabnim predmetima
vezanim uz tradicijski nacin zivota i privredivanja
19. — pocetka 20. stoljec¢a, koji ilustrira kulturu Ziv-
lienja i sviedoCi o njoj u seoskim sredinama. Kolek-
cionarstvo te grade prisutno je na terenu, a nositelji
su oCuvanja te bastine pojedinci — lokalno stanov-
niStvo §to posebno treba istaknuti kao pozitivhu
znaCajku zastite.

Zakonski su posebno valorizirane tri privatne et-
nografske zbirke (Suci¢, Ravli¢, Palaié) upisom na
Listu zasti¢ene pokretne kulturne bastine RH, ¢ime
su dobile status kulturnog dobra nacionalne vrijed-
nosti.

Izvorni inventar sakralnih gradevina posebno se vr-
jednuje u kontekstu oCuvanja izvornih kulturno-po-
vijesnih i umjetnickih vrijednosti sakralnih objekata
te svjedoCi o povijesnom kontekstu i umjetnickoj
razini lokalne zajednice. Inventar sakralnih objekata
nije popisan ni valoriziran.

Dio pokretne kulturne bastine tradicijska su drvena
plovila razli¢itih tipova. Vecina od njih poznata je
samo iz literature i nije sac¢uvana. Najzastupljeniji je
tip drveni Camac koji se i danas rabi u izvornoj na-
mijeni i za rekreaciju. Tradicija izrade drvenih ¢ama-
ca za ribarenje i rekreaciju sacuvana je na podrucju
Lonjskog polja gdje Zivi nekoliko majstora koji ih
znaju izraditi. Poznavanje tradicije izrade ostalih vr-
sta plovila nije istraZzeno i treba biti predmet poseb-
nog projekta.

S terena su potpuno nestali mlinovi-vodenice na
Savi, koji se valoriziraju kao specifican tradicijski
gospodarski objekt zajedni¢kog koristenja. Njihovu
nestajanju najviSe je pridonijela elektrifikacija koja
je omogucila mnogo lakSe mljevenje u elektricnim
mlinovima. Objekti su zbog smjestaja na vodi kraj-
obrazno atraktivni i mogli bi privudi turiste.

A detailed evaluation of the traditional architecture
has been carried out (in 2000, with a review in 2002),
and the individual the most worthwhile structures
and yards were picked out that were proposed for
individual protection. Several assemblages are also
protected.

Key (value of settlement):

1. the settlement has to a great extent preserved
the original rural ambience and traditional woo-
den architecture

2. parts of the settlement are preserved in the ori-
ginal ambience with the traditional wooden ar-
chitecture

3. in the settlement small tracts of traditional archi-
tecture are preserved

4. in the settlement some individual buildings of the
traditional architecture are preserved

N the settlement has lost the traditional ambience,
and brick built houses, old and new, prevail (new
settlements and settlements renovated after the
Homeland War).

It has been recommended to pass regulations to

protect as cultural properties eleven historical set-

tlements: Jasenovac - a historical settlement of ur-
ban and rural characteristics; Cigoé, Drenov Bok,

Krapje, KrateCko, Lonja, MuzilovCica, Osekovo,

Puska, Struzec and Suvoj as settlements with rural

characteristics, while three more historical settle-

ments with rural characteristics (Mlaka, KoSutarica,

TrebeZ) will be protected, it is recommended, thro-

ugh provisions of the spatial plan.

The moveable cultural heritage

The abundance and diversity of the moveable eth-
nographic heritage in Lonjsko Polje is graded highly
from the aspect of the preservation and presentati-
on of the cultural identity as a whole. These are use
objects related to the traditional manner of life and
earning a living of the 19" and the early 20™ century,
which illustrate and bear witness to the lifestyle of
the rural milieus. This material is being collected in
the area, and those who are involved in the preser-
vation of this aspect of the heritage are individuals
— the local population, which is particularly worth
stressing as a positive protection factor.

Three private ethnographic collections (the Sucic,
Ravli¢ and Palai¢ collections) are legally protected,
by bring inscribed on the List of Protected Move-
able Cultural Heritage of the Republic of Croatia,
thus obtaining the status of cultural property of na-
tional importance.
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Nematerijalna kulturna bastina

Nematerijalna kulturna bastina, kao najmlada vrsta,
nije istrazena ni valorizirana u svim oblicima pojav-
nosti.

2.2.2 Kategorije vrijednosti

Kulturna dobra

Vrijednost kulturne bastine proglasava Ministarstvo
kulture donoSenjem akta o zastiti kulturnog dobra
(Rjesenje o proglasenju zasti¢enog kulturnog dobra
ili RjeSenje o preventivnoj zastiti kulturnog dobra).
Inventarizacijom nepokretne kulturne bastine na
podru¢ju PPLP konzervatorska sluzba je izradi-
la popis zasti¢enih kulturnih dobara i onih koji se
predlazu za donoSenje akta o zastiti. Za ta kulturna
dobra ingerenciju nad obnovom i ocuvanjem pro-
vodi mjerodavna konzervatorska sluzba Ministar-
stva kulture.

Naselja su valorizirana u tri kategorije: nacionalnog,
regionalnog i lokalnog znacenja. Jasenovac, kao
jedina urbana cjelina, valoriziran je kao kulturno-
povijesna cjelina lokalnog znacenja s djelomi¢no
saCuvanim manjim potezima.

Kao ruralna naselja nacionalnog znacenja odrede-
na su sela Krapje i Cigoé. Drenov Bok, Krategko,
Lonja, Muzilov€ica, Puska i Suvoj valorizirana su
kao sela regionalnog znacenja, dok su Osekovo i
Struzec sela od lokalnog znacenja.

Prema valorizaciji naselja Lonjskog polja provodi se
pravna zastita.

Sluzbena kategorizacija kulturnih dobara nije pro-
vedena.

The original inventory of church and other religious
buildings acquires particular value in the context of
the preservation of the original cultural and histori-
cal and artistic values of the buildings, and tells of
the historical context and artistic level of the local
community. The furnishing of the churches has not,
however, been inventoried or evaluated.

Another part of the moveable cultural heritage con-
sists of the traditional wooden water craft of vari-
ous kinds. Most of them are known only from the
literature and have not been preserved. The most
commonly found type is a wooden dinghy that is
used even today in its original purpose and also for
recreation. The tradition of making wooden boats
for fishing and recreation has been preserved in
Lonjsko Polje, and there are several craftsmen who
can make them.

The river water mills floating on the Sava have com-
pletely disappeared. These however have value as
a specific traditional economic structure once used
by the community. Electricity contributed most to
their disappearance, since grinding was much easi-
er in electrified mills. But these structures, because
of their location actually on the stream, are attrac-
tive in landscape terms, and constitute a potential
resource for the tourist industry.

The intangible cultural heritage

The intangible cultural heritage, the most recent
classification, has not been researched or assigned
a value in all the forms in which it appears.
Traditional fishery in the area of Lonjsko Polje has
been proclaimed an intangible cultural property.

2.2.2 Value categories

Cultural properties

The worth of cultural heritage is proclaimed by the
Ministry of Culture in a protection of a cultural pro-
perty document (Ruling concerning the proclama-
tion of a protected cultural property or Ruling of
preventive protection of cultural property).
Inventorying the immovable cultural heritage in the
area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park, the conservati-
on department drew up a list of protected cultural
properties and those for which a protection ruling
is recommended. Authority over these cultural pro-
perties is vested in the competent conservation de-
partment of the Ministry of Culture.

The settlements are given value in three categories:
national, regional and local significance. Jaseno-

2.2.3 Ugrozenost kulturne bastine

Glavni je problem depopulacija podrucja i napusta-
nje domacinstava. Postoje¢a domadinstva uglav-
nom su staracka i vrlo loSeg standarda. Povijesna
tradicijska arhitektura nedovoljno se odrzava. Dr-
vene kuce se ruse i odvoze s podrucja (sekundarna
upotreba za novu gradevinu ili kao sekundarni gra-
devni materijal u gradevinarstvu). Razlozi su finan-
cijski, ali velikim dijelom leZe i u slabo razvijenoj svi-
jesti lokalnog stanovnistva o vrijednosti arhitekture i
o potrebi njezine obnove.

