1 - Summary

Summary

The Peitz ponds border at the south-east area of the City of Peitz, approx. 10 km north of Cottbus. The pond area consists of 30 smaller and
bigger water bodies. The bigger ponds are Huttenteich and Neuendorfer Teich on the right hand side of the Hammergraben and on the left hand
side of the Teifelsteich, directly at the B 168. As a natural area it belongs to the Spreewald and in a more narrow sense to the Malxe-Spree-
Lowland. Tributary is the Hammergraben, if needed water can be added by the Malxe river. The waters were established around 400 years
ago, firstly as a reservoir for the production of earth iron, later for aquacultures.

The site consists of numerous fishponds that form an internationally important wintering, breeding and staging area for several species of water
birds as well as providing habitat for other endangered species (e.g. otter, amphibian and insect species). The Ramsar site encompasses a
variety of different ecosystems, ranging from dry grasslands to large reedbeds and bankside woodland.

Today, the Peitzer Teiche are mainly used for aquaculture. However, surrounding agricultural fields as well as settlements, urban infrastructure,
commercial and industrial sites impact the Ramsar site. The site and surrounding area are also — to a smaller extent — being used for recreation
and other leisure activities such as fishing, hunting, walking and bike-riding. Potential threat to the site could be its proximity to an energy power
plant and sewage treatment facility. Also, lignite is mined nearby. Management measures include extensive agriculture within and close to the
borders of the site, management of the water balance and its nutrient content as well as monitoring and conservation measures for protected
habitats and species.

The Ramsar site is located directly to the south of the name-giving village Peitz and is also part of the EU Natura 2000 Site “Spreewald und
Lieberoser Endmorane” and overlaps almost completely with the central sub-region of the much larger EU Natura 2000 Site “Peitzer Teiche”.
The site encloses the pond landscape and small patches of woodland, which lie to the south-east of the ponds.

To the east the site borders a large energy power plant and to the south it borders agricultural fields. To the west, a highway runs along the
boundary of the site.

The area is made up of a mosaic of various sized ponds and several ditches, with a larger ditch running through the middle from north to south
and thus dividing the area into a western and eastern part. The western part comprises several smaller ponds, whilst the eastern part mainly
consists out of two larger ponds and another smaller pond forming a peak in the southern part of the site. The shore areas are overgrown with
vegetation and there are several small islands located inside the ponds.
