At the time of the canalisation of the Mittelweser, the Staustufe Schlisselburg was built, and the canal was
constructed to circumnavigate the river bend (= Weserschleife). The weir caused an increase in water
depth in the Oberwasser from originally 1.5 m (mean water level) to 3.8 m at the top of the dammed water

Hydrological services provided |0 5.6 m at the weir. The river Weser only floods at very high waters. A network of deep drainage channels
was built parallel to the Weser in order to protect the agricultural fields adjacent to the weir; these
drainage channels flow into the Unterwasser. Under normal water conditions the groundwater flow goes
towards the Weser.
