2.2. Other criteria

2:2.1. Ecological Value

2.2.2.1.  According to assessments based v.}IaII,Oﬂ scientific investigation, this area is one of most
valuable, perhaps even the most valuable alluvial wetland in Europe. e

2.2.1.2.  Within the course of ornithological invas::}ulions performed in years 1986 and 1987,
236 species of birds have been observed within this area, out of which 122 are
confirmed nesting birds, 11 probable and 7 possible nesting birds, while 78 species
use to visit the area at times of migratory movements. As far as the flora is concerned,
Krapje dol has been investigated in detail, and 100 species of higher plants had been
recorded in 1987.

2.2.1.3.  The Lonjsko polje and Mokro polje area make a natural retention, i.e. the Sava river
wetlands. Forests are autochthonous, while there has been the anthropogeneous
influence upon grassy surfaces (meadows and pastures).

2.2.2. Scientific Value

On this area has been written quite a number of scientific and expert papers, covering
ornithology, forestry and regulation of waters. Most of these papers have been written
in the pericd since 1980,

2.2.3. Economic Importance

Forestry, agriculture (mostly extensive cattle-breeding and soil cultivation), fish
rearing at neighbouring fish-ponds, tourism (in its beginnings - particularly the
bird-watching tourism), water management (within frames of the Sava Basin
Regulation Project).