Uzroci takva stanja pocinju s gospodarsko-poli-
tickim odlukama nakon Il. svjetskog rata koje su
rezultirale zapoSljavanjem i preseljenjem seoskog
stanovnistva u industrijska gradska sredista.

2.2.3 Endangerment of the cultural heritage

The main problem here is the depopulation of the
area and the abandonment of households. The exi-
sting households are elderly and have a low stan-
dard of living. The historical traditional architecture
is not well enough maintained. Some of the woo-
den houses are demolished and removed from the
area (secondary use or as secondary material in
construction industry). The reasons are of a financi-
al nature, but to a great extent also lie in the poorly
developed awareness of the local population as to
the value of the architecture and the need for it to
be renovated.

The causes of such a state affairs go back to the
economic policy decisions made after World War
I, which resulted in the employment of the rural po-
pulation in the industrial urban centres, and their
consequent relocation.

It is clear that the area has been neglected for many
years, that no investment in the infrastructure has
been made, or in reconstruction or production.
There is a dearth of good development program-
mes. In addition the area was exposed to very re-
cent wartime depredations and destruction during
the Homeland War.

All of this has resulted in a reduction of the value of
the settlements in their human, spatial and econo-
mic potentials.

2.3 Socio-economic evaluation
2.3.1 Settlements and population

According to the administration the settlements of

the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park have been admini-

stered in three groups:

e Sisak, County Center: Cigo¢, Kratetko, Lonja,
Muzilov€ica, Suvoj

¢ Jasenovac Municipality: Jasenovac, Drenov Bok,
KoSutarica, Krapje, Mlaka, Puska, Trebez

¢ Popovaca Municipality: Osekovo, Struzec

While the study “Population and settlements of
Lonjsko Polje — situation and premises for revitali-
sation” was being drawn up, questionnaires were
administered. The most important reason for the
dilapidation and decline of the settlements was the
unfavourable demographic structure (57.5%), the
poor conditions of life (9.5% of inhabitants) and the
lack of transportation facilities and unemployment
(6,7.%) The basic amenities of the settlements
(schools, libraries, reading rooms, kindergartens,
banks, outpatients departments and so on) are very
poor, that is, non-existent for most of these settle-
ments and the population is dissatisfied with this
situation (over 90%).
The number of inhabitants in Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park is in decrease and the study confirmed the fo-
llowing conclusions:
¢ inhabitants of most of the settlements (86.6%) are
forced to go to banks, post offices, municipal of-
fices and so on in other places
¢ there is no doctor’s surgery or dentist’s and most
of the population (82.4%) have to go to some ot-
her place for any kind of medical treatment
e facilities for children in the settlements of the Park
are poor (36.4% - very poor; 43.8% - poor to an
extent) since there are no educational facilities

2.3.2 Ekonomske vrijednosti

Sumarstvo

Sumarstvo je kao gospodarska grana vazna djelat-
nost regije, a ostvaruje profit radom osam Sumarija
sa 600 zaposlenika i sedam pilana s 500 zaposle-
nika.

Vodno gospodarstvo

Najve¢a je ekonomska vrijednost poplavnih po-
drucja Srednje Posavine u koriStenju prirodnih po-
plavnih povrSina u sustavu za obranu od poplave
koje mogu prihvatiti 1,8 milijarda kubi¢nih metara
vode. Ta vrijednost ne ocituje se samo u obrani
od poplave uzvodnih i nizvodnih gradova nego i u
funkciji moc¢varnih staniSta za slijeganje hranjivih
tvari i proCiSéavanje voda (water purification) te u
ublazavanju posljedica klimatskih promjena.

Poljoprivreda

Ekonomska slika ovog podrucja zasniva se na po-
ljoprivredi. Sto€arstvo je glavni izvor prihoda u se-
lima koja su relativho udaljena od gradske sredine.
Prihodi od poljoprivrede pokrivaju u prosjeku 41%
ukupnih prihoda domacinstva, a u nekim manjim i
udaljenijim mjestima i do 100%. Standard opada
linearno s udaljeno$éu od gradske sredine, zbog
ogranic¢enih troSkova.

Konsolidacijom drzavne zemlje na grani¢nim po-
drugjima Parka i oko Mlake, KoSutarice, Drenovog
Boka i Puske, dijelovi izmedu privatnih parcela i
poplavnog podrucja pretvoreni su u drzavne orani-
ce. To je umanijilo pasnjacke povrsine i mogucnosti
odrzavanja tradicionalnog stoCarstva. Bez obzira
na to, jo$ je uvijek dovoljno livada i pasnjaka koje
omogucavaju ekstenzivno stocCarstvo. U prosjeku
jedno obiteljsko gospodarstvo koristi 3 do 8 ha po-
ljoprivrednih povrsina, od kojih je oranica 80% u ne-
retencijskom podrucju. U nedirnutim je podrucjima
malo oranica, a vaznost livada i paSnjaka raste.

(40.1%) while a very small number get income in
some other way (working abroad — 1.3%; seaso-
nal work -3.5%; welfare — 1.7%)

2.3.2 Economic values

Forestry

Forestry as branch of the economy is important in
the economic activity of the region, which makes a
profit in the work of 8 forest districts and 600 em-
ployees, and 7 sawmills with 500 employees.

Water management

The greatest economic value of the Lonjsko Polje
floodplains is in the use of the natural floodplain
areas in the flood defence system, for they can re-
ceive 1.8 billion cubic metres of water. This value is
not seen only in the flood defence of the cities up-
and downstream, but also from the point of view
of wetland habitats for the settling of nutrients and
water purification, as well as in the stabilisation of
climatic change.

Agriculture

The economy of this region is based on farming.
Animal husbandry is the main source of income in
the villages that are relatively distant from urban
centres. Revenue from farming accounts on ave-
rage to 41% of total household income. In some
smaller and more distant places, up to 100%. The
standard of living falls linearly with distance from an
urban centre, because of limited costs.

When the state lands at the bordering areas of the
park and around Milaka, KoSutarica, Drenov Bok
and Puska were consolidated, the parts between
the private plots and the flood zones were turned
into state owned ploughland. This reduced the pa-
stureland areas and the possibility to maintain the
traditional animal husbandry. Irrespective of this,
there is still enough pasture and meadow land to
enable extensive livestock rearing. On average a
family small farm uses 3-8 ha of farmland, of which
the ploughland is 80% in the non-flood water re-
tention area. In the untouched areas, there is little
ploughland, and the importance of meadows and
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darstva. To je indikativno za konje gdje je broj i do
Sest puta veéi na podrucju Lonjskog polja.

Proizvodnju zitarica odreduje stoCarska proizvod-
nja. Kukuruz je najraSirenija Zitarica (2/3 ratarske

¢am i zob. Sve zitarice se proizvode uz minimalna
ulaganja. Druga vazna grupa je proizvodnja sto¢ne
hrane: sijeno i silaza. KoSnja sijena na prirodnim
livadama dolazi odmah iza proizvodnje djeteline
(lucerne) i livadne mjeSavine. Za kuéne potrebe na
gospodarstvima se od kultura najviSe sadi krumpir,
grah s kukuruzom i bundeve. Vocarstvo je ograni-
¢eno na male parcele oko kuca, a vocke su najce-
Sce stare. Vrijednost starih voc¢aka u genetskoj je
podlozi starih sorata, naroCito starih sorata jabuka
i kruSaka. Naj¢esce od voca dolazi jabuka, kruska,
Sljiva i orah.

Najvazniji su sto€arski proizvodi mlijeko, meso - te-
letina, govedina, svinjetina i konjetina. Mljekarska
proizvodnja zashiva se na niskoproduktivnim kra-
vama simentalske pasmine. Ali za mnoge stoCare
to je jedini siguran mjesecni prihod, pa ta proizvod-
nja ima vrijednost socijalnog karaktera. Procjenju-
je se da je godisnja proizvodnja mlijeka oko 3000 |
godisnje. Stanovnistvo se sve viSe orijentira na uz-
goj goveda u sustavu krava-tele. Sustav krava-tele
potiCe drzava, a od uzgajivaca iziskuje manje posla
jer je stoka veci dio godine na pasnjacima.

Proizvodnja ribe

Danas je proizvodnja riba koncentrirana na ribnja-
cima u grani¢nom podrucju Parka prirode Lonjsko
polje, na ribnjacima Lipovljani kojima upravlja po-
duzecée ,Hrvatske Sume” i ribnjacima Slobostina
kojima upravlja Uprava za lovstvo. Intenzitet proi-
zvodnje na ribnjacima vrlo je slab ili gotovo nikakav.
Opcenito gledajuci, ribogojilista su u ekonomskoj
krizi. Pad proizvodnje ribe moze negativno utjecati
na bioraznolikost.

Lov i ribolov

Na cijelom podrucju postoje dvije udruge kojima je
cilj o€uvanije tradicijskog ribolova. Interes je Uprave
Parka da tradicijski ribolov opstane zbog o€uvanja i
promicanja starih zanata i obi¢aja, kao dijela kultur-
nih vrijednosti Lonjskog polja. RjeSenjem Ministar-
stva kulture od 3. svibnja 2008., a sukladno ¢&l. 9.,
st. 1., alineja 3. Zakona o zastiti i o€uvanju kulturnih

pastures rises correspondingly.

Three species provide the basis of livestock rea-
ring: cattle, hogs and horses. The rural holdings
here are much richer in livestock than other Cro-
atian farms. This is particularly shown by horses,
for there are up to 6 times the numbers in Lonjsko
Polje. Since this is done in the extensive manner of
livestock rearing, there is much less equipment for
dairy production. And mechanisation for mowing is
largely based on accessories for tractors.

The production of grain determines livestock pro-
duction. Maize is the most widely distributed grain
(two thirds of all arable production consists of
maize), then come wheat, barley and oats. All the
cereals are produced with minimum investment. A
second important group consists of fodder crops
— hay and silage. The mowing of hay on the natural
meadows comes immediately after the production
of clover (Lucerne) and grass mixes. For household
use, on the farms, the most planted crops are po-
tato, bean with corn and pumpkins. Fruit growing
is limited to the small plots around the house, and
the varieties are mostly old-fashioned. The value of
these old fruit trees is in the genetic base of the old
varieties, particularly the old varieties of apple and
pear. The most frequent fruits are apples, pears,
plums and walnuts. The most important livestock
products are milk, meat — veal, beef, pork and horse
meat. Dairy production is based on low-productivity
Simmental animals. But for many livestock rearers
this is the only sure source of monthly income, and
so the production has the value of a social nature.
It is estimated that the annual production of milk is
about 3000 | p.a. The number of 5,000 cows in the
area can produce 40,000 | of milk a day. Calves and
beeves can be sold at the livestock markets or di-
rectly to other producers. The population is increas-
ingly oriented to the rearing of cattle in the cow-calf
system. This system attracts government incentives
and requires less labour from the rearers for the cat-
tle are a large part of the year at pasture.

Production of fish

Today the production of fish is concentrated on the
fish ponds on the border area of the Nature Park,
at the Lipovljani fish ponds that are managed by
Croatian Forests and the Slobostina fish ponds that
are managed by the Hunting Directorate. Intensi-
ty of production at the fish ponds is low or hardly
existing. Looked at in general, fish farming is in an
economic crisis. The result of the fall in production
can be seen in the reduced biodiversity.
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dobara, tradicijsko ribarstvo na podrucju Lonjskog
polja i Moslavine ima svojstvo nematerijalnog kul-
turnog dobra, pa ¢e predmetno kulturno dobro biti
upisano u Registar kulturnih dobara RH, na Popis
zasti¢enih kulturnih dobara.

Rekreacijski ribolov postaje sve privlacniji i ima
ekonomsko znacenje, jer se oko 10 000 - 15 000
okolnoga stanovnistva sluzi podru¢jem za lov i ri-
bolov. Znatna ekonomska dobit ostvaruje se lov-
nim aktivnostima.

Park prirode Lonjsko polje, kao turisticko odredi-

point“. Autenti¢na slavenska seoska kultura, boga-
ta povijest, drevni krajobraz poplavnih rije¢nih doli-
na, bogatstvo biljnih i Zivotinjskih vrsta te povoljan
prometni polozaj tvore elemente posavskoga jedin-
stvenog obiljezja na kojem se temelji razvoj konti-
nentalnog turizma u Parku prirode Lonjsko polje.

2.3.3 Odnosi s lokalnim stanovnistvom i
javnosti, edukacija

Kao prvo selo inicijative, Cigoé je bio proglasen eu-
ropskim selom roda 1994. Svake godine u mjesecu
lipnju obiljezava se godi$njica koja se tijekom po-
sljednjih godina razvila u dogadaj popracen u svim
hrvatskim medijima. Predstavnici ostalih europskih
sela roda gostovali su u Cigodu prvi put u lipnju
2000. Iznesena je deklaracija kako bi se povecala
svijest javnosti o zastiti bijele rode.

Godine 1995. selo Krapje proglaseno je selom gra-
diteljske bastine i svake prve subote u mjesecu ruj-
nu stanovnici Krapja s djelatnicima Parka prirode i
ostalim lokalnim stanovnistvom to proslavljaju.
Uprava Parka sudjeluje i u ostalim manifestacijama:
Dani vlaznih stanista, Plamen Lonjski, Rokovo u
KrateCkom, Duhovi u Loniji, Velika Gospa u Jase-
novcu, Susreti na rijeci Lonji (Osekovo).

Uprava Parka obavjeStava lokalno stanovnistvo o
svim dogadanjima i provedenim aktivhostima na
sluzbenim internetskim stranicama www.pp-lonj-
sko-polje.hr, i na informativnim ploama koje se
nalaze u svakom selu.

Hunting and fishing

There are two associations in the whole area the
aim of which is to keep up the traditional way of
fishing. It is in the interest of the Park management
that the old skills and manners be preserved, as
part of the cultural values of Lonjsko Polje.
Recreational fishing is increasingly attractive and
has some economic significance. For about 10,000
— 15,000 people use the area for hunting and fis-
hing. An important economic profit is made by hun-
ting activities.

As a result of a Ruling of the Ministry of Culture of
May 3, 2008, and in accordance with Article 9, Pa-
ragraph 1 indent 3 of the Protection and Preservati-
on of Cultural Properties Law, the traditional fishery
in the area of Lonjsko Polje and Moslavina has the
quality of being an intangible cultural property, and
as an objective cultural property will be entered in
the Register of Cultural Properties of the Republic
of Croatia - List of Protected Cultural Properties.

Tourism

Tourist resources of LPNP have been published in
LPNP’s Bulletin No.2/NO. 2, 2000, “Master plan for
tourism — Regional concept for the Longstop Pole
Nature Park — Posavina”.

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park and Posavina, as tourist
destination possesse a unique selling point. The
authentic Slavonic village culture, a rich history, an
anciant landscape of the floodplains, the richness
of rare plant and animal species and a favourable
trasportation position are elemants of unique se-
lling point which are base for development of conti-
nental tourism in Lonjsko Polje Nature Park.

2.3.3 Education and public awareness

The very first village in the initiative, Cigo& was proc-
laimed European Stork Village in 1994. Every year in
June the anniversary is celebrated, and during the
last few years this has developed into an event that
is covered in the national media. Representatives
of other European stork villages made guest appe-
arances in Cigo¢ for the first time in June 2000. A
declaration was made in order to enhance public
awareness about white stork protection.

In 1995 Krapje was declared village of the archi-
tectural heritage, and every first Saturday in Sep-
tember the inhabitants of Krapje with staff of the
Lonjsko Polje Nature Park and other local people
celebrate the day.

the countries of CEE.

Forestry

Lov

Lovstvo kao gospodarska grana nalazi svoj interes
u prihodima, a naj¢esce su lov i zastita prirode u su-
kobu interesa. Uprava Parka nije u sukobu s lovnim
aktivnostima, osim ako se ne provode na propisani
nacin i u skladu s uvjetima zastite prirode. Nadalje,
Stete na poljoprivrednim usjevima veéinom uzroku-
ju divlje svinje te se od lovackih koncesionara trazi
da kontroliraju broj divljaci za odstrjel. Ministarstvo
kulture je u Uvjetima zastite prirode za sva lovista
na podrucju Parka prirode Lonjsko polje propisalo
zabranu lova na lovnu pernatu divlja¢, osim na fa-
zane na poljoprivrednim povrSinama.

resources is a matter of interest to the state. Fore-
stry is an economic branch that makes a conside-
rable income, and about 1000 families in the gene-
ral area of the Park make their living in the forestry
industry.

Flood defence

The flood defence system is based on a fundamental
interest, which is the protection of persons and ma-
terial and economic property from flood damage.
The approach to flood defence in the central Sava
basin is a complex issue the handling of which does
not always have a good effect on nature and bio-
diversity. Ongoing work on the modification of the
system in order to preserve biodiversity and impac-
ting on nature is essential, as is making progress in
good relations among the countries the river flows
through.

Development of infrastructure

The national development strategy has produced

several land use projects that will have a very bad

effect on the protection of the natural and cultural

heritage:

1. A corridor of the European fast trains, which will
cut through the flood water retention zone

2. The hydroelectric generating stations at Jaseno-
vac and Mackovac

3. The Sisak-Kutina expressway

4. Upgrading the navigation category of the Sava
River

Hunting

Hunting, as branch of the economy, has an interest
in raising revenue, but most often hunting and na-
ture protection are at odds. The management of the
Park is not against hunting, unless it is not carried
out in the proper way and in line with nature protec-
tion conditions. Furthermore, damage to agricultu-
ral crops is mainly inflicted by wild boar and the
hunting concessionaires are asked to control the
cull. The Ministry of Culture through its Nature Pro-
tection Conditions has forbidden in LPNP all shoo-
ting of birds except for pheasants in all chases.

Development of tourism

Today’s vision for the promotion and development
of tourism in Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is related
to the preservation of the identity, the cultural and
natural heritage, and the maintenance of the eco-

The main topic of the entire tourist product of Lonj-
sko Polje Nature Park is the “cultural landscape on
the Sava”, which is oriented to some of the basic
needs of the tourist market:

The Nature Park will be developed, managed and
sold along the lines of American national parks,
which presupposes:

— use of old traditional wooden houses for headqu-
arters and info centres

— transport of persons that is not ecologically da-
maging

— an organised system for guiding visitors

— construction of learning trails and lookout points
- staging historical events and exhibitions

— drawing up educational programmes

The main natural resources and attractions inclu-
ded in the visiting regime are the lowland riparian
forests, the flooded pastures and meadows, the
pasturing system, herding, original breeds, the flo-
od defence system, flora and fauna — biological and
landscape diversity, cultural values and life in rural
areas.

The Tourist Concept

In order to improve the living conditions of the lo-

cal population, the natural and cultural heritage of

Lonjsko Polje needs to be channelled towards use

in the tourist industry, which will be best accom-

plished with promotion and with the lasting protec-

tion of the property.

The objective is with appropriate orientation to bu-

ild up a market-oriented tourist product:

¢ with pleasant accommodation in the old wooden
village houses, equipped with modern sanitary
facilities, with utility and sewage infrastructure

¢ with the experience of the rural table

¢ with varied sporting and recreational activities
that keep up with the spirit of the time and culti-
vate ecologically acceptable sports

¢ with trails and paths for nature observation, pla-
ces for animal spotting and exhibition spaces

e with rural festivities and observances that vary
from village and that keep up their own most idi-
osyncratic characteristics

¢ with strong experiential, entertainment, educatio-

nal and informative components.
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Razvoj turizma kao gospodarske grane prijeko je
potreban kao dio revitalizacije regije, koja je za
Domovinskoga rata pretrpjela veliki odljev sta-
novnistva. Drasticno smanjenje broja stanovnika
rezultiralo je smanjenjem stocarskih i ratarskih dje-
latnosti.

2.3.5 Analiza (korisnika prostora) dionika

osnovano je i prvo vije¢e Parka prirode Lonjsko po-
lie koje je za jednim stolom okupilo njihove pred-
stavnike.

The tourist infrastructure in Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park is in the early stages of development and in
line with the financial capacities and the needs of
the market, as well as with the development of the
visiting system, an infrastructural network of lear-
ning walking and bicycle routes will be developed.
The road infrastructure will remain at its present
extent, and while the building of parking lots at the
entrances into the Park is inescapable, in the visi-
ting regime it is necessary to reduce the number of
cars and to find alternative ways for transporting
visitors around the Park.

The development of tourism as branch of the eco-
nomy is a necessary part of the revitalisation of the
region, a region that during the Homeland War un-
derwent a great crisis of depopulation. The radical
reduction of the population resulted in a reduction
in arable and livestock rearing activities. The pa-
stures and cultivable areas are overgrown, and the
population is aged, which together throw no bright
light on the future of the Park. Hence the progra-
mme of development of the region looks to the re-
vitalisation of agriculture and the development of
inland tourism, which will give the local population
the chance to stay here and to develop.

3.1 Dugoroc¢ni cilj - vizija

Ocuvanost prirodne dinamike plavljenja i geomor-
foloskih procesa, reprezentativnosti poplavnoga
ekosustava s prirodnim i sekundarnim stanistima,
zivuceg tradicionalnog sustava paSarenja s izvor-
nim pasminama, cjelovitosti mozaika krajobraznih
i staniSnih elemenata, nastalih prilagodbom popla-
vama, te cjelovitosti i autenti¢nosti elemenata kul-
turnog krajolika i identiteta u materijalnoj i nemate-
rijalnoj sferi kulturne bastine, s naglaskom na ulogu
i utjecaj povijesnog razdoblja nekadasnje Vojne
granice (Vojna krajina, Militdrgrenze, 17. — 19. st.)
¢ini temelj za razumno koriStenje (wise use) i so-
cijalno-ekonomsku koheziju na dobrobit lokalnog
stanovnistva.

3.2 Faktori koji negativno utje¢u na
ostvarivanje dugorocnih ciljeva

3.2.1 Relevantni dokumenti

Strategija i akcijski plan zastite bioloske i krajo-
brazne raznolikosti Republike Hrvatske propisu-
je neke strateske ciljeve i akcijske planove koji su
izravno povezani s Parkom prirode Lonjsko polje.
Strateski cilj 2 (vlazna podrucja), 3 (Sumski ekosu-
stavi), 7 (travnjaci) i 10 (genetski resursi) trebaju se
razmatrati pri izradi akcijskih planova za posavskog
konja i turopoljsku svinju.

Prostorni plan podruéja posebnih obiljezja
PPLP uvazava Strategiju razvoja RH te se planira
infrastruktura koja je u sukobu s ciljevima Zakona
o zastiti prirode, npr. Zeljeznica, plovidba rijekom
Savom.

Pravilnik o unutarnjem redu za PPLP, neprihva-
¢en Pravilnik onemogucava provedbu pravne regu-
lative zasStite prirode.

Zakon o poljoprivrednom zemljistu kojim je omo-
guceno da se poljoprivredno zemljiSte, upisano kao
katastarske kulture livade i pasnjaci, na zasti¢enom
podrucju prodaje javnim natjeCajem.

Zakon o zastiti i ocuvanju kulturnih dobara nema

3 THE BASIC OBJECTIVES
OF THE MANAGEMENT
OF THE PARK

3.1 The long term management goal - the
vision

The degree of preservation of the natural dynamics
of flooding and the geomorpholgoical processes, of
the representativness of the flood plain ecosystem
with its natural and secondary habitats, of the living
traditional system of pasturing with the authentic
original breeds, of the completeness of the mosaic
of landscape and habitat elements created out of
the need to conform to the pattern of flooding, and
the completeness and authenticity of the elements
of the cultural landscape and identity in the tangible
and intangible spheres of the cultural heritage, with
an emphasis on the role and impact of the histori-
cal period of the one-time Military Frontier (Vojna
krajina, Militargrenze, of the 17" to 19™ centuries):
these constitute the foundation for wise use and for
social and economic cohesion for the benefit of the
local population.

3.2 Factors influencing achievement of
long term objective

3.2.1 Relevant documents

The strategy and action plan for the protection
of biological and landscape diversity of the Re-
public of Croatia sets out certain strategic targets
and action plans that are directly linked with Lonj-
sko Polje Nature Park. Strategic targets 2 (wetlan-
ds), 3 (forest ecosystems), 7 (grasslands) and 10
(genetic resources) need considering when drawing
up the action plans for the Posavac horse and the
Turopolje pig.

The spatial plan of the special characteristics
area of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park, taking into
consideration the Strategy of Development of the
Republic of Croatia plans, however, an infrastruc-
ture that is in conflict with the objectives of the Na-
ture Protection Law.

The Regulations of the Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park, the house rules of the park that have not yet
come into force, will enable the implementation of
proper regulations for the protection of nature.

3.2.2 Upraviljanje vodama

Park prirode Lonjsko polje dio je sustava za obranu
od poplave koji je izgraden 70-ih godina proslog
stolje¢a. Prac¢enje stanja i istrazivanja upozorila su
na niz nepravilnosti sustava glede zastite prirode
i negativnih utjecaja na bioloSku i krajobraznu ra-
znolikost:

— neprociséene poplavne vode ulaze u retenciju,
pa se odlaganjem hranjivih tvari oneciS¢uje tlo
poplavnih Suma i travnjaka. Uloga poplavnih po-

stoku i Sumske biljne zajednice

— nerijeSen sustav kanalizacije i otpadnih voda u
zastiéenom je podrudju prijetnja, ali i preduvjet
uspjeSnoga regionalnog razvoja i seoskog turiz-
ma

—izuzimanjem prirodnih poplavnih povrsina iz inun-
dacije (cca 38% prirodnih poplavnih povrsina izu-
zeto je iz plavljenja) ugrozene su vrijedne mocvar-
ne i vodene biljne zajednice

— zbog izgradnje vodno-gospodarskih objekata
onemogucen je prirodni ulaz ribe na mrijest, a
posljedica je znatno smanjena uspjesSnost mrije-
sta

— gradnjom kanala presjeceni su prirodne veze i to-
kovi rijeka Lonje, Trebeza, Struga

— gradnjom nasipa presjecen je dovod vode u rijec-
ne rukavce

— isusivanje rije¢nih rukavaca i vlaznih livada i pas-
njaka izravno utjeCe na bioraznolikost flore i fa-
une

Agricultural Land Law, Public Service does not
manage with state meadows and pastures, beca-
use according this law meadows and pastures in
protected areas could be sold or rented to other
person by public competition.

The Protection and Preservation of Cultural Pro-
perties Law, there is no modus elaborated for pro-
tecting traditional architecture or the heritage of an
ambiental character, apart from the mere measure
of proclaiming something a cultural property, and
no making of landscape plans with an identification
of the landscape, analysis of features and changes
is stipulated.

The Spatial Planning and Construction Law, the
landscapes are not sufficiently well incorporated
into territorial and town-and-country planning. The
law does not prescribe the elaboration of landsca-
pe plans with an identification of landscape, anal-
ysis of features and changes.

Areas of Special National Concern Law, a part
of the Park belongs to an area of special national
concern (the settlement of the municipality of Ja-
senovac), which has resulted in unbalanced con-
ditions for the development of the area as a whole.
It is proposed that this Law should be amended in
order to include areas of protection of natural and
cultural values as areas of special national interest.

3.2.2 Water management

Lonjsko Polje Nature Park is part of the flood de-
fense system built up in 1970. Monitoring and re-
search results signified some negative impacts on
biological and landscape diversity:

— The flood water that ingresses into the retenti-
on zone does not pass through any treatment
plan and hence the silting out of nutrient matters
contaminates the riparian forests and grasslan-
ds. The role of the floodplain area as a treatment
plant has a negative impact on the livestock.

— Solving the problems of sewage and effluent is a
precondition for successful regional development
and rural tourism

— Because the 38% of natural flooded area are exc-
luded of the flooding some water plant communi-
ties are endangered

—Because of the construction of water management
facilities, the natural entry of fish to the spawning
grounds has been frustrated, and the result of
this is a much reduced spawning success

parceliranih poljoprivrednih povrsina te u oCuvanju
kulturnog identiteta Lonjskog polja.

Stocarstvo je kao glavna poljoprivredna aktivnost

u fazi revitalizacije. Nakon Domovinskog rata sto-

Carska proizvodnja je zbog odljeva stanovnistva

drasti¢no smanjena, a danas je broj poljoprivrednih

gospodarstava i broj stoke u blagom porastu.

Revitalizacija poljoprivrede, napose sto¢arske pro-

izvodnje, jest proces, a stodari se suocavaju s ni-

zom problema koji imaju negativan uc€inak na ob-
novu stoCarstva:

e zarasli pasnjaci neofitima: Civitnjata (Amorpha
fruticosa), CiCak (Xanthium sp.), ambrozija (Am-
brosia artemisifolia)

e nerijeSeni odnosi drzavnoga poljoprivrednog ze-
mljiSta

¢ ubijanje stoke od lovaca i krivolovaca

¢ nedovoljna koordiniranost izmedu vlasnika stoke
i organizacija koje vode brigu o zdravlju stoke ili
provode uzgojno-selekcijski program

® nepostojanje organizirane proizvodnje tradicional-
nih poljoprivrednih proizvoda, kao ni marketinga

¢ ne ¢uva se stoka na pasnjacima.

Carske) djelatnosti ima propusta koji negativno

utjeCu. Jedan od najvecih problema uzrokuju ne-

3.2.4 Lov

Lov u zasti¢enim podrucjima ima negativne poslje-
dice na prirodu, koriStenje pasnjaka, sustav pasa-
renja i turizam (lovne aktivnosti vikendom, proma-
tranje ptica, rika jelena). Problem nije u provedbi
lovnih aktivnosti, nego u procesu zakupljivanja lo-
vista. Koncesije bi se trebale davati lokalnim lovac-

— Construction of new canals the Lonja, Strug and
Trebez Rivers natural flows have been interrup-
ted

— Construction of dikes has been resulted by the
interruption of the freshwater entering in oxbows

— drained oxbows, grasslands and pastures have
impact on biodiversity of flora and fauna

— regulation of the Sava River in upgrading the na-
vigation category upstream and downstream can
be threat for flooding ecological system if flood
dynamic will change

3.2.3 Negative factors in arable farming and
livestock rearing

Agriculture and traditional farming as the main in-

terest for local people present the focal artery in

preservation of biodiversity of grasslands, pastures

and little-splot parceles and cultural identitiynof

Lonjsko Polje. After the 1990 war livestock as a

main agricultural branch is in revitalization process,

but the livestock breeder have many problems whi-

ch have negative impact in revitaliozation process:

¢ pastures covered by neophyte false indigo, Amor-
pha fruticosa, Xanthium sp. and Ambrosia artemi-
sifolia

e the State-Owned Farmland is unsolved

¢ killing cattle by the hunters or poachers

¢ unsufficiant communication between breeders
and institutions that take care on selection pro-
gramme or provide the veterinarian services

¢ the poor work of the organizations that carry out
breeding programmes, the absence of any stan-
dardization and marketing of products of tradi-
tional farming

Livestock is not guarded on the pastures

3.2.4 Hunting

In the protected areas, hunting has negative effects
on nature, on the use of pastures and the pastu-
ring system, as well as on tourism (bird watching)
and the visiting system. The problem does not lie
in hunting itself so much as in the process of le-
asing the chases, particularly what are known as
the state chases. In the state chases, licenses are
not usually given to local hunting associations but
to natural persons. Hunting must be restricted by
further Lonjsko Polje Nature Park conditions, and

3.2.5 Ribolov

Zbog neprihva¢enog Pravilnika o unutarnjem redu
za PPLP, koncesionari ili ribolovna drustva koja su
dobila koncesije za ribolov u vodama na podruciju
Parka poribljavaju ih alohtonim vrstama riba, pa ri-
bolovna podrucja postaju ugrozena stanista domi-
cilnih vrsta riba i flore.

Tradicijski ribolov koji je proglaSen nematerijalnim
kulturnim dobrom zbog nepostojanja Prostornog
plana PPLP i Pravilnika o unutarnjem redu za PPLP
nije ureden i nemoguce ga je zakonski provoditi.

3.2.6 Depopulacija stanovnistva

Depopulacija ili odljev stanovniStva opdenito je
problem ruralne sredine. lako broj stanovnika u
posljednjih 10 godina nije znatno pao, evidentno je
vecinsko staracko i neobrazovano stanovnistvo te
stalni odljev mladih ljudi u gradska sredista. LoSa
demografska slika (slaba naseljenost, napustanje
gospodarstava, pretezito stanovnistvo tre¢e dobi,
loSa materijalna situacija, nizak stupanj naobraz-
be) negativno se reflektira na provodenje planiranih
cilieva zastite i obnove kulturne i prirodne bastine
te na gospodarski razvoj. Zbog beneficija na po-
drugjima posebne drzavne skrbi ,mlade obitelji sele
iz naselja koja nisu na podrudju posebne drzavne
skrbi izvan Parka.

3.2.7 Sirenje alohtonih vrsta

Sirenje alohtonih vrsta u posljednjih je 10-15 go-
dina postalo ozbiljan problem, narodito Sirenje in-
vazivne vrste — CivitnjaCe (Amorpha fruticosa), koja
uz znatno smanjen sto¢ni fond na slobodnoj ispasi
potpuno obrasta livade i paSnjake.

3.2.8 Kulturna bastina

Negativni faktori i rizici u o€uvanju i obnovi kulturne
bastine vidljivi su u nekoliko razina problematike:

respect for the conditions of nature protection has
to be made a sine qua non.

3.2.5 Fishery

Because the Nature Park Regulations have not yet
been adopted, the concessionaires or fishing clubs
that obtained concessions for fishing in the waters
in the Park area have stocked the waters with in-
troduced species of fish, and habitats within the
fishing zones have become endangered for indige-
nous fish and flora.

Traditional fishery, which has officially been proc-
laimed an intangible cultural property, because of
the non-existence of any Lonjsko Polje Nature Park
Spatial Plan or any Nature Park Regulations, is not
properly organized and cannot be implemented
according to the law.

3.2.6 Depopulation

Depopulation, affecting the younger generations li-
ving in rural areas, has become particularly crucial
in the Park. While the number of retirees is high,
the schools are almost empty. The end of the era
of village life and the poor connections with urban
centers and between the right and left banks of the
Sava are the cause of depopulation. And with the
people, the development of rural culture, together
with the very worthwhile architectural heritage, is
also vanishing. Many of the wooden houses have
been abandoned and are falling into decay.

If nothing is undertaken in the way of enhancing
economic opportunities, further depopulation can
be expected. Because of the benefits to be obtai-
ned in the areas of special national concern, young
families are moving out of settlements that are not
in areas of spatial national concern to areas outside
the Park.

3.2.7 The expansion of non-indigenous
species

In the last 10 to 15 years the expansion of intro-
duced and invasive species has become a serious
problem, particularly with respect to the spread of
false indigo, A. fruitions, which, because the herd
on the free pasture has been substantially reduced,
is completely overgrowing meadows and pastu-
res.

3.2.9 Turizam

Razvoj turistiCke djelatnosti na podruc¢ju Parka jos
je uvijek u pocetnoj fazi, te pa se moglo rec¢i da s
godisnje 11 000 prodanih ulaznica nema negativna
utjecaja posijetitelja na prirodne i kulturne vrijedno-
sti Parka. Medutim, ve¢ je nekoliko godina prisutan
vremenski i prostorno nepravilno usmjeren broj po-
sjetitelja. To znaci da je u odredenom dijelu godine
(travanj-svibanj-lipanj) prisutan veliki broj posjetite-
lja, koji je usredotoCen na dva lokaliteta, a da je u
ostalom dijelu godine broj posijetitelja vrlo malen.
Nadalje, Park prirode Lonjsko polje nominiran je
na UNESCO-ov Popis svjetske prirodne i kulturne
bastine, a danom pristupa PPLP ¢e trpiti sve vedi
pritisak posjetitelja za koji nije pripremljen. Stoga bi
ovaj plan upravljanja morao predvidijeti i u akcijskim
planovima predloziti aktivnosti za sljedec¢a negativ-
na kretanja u sustavu posjecivanja:

3.2.8 Cultural Heritage

Negative factors and risks in the preservation and

revitalization of the cultural heritage are visible at

several problem levels:

¢ neglect of the settlements and poor physical con-
dition of the traditional buildings

¢ holdings are neglected

¢ inappropriate new interventions in historical am-
biences

® property issues

¢ demolishing houses and moving them out of the
Park for secondary uses, illegal export of mate-
rial

e awareness of living in wooden houses

¢ insufficiently well-informed local administration

¢ a low level of authenticity in the case of restoring
the architectural heritage

¢ the failure to use traditional techniques of building
and revitalization (use of sheetrock walls), poor
understanding of restoration of the building he-
ritage (the principle of conservation is of prime
importance for the preservation of authenticity)

¢ shortage of qualified tradesmen for the renovati-
on of the architectural heritage

¢ shortage of cured oak for construction, and the
high price of materials makes it difficult to imple-
ment the planned objectives

e cadastral data and detailed maps of settlements
with all topographic details are not up to date,
and have not been digitalized

¢ there is a lack of well qualified people

¢ shortage of funding

e economic uncertainty for activities that are pre-
ferred by the management objectives

3.2.9 Tourism

The development of the tourist industry in Lonjsko
Polje Nature Park is still in the initial phases, and
for the moment it can be said that with the annual
11,000 entry tickets into the Park sold, there has
been no negative impact on the natural and cultural
values of the Park. However, for some years, the
Park has experienced the presence of visitors not
favorably distributed in terms of time and place. This
means that in a certain part of the year (April-June)
there is a large number of visitors, who are concen-
trated in two visiting sites; the rest of the year, the

3.3 Zoniranje

Temeljem vizije i procjene ekoloskih, kulturnih i so-
cio-ekonomskih vrijednosti provedeno je zoniranje
PPLP, kojim je razradena politika oCuvanja prirod-
nih, kulturnih i krajobraznih vrijednosti i koje Cine
temelj za odredivanje ciljeva i mjera upravljanja (pri-
log 5. Kartogram zoniranja prirodnih vrijednosti).

1. ZONA ZASTITE - ZONA POSEBNE ZASTITE je
zona koja uklju€uje dijelove Parka prirode koji su po
svojim znacajkama posebni ili najvrjedniji (po biora-
znolikosti, krajobraznoj vrijednosti, ekoloskoj ulozi,
samostalno ili kao dio sustava) ili tipi€ni za prirodnu
pojavu unutar pojedinog tipa stanista.

Kriteriji za uklju€ivanje podrucja u ovu zonu su slje-
dedi:
¢ podrucje najvece bioraznolikosti/vrijednosti

number of visitors is very small. Then, Lonjsko Polje

Nature Park has been nominated for inscription on

the UNESCO World Heritage List, and on the day

that the Park obtains this status, it will have to tole-

rate increased pressure from visitors, for which it is

unprepared. For this reason this management plan

ought in some way to anticipate negative trends in

the visiting system, and to provide action plans to

resolve them. As follows:

¢ The non-existence of any assessment of the im-
pact of visitors on the natural and cultural values
of the Park with its set reception capacity,

® The lack of any weekend or Bed and Breakfast
programme for visitors

* An increased number of visitors staying in the
Park for a single day

® The Park does not offer rural tourism activities
to the visitors - cycling, walking, boating, fishing,
bird watching

* The number of overnight stays in the park is fa-
irly small, and the visitors are not involved in the
experiential activities of the park

® Poor relations and communications between Park
management and family farmers that are registe-
red hospitality providers

e Absence of any programme for organized tran-
sportation of Park visitors (to reduce movement
by car and bus)

¢ Under-staffing with tourist guides

¢ Insufficiently high level of education of population
for reception of tourists and presentation of natu-
ral and cultural values

Tourist capacities and the change of use of rural

farms seek modification of the organisation of the

cartilage, the introduction of new contents and

buildings that deviate from the traditional typolo-

gy, which militates against the authenticity of the

setting (gazebos, tents, the wrong kind of fences,

advertising materials).

3.3 Zoning

On the basis of the vision, and the evaluation of
the ecological, cultural and socio-economic values,
the zoning of Lonjsko Polje Nature Park has been
carried out, elaborating the policy of preserving
natural, cultural and landscape values, the basis for
the determination of the management objectives
and measures (Annex 5. Zoning of natural values in
Longstop polje Nature Park).

Pojedina Sumska podrucja uvrstena su u ovu zonu

Ta zona obuhvaca 28 lokaliteta.
Na lokalitetima u I. zoni posebne zastite zabranjena
je gradnja novih objekata.
Iznimno, infrastrukturne gradevine (prometne,
energetske, vodno gospodarske, komunalne itd.) i
gradevine u funkciji posjecivanja (posjetiteljsko-in-
formacijski centri, izletiSta i skloniSta za izletnike,
promatracnice, vidikovci, odmorista i sl.), uz dobi-
vene suglasnosti prema posebnim propisima.
U I. zoni posebne zastite zabranjen je lov, ribolov,
uznemirivanje Zivotinja, branje biljaka, stvaranje
buke i ostale aktivnosti koje mogu ugroziti biljni i
zivotinjski svijet.

2. ZONA ZASTITE - ZONA TRADICIONALNOG
GOSPODARENJA je zona koja obuhvaca dijelove
Parka prirode na kojima se oshovne djelatnosti u
kontinuitetu obavljaju na tradicionalan nacin, vise ili

PROTECTION ZONE 1 - Special Protection Zone.
This is a zone that includes parts of the Nature Park
that for their characteristics constitute a special or
the most important (in terms of biodiversity, land-
scape value, ecological conditions, either on their
own or as part of a system) or very typical natural
phenomenon within a given habitat type.

The criteria for bringing an area into this zone are

given below:

¢ An area of greatest biodiversity/value.

* A key area for the survival of particularly endan-
gered plant or animal species.

* An area of landscape values.
Some forest areas are included into this protection
zone although the natural values in them are just
the same as the forest units that surround them in
order to set up a network of parts of the forest in
which a sustainable and extremely natural devel-
opment of forests communities will be secured, for
these provide the basic opportunities for the nest-
ing of owls, black storks, owls, small birds nesting
in hollow trees, bat fauna and various groups of in-
vertebrates.

This zone covers 28 sites.

In sites in Special Protection Zone 1, the construc-

tion of new structures is prohibited. By derogation,

infrastructure structures (for roads, power supply,
water management, municipal economy and so
on) and structures in the visiting system (visitor in-

formation centres, excursion sites, shelters for vi-

sitors, lookouts, observation sites, rest areas and

so on) are permitted in conjunction with consent
obtained according to special regulations.

In Special Protection Zone 1 hunting and fishing

are forbidden, as are disturbing animals, picking

plants, making a noise and other activities that can
harm or threaten the plant and animal worlds.

By derogation, it is possible to allow fishing in areas

that are shown as fishing zones in the map no. 12,

Tourist Visiting Zones and Fishing Zones.

Organised visits to sites in Special Protection Zone

1 are allowed on condition that the site does lie in

the visiting system shown on Map no. 12, Tourist

Visiting Zones and Fishing Zones, or that it is so

defined in the Nature Park Regulations.

In Special Protection Zone 1

¢ all exploratory works in the sense of quarrying and
exploiting mineral raw materials are forbidden;

* only those economic activities are allowed that
are not discordant with the conditions of nature
protection, or those activities that do not disturb,
do not damage and do not change the properties

2.b. zonu nizinskih poplavnih Suma — zona nizinskih

of the sites because of which they are placed in
Zone 1,

e research in the sense of scientific and speciali-
sed/professional work based on the study of the
natural features of the space and the life in it is
allowed.

PROTECTION ZONE 2 - Traditional farming zone.
This is the zone embracing parts of the Nature Park
in which the fundamental activities have been car-
ried out in an ongoing way in the traditional man-
ner, more or less at one with the natural cycles and
the survival needs of individual species and com-
munities.
With respect to what kind of basic activity is in-
volved, the area is subdivided into:
2a the traditional pasturing system zone
2b the lowland riparian forests zone
2c the farming on a mosaic of fragmented plots
zone.
Zone 2a, the zone of the traditional pasturing sys-
tem, includes all the pasture areas owned by the
state and the haymaking areas within and outside
the floodwater retention area, as well as the areas
in the riparian strip along the Sava that is regularly
used for grazing by large livestock and fowls (the
polojs).
On the pasturelands, only the activity of traditio-
nal agriculture is allowed, consisting of animal hu-
sbandry, with mainly indigenous or domesticated
breeds of horses, cows, pigs and poultry adjusted
to the conditions of the floodplain area and that are
based on the “pasturing” system.

Change of use of the pasturelands is not allowed,

which particularly refers to letting the pastures be-

come overgrown and turning them into forest land,
which would change the microrelief of the pasture-
land areas.

According to need it is allowed to fence the pastu-

reland with fences of natural material (woven bran-

ches or wood).

In Subzone 2a, the development of buildings and

the undertaking of some operations are allowed:

a. infrastructure structures (for transport, power su-
pply, water management, municipal economy
and so on)

b. recreational, tourist-recreational and healthcare
buildings

c. special purpose buildings

e. traditional agriculture outbuildings and features
such as:

Ispasa svinja i zirenje imaju posebnu zastitu. Ispasa

2.c. zonu poljoprivrede na mozaiku usitnjenih par-
cela — zona poljoprivrede na mozaiku usitnjenih
parcela uklju€uje vrtove, voénjake, oranice i liva-
de na mozaiku usitnjenih parcela izmedu Cigoéa i
Trebeza, oko Osekova, Kraljeve Velike*, Piljenice* i
Plesma* (* naselja su izvan granica Lonjskog polja,
ali stanovni$tvo posjeduje poljoprivredne povrsine
u Lonjskom polju).

U podzoni 2.c. dopustena je gradnja gradevina i
izvodenje zahvata uz suglasnosti dobivene prema
posebnim propisima.

3. ZONA ZASTITE - ZONA POLJOPRIVREDE NA

j. structures used in the visiting system (visitor in-

Zone 2b, the zone of the lowland riparian forests in-
cludes all the forests and forest lands in the Nature

Park, except for forests in a separate strip from the
river to the embankment along the Sava River, and
the forest that is classified into Protection Zone 1.

In Subzone 2b

e forest management is permitted pursuant to the
forest management plans, the annual manage-
ment plans, and the provisions of this Plan and
the Park Regulations

¢ it is forbidden to change the purpose of the forest

land

e it is forbidden to introduce non-indigenous speci-

es of plants and plantations,

e forest roads and tracks must be built in such a

way as to permit the natural flow of water

e it is permitted to construct structures and carry

out operations as defined in these points:

a. infrastructure structures (for transport, power su-
pply, water management, municipal economy
and so on)

b. recreation, tourist-recreational and healthcare
structures

C. special purpose structures

i. structures for hunting and forest management

j. structures used in the visiting system (visitor in-
formation centres, excursion points, shelters for
visitors, lookout and observation points, rest
areas and the like) in conjunction with consent
obtained according to separate regulations

Grazing and foraging by pigs enjoy particular pro-

tection. The grazing of pigs is allowed only in the

period and on the surfaces provided for by the fo-
rest management plan, or according to the Pastu-
reland Management Plan.

Stands that are in the phase of regeneration and

specially protected stands (seed tree stands and

forests in Protection Zone 1) cannot be classified
among areas intended for grazing by pigs.

Zona 3.b. — renaturiranje zemljiSta obuhvaca poljo-
privredne povrsine u blokovima koji su predvideni
za djelomi¢nu ili potpunu obnovu rezima plavljenja.
Dopusteno je graditi infrastrukturne gradevine (pro-
metne, energetske, vodno-gospodarske, komunal-
ne itd.), gradevine posebne namjene i gradevine
u funkciji posjecivanja (posjetiteljsko-informacijski
centri, izletiSta i skloni$ta za izletnike, promatrac-
nice, vidikovci, odmorista i sl.), uz dobivene sugla-
snosti prema posebnim propisima.

4. ZONA ZASTITE - ZONA NASELJA, PROMETNI-
CA I INFRASTRUKTURE uklju€uje zone naselja, ce-
ste, pruge, vece privredne i druge gradevne objekte
koji €ine suvisle cjeline i nisu izdvojeno smjestene u
nekoj drugoj zoni.

Povijesna naselja Lonjskog polja ulaze u kategoriju
povijesnih poluurbanih cjelina (Jasenovac) i povije-
snih seoskih cjelina (sva naselja osim Jasenovca).
Zoniranje je provedeno prema Uputama za vredno-
vanje kulturnih dobara predlozenih za upis u Regi-
star kulturnih dobara Republike Hrvatske (Ministar-
stvo kulture 2004.) u sklopu izrade Konzervatorske
studije za Prostorni plan uredenja podrucja poseb-
nih obiljezja Parka prirode Lonjsko polje (prilog 5.
Kartogram zastic¢ene kulturne bastine u Parku pri-
rode Lonjsko polje)

Ni u jednom povijesnom naselju na podrucju Lonj-
skog polja nije odredena A zona zaStite koja pro-
pisuje potpunu zastitu povijesnih struktura. Sustav
mjera zastite ove zone moze se primjenjivati samo
na odabrane, visoko valorizirane pojedinacne sklo-
pove (okucénice) koji imaju vrijednost pojedinacnoga
kulturnog dobra. Te sklopove treba odrediti konzer-
vatorskim studijama za svako pojedino naselje.

Zone 2c, zone of farming on a mosaic of fragment-
ed plots including gardens, orchards, ploughed
fields and meadows, on the mosaic of fragmented
plots between Cigo¢ and Trebez, around Osekovo,
Kraljeva Velika®, Piljenica* and Plesmo* (*settle-
ments outside the borders of Lonjsko Polje Nature
Park).

In Subzone 2, the development of structures and
the undertaking of operations are permitted in con-
junction with consent obtained according to sepa-
rate regulations

PROTECTION ZONE 3 - zone of agriculture on con-
solidated and reclaimed plots includes farmland in
the Lonjsko Polje Nature Park already affected by
consolidation procedures, some of it also having
been treated to soil fertility improvement measures
(drainage and reclamation). As this agriculture is to-
tally modernised, and has all the negative effects of
this, it is not suitable for the Nature Park, and so is
divided into two sub-zones.

3a - zone for the harmonisation of farm production
3b - zone for change of land use.

In Zone 3 it is possible to conduct activities related
to extensive forms of arable and animal producti-
on. In Zone 3, hunting is permitted, according to
the hunting management plan, which must contain
conditions for the protection of nature, pursuant to
the provisions of the Nature Protection Law and the
Nature Park Regulations.

3.a Along the peripheral areas of Subzone 3.a and
alongside the existing drainage channels, it is reco-
mmended that the hedges and rows of trees should
be preserved and re-natured.

3.b It is permitted to develop infrastructure struc-
tures (for transport, power supply, water manage-
ment, municipal economy and so on), special pur-
pose structures and structures used in the visiting
system (visitor information centres, excursion po-
ints, shelters for visitors, observation and lookout
points, rest areas and so on) in conjunction with
consent obtained according to separate regulati-
ons.

The historic settlements of Lonjsko Polje fall into
the following two categories: historic semi-urban
units (Jasenovac) and historic rural units (all the
settlements except Jasenovac).

Not a single Grade A Protection Zone prescribing
total protection of historic structures has been set
in any of the historic settlements in Lonjsko Polje.
A system of protection measures of this grade can
be applied only to selected highly rated individual
complexes (houses and plots) that have the value
of an individual cultural property. Such complexes
need to be determined by conservation studies for
every individual settlement.

GRADE B PROTECTION ZONE - zone of partial

protection of historic structures and full protection

This protection zone covers the entire historical bu-

ilding area of a given settlement, which is made up

The historic building area consists of a series of
plots of a residential and operational function with
appropriate houses and farm buildings from which,
extending to the flood plain, go the cultivable land
(vegetable plots, orchards, plough land and mea-
dows) and the public contents and spaces within
the historic settlements. This zone has been iden-
tified as a historic building area, created during the
18" and 19" centuries, which has preserved intact
the historical scope and the characteristic, extre-
mely elongated plot divisions with the traditional
agricultural purpose and the characteristic com-
mon village areas and public buildings. Within the
protection zone the degree of preservation of the
historic and traditional building structure is diver-
se, and ranges from totally preserved original com-
plexes and assemblages to incompletely preserved

¢ protection and preservation of the basic elements
of the historic settlement matrix, of the waterco-
urses, the communications network, the land di-
vision and the characteristic groups of buildings,
the shape of the buildings and the complexes,
the outlines and volumes, and historic contents;

e control of any new structures and contents diffe-
rent from the tradition that are imported;

e adjustment of existing traditional functions and
contents to contemporary needs in conjuncti-
on with minimum physical interventions into the
historic structures using the methods of repair,
renovation, conservation and restoration. These
methods are to be applied to highly rated com-
plexes and structures;

e the presentation and restitution of the original
spatial, ambient and architectural forms that have
been lost during recent interventions;

e adaptation of functions and contents to new
needs, but without any essential physical mo-
difications to the extant elements of traditional
structures;

¢ the adjustment of new or damaged structures
and complexes by the method of reconstruction,
interpolation, re-composition and transformation
in order to establish the traditional relationships
or to link historical with new structures.

The zone of the protection of the ambience co-
vers the green, undeveloped and not built-up strip
along the Sava River and along its backwaters and
oxbows, the “poloj” as it is called, including the wa-
ter area, which is a component part of the atmosp-
here of the settlement, then the zones of cultivated
areas contacting the last plots in the settlement,
and the smaller zone of the most recent expansion
of the settlement outside the historical borders.
The system of protection measures in this zone
prescribes the following:

e maximum preservation of landscape features of
the historical rural units, the preservation of vistas
and panoramas and of the unity and harmony of
the whole;

e preservation of the undeveloped area of the po-
loj in conjunction with the revival of the original
landscape and horticultural elements, and a strict
control of the introduction of new contents, i.e.,
allowing only those that are based on the tradi-
tional use of the space and are in line with the
traditional features of the atmosphere;

¢ preservation of the age-old cultivated land areas
- of the ploughed field, the orchards and mea-
dows, the historical high greenery of rows of
trees, hedges and traditional fences;

e adjustment of new construction to traditional for-
mal criteria;

¢ the formation and supplementation of as-found
plots, architectural structures and contents in line
with the basic spatial and ambient and architec-
tural features and principles of the protection of
the historical rural whole;

¢ the formation of new plots, architectural structu-
res and contents only on the spatially permissible
plots, i.e., in line with the basic spatial and am-
bient and architectural features and principles of
protection of the historic rural unit.
